General Information

Pleadings:

When filing your paperwork please be sure to legibly fill in all information.  The information on the paperwork should be typed or hand-printed in black or blue ink.  As part of the official court record, documents should be easy to read and easy to understand. On all pleadings, the plaintiff’s name, the defendant’s name, all addresses, phone numbers and case numbers should be listed.  Motions should clearly state what is being requested of the court. 

Interpreters:

Please be advised that the court does not provide interpreters for parties involved in civil litigation.  All parties involved in a civil case are to provide their own interpreters. This includes plaintiffs, defendants, or witnesses. Interpreters must be 18 years of age or older, not related to the party they are interpreting for, nor can they be a witness who is going to testify in the case.  Parties may hire a certified court interpreter if they choose to do so.  Interpreter fees may be requested as court costs by the winning party.  If a party appears without an interpreter, the court usually grants one continuance to obtain an interpreter. 

Sign Language Interpreters:

Sign language interpreters are provided by the court at no cost to the parties.  If a sign language interpreter is needed, please alert the clerk so an interpreter can be scheduled for the court date.
