Requests for Name Changes are taken Monday through Friday @1:00 p.m. The court starts hearing  requests for name change at 1:30 p.m. Please arrive on time to fill out paperwork.

· Adult name changes:

· Must be a resident of Denver County.
· Must not be convicted of any felony.
· Fingerprint-based criminal history record check must be conducted within 90 days prior to filing the Petition for Name Change for anyone aged 14 and older.

· The Court provides 2 fingerprint cards.
· Contact Police Administration at 1331Cherokee St. or Colorado Correctional Industries at 4999 Oakland St., 303-370-2165 for fingerprinting.
· Mail completed fingerprint cards to FBI & CBI.
· Mail to FBI first, this can take up to 15 weeks.
· Mail to CBI after FBI cards have returned because CBI completes record checks within 72 business hours (up to 10 days).

· Submit proof of publication to the Court.
