· Elaine shared a powerpoint prepared by Lisa Feldstein, Senior Policy Director, CA Public Health Law Program on the intersections and consequences of land use planning and zoning, physical activity and nutrition and health disparities. Lisa’s work showcased examples implemented by other communities across the country to address the same needs experienced in Park Hill.
