Once inside, Jose Zambrano confronted his wife, Maria Zambrano, whom he had 
recently separated from.  Jose Zambrano was armed with a handgun and 
threatened to kill his wife.  Maria Zambrano initially attempted to escape and 
seek safety within the residence, but was unfortunately shot to death by her 
husband (pictured above).  Currently, a warrant for Jose Zambrano’s arrest has 
been issued for Investigation of First Degree Murder.  Anyone having additional 
information on this case or knowledge of the current whereabouts of Jose 
Zambrano is asked to call Crime Stoppers.
