On the evening of August 28th, 1988 officers of the Denver Police Department 
were called to the area of 22nd and Larimer Street on a report of a shooting.  
When officers arrived they found one party, subsequently identified as Juan 
Ramos Chavez, in the street suffering from multiple gunshot wounds.  The 
victim was transported to a local hospital but due to the extent of his 
injuries, Juan Ramos Chavez died.  During the follow-up investigation by 
Denver Police Homicide Detectives, suspect Jesus Perez (pictured above) 
was identified as one of the prime suspects involved in this shooting.  
Currently, a warrant for Jesus Perez arrest has been issued for Investigation 
of First Degree Murder.
