On the evening of October 8th, 1992 a shooting occurred in a vacant lot near 
25th and Court Street, which is in close proximity to Denver’s Five-Points 
Neighborhood.  As part of the initial investigation, it was learned that Eric 
Marshall (pictured above) became involved in a verbal argument with a 
female acquaintance of his, subsequently identified as Nicole Upton.  During 
the argument, Eric Marshall shot Nicole Upton multiple times and then 
loaded her into a nearby vehicle with the assistance of an individual later 
identified as Lee Lee Jones.  Three days later, the body of Nicole Upton was 
recovered in a Colorado State Park.  Arrests warrants were issued for both 
Eric Marshall and Lee Lee Jones.  To date only Lee Lee Jones remains at 
large.  Currently, a warrant for Lee Lee Jones’ arrest remains issued for 
Investigation of First Degree Murder.  Anyone having additional information 
on this case or knowledge of the current whereabouts of Lee Lee Jones is 
asked to call Crime Stoppers at the below listed number.
