How to Obtain Facility Hazardous Chemical Information

Section 324 of SARA Title III provides that the Emergency Response Plan, material safety data sheets (MSDS’s) and inventory forms (Tier II forms), toxic chemical release forms and follow up emergency notices shall be made available to the general public.
