RE: Denver Stapleton Parks Coordination for I-70 East EIS
Dear Mr. Paulmeno,

The purpose of this letter is to address the coordination of park resources in relationship to I-70 East EIS and the
Stapleton Development. The park resources pertain to Northfield Pond Park and Trunk Open Space which includes a
planned off-street trail. Trunk open space in the Stapleton development is planned to be ultimately owned, operated -
and maintained as Denver parkland by the Department of Parks and Recreation.

To understand the impacts to these park resources, Denver obtained [-70 East EIS (EIS) conceptual drawings of the
DEIS Alternatives from CDOT thru PBS&J, the EIS consultant. The EIS conceptual drawings have also been
needed to coordinate the Central Park Boulevard (CPB) and I-70 Interchange Project for Denver. Denver in turn had
URS Corporation, our CPB Interchange Project consultant incorporate the best available information regarding
existing and proposed land uses for Stapleton to the EIS conceptual drawings. This effort has resulted in the two
attached exhibits for the purposes of evaluating the impacts to the park resources based on the largest foot print
“worst-case” remaining EIS Alternative including the CPB Interchange.

The resulting impacts are satisfactory to Northfield Pond Park which is currently owned by the City. Approximately
0.37 acres of permanent impacts, based on the Pre-DEIS results, are contained in the high pressure gas line easement
with no direct impact on any park recreational resource. The Trunk Open Space, including the planned 10° off-street
trail separated by a 14’ tree lawn, can be accommodated between 45% Avenue and the EIS alternatives including the
CPB Interchange. To assure that these impacts remain satisfactory and hopefully improved, Denver must remain
thoroughly involved with the development of the eventual preferred alternative of the EIS and subsequent design and
construction.

Therefore, we look forward to the public release of the Draft EIS to continue our combined efforts to coordinate the
needs of the EIS including the CPB Interchange with the Stapleton development and these important park resources.
