The City and County of Denver conducted an Open House/Public Scoping 
Meeting to discuss the proposed Central Park Boulevard Interchange.  The 
purpose of the meeting was to inform the public about the project and provide 
an opportunity for stakeholders to voice their comments and concerns. 
 
Legal Notices for the meeting were published in the Rocky Mountain News and 
Denver Post on June 12, 2008.  Announcements advertising the meeting were 
emailed to the Stapleton Community and flyers were delivered to businesses in 
the area.  
 
The Public Scoping Meeting was held at Renaissance Denver Hotel, 3801 Quebec 
St., Denver, CO 80207 on Thursday, June 26, 2008 beginning at 5:50 pm.  
Registration was set up near the entrance of the meeting room with sign-in 
sheets for citizens, elected officials, and interested parties.   
 
An Open House format was conducted from 5:30 pm to 6:15, allowing 
attendees the opportunity to view various project exhibits and maps and to 
discuss and ask questions concerning the proposed project with the project 
team. 
 
The meeting presentation began at 6:15 pm.  Mr. Jess Ortiz, PM for the City 
and County of Denver, convened the meeting presentation and made 
introductions.  He provided a history of projects in the areas and then 
explained the necessary steps to move the Central Park Boulevard Interchange 
project forward.  Mr. Marc Devos, PM for URS, continued the presentation with 
an over view of the project area, describing potential constraints and 
opportunities in the area. 
 
The presentation was immediately followed with a question/comment and 
answer session, allowing attendees to further discuss and ask specific questions 
about the proposed project.

Small 
businesses have invested a lot, so the push is to get it done.  Engineers must stick to timelines.  
Where is the money coming from and is it really going to be done by 2010?  It’s not just 
Stapleton that needs it, the entire north end needs it.  Not in 2015, now.
