4. Jim McIntyre of the Purchasing Division discussed his request for an advisory opinion with the Board concerning travel expenses and lodging for an annual conference of an advisory board on which he represents the city.

5. Jo Rodriguez of 311 Operations presented her request for an advisory opinion to the Board concerning her potential service on the board of a non-profit organization.

6. Mary Malatesta, Deputy Manager of Safety, discussed her request for an advisory opinion regarding communicating with citizens and, possibly, legislators regarding a state legislative matter, not related to city business. Board Member Ann Terry disclosed her friendship with Ms. Malatesta; however, no one indicated that Ms. Terry should disqualify herself from this case.
7. After discussion and some amendments, it was moved, seconded and passed to approve the Board’s Goals for 2010 and Annual Report for 2009.
8. It was moved, seconded and passed to go into executive session to deliberate on Cases 09-63 through 09-66 and 10-01 and 10-03
