2. Staff Director Michael Henry and Board member Lori Mack reported on their discussion with representatives of Career Service Authority as to how the Board of Ethics can utilize the results of the 2008 CSA Employee Survey.

3. Ledy Garcia-Eckstein, an employee of the Office of Economic Development, presented her request for an advisory opinion regarding potential conflicts of interest in grants that she administers and responded to questions from Board members.

4. Sgt. John Spezze of the Denver Police Department explained his request for an advisory opinion and answered questions from Board members as to whether he could run for sheriff of a Colorado county in 2010 and, if he were to win the election, retire from the Police Department.
5. Captain Sylvia Sich of the Denver Police Department presented a request for an advisory opinion on behalf of Police Chief Gerald Whitman as to whether the Police Department could solicit donations from private businesses to pay for the manufacture of medallions to commemorate the service of law enforcement officers from many jurisdictions in Colorado in keeping order during the Democratic National Convention in August 2008. She also responded to questions from Board members.

6. The Board went into executive session to deliberate on Cases 09 – 16 through 09 - 19.
7. The meeting adjourned at 3:17 pm.
