MEETING OF APRIL 23, 2009
Chair Edgar Neel called the meeting to order at 1:35 pm. Also present were Board Members Lori Mack, Leslie Lawson, Syl-Morgan-Smith and Ann Terry.
1. It was moved, seconded and passed to approve the minutes of the meeting of March 19, 2009.
2. Laura Ware of the Department of Human Services presented her request for an advisory opinion about possible conflicts of interest regarding her former employer and responded to questions from the Board.
3. Elaine Borton, Robin Valdez and Stacey McConlogue of the Department of Environmental Health discussed with the Board Ms. Borton’s request for an advisory opinion about a possible contract between Ms. Borton and the Department, following her retirement, to finish out work on a grant.

4. Division Chief David Quinones of the Police Department presented his request for an advisory opinion regarding a gift of a pair of cufflinks that he had received for his work in coordinating security for the SportAccord event and answered questions from the Board.
5. Ajenai Clemmons of the Office of Independent Monitor explained to the Board her request for an advisory opinion as to whether it would be a conflict of interest for her to be appointed to serve on the Colorado Peace Officers Standards and Training Board.
6. Gia Irlando, a City Council aide, presented her request for an advisory opinion as to whether she could have some outside employment as a consultant.

7. Clay Vigoda and John Carlson of the Auditor’s Office discussed with the Board the practices of many private companies and other governments for following up on tips and complaints from citizens or whistle-blowing employees regarding fraud and other ethical problems. They said they would have further discussions with the Board.
8. The Board began to discuss several possible revisions to the Denver Code of Ethics to be submitted in the next few months to City Council for consideration. 

9. The Board went into executive session to deliberate on Cases 09 – 21 through 09 - 25.
