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DENVER BOARD OF ETHICS

  MINUTES

MEETING OF JUNE 28, 2007

Chair Lori Mack called the meeting to order at 1:40 pm. Also present were Leslie Lawson and Edgar Neel. Ann Terry and Samuel Williams were absent.  (Judge Leonard Plank had sworn in Edgar L. Neel earlier today as a member of the Board of Ethics.) 
1. It was moved, seconded and passed unanimously to approve the minutes of the May 24, 2007 Board of Ethics meeting.

2. Chair Lori Mack advised the Board that, as part of a citywide review of all of the “analyst” positions, the Career Service Authority is recommending that the Staff Director’s position be re-classified to a Management Analyst IV position. She also said that she would like to ask Board members to set time-lines next month for accomplishing the Board’s goals for 2007 and to volunteer to help to implement specific goals, particularly to improve outreach to city personnel and to the public.
3. Staff Director Michael Henry indicated that he had submitted a budget request for 2008 for the Board of Ethics on June 15 as the Board had approved.
4. Paula Purifoy of Denver Golf presented her request for an advisory opinion regarding whether she could properly provide a testimonial to a private company that provided free publications for Denver Golf and responded to questions from the Board.
5. James Anderson of the Public Works Department presented his request for an advisory opinion regarding a possible employment opportunity.

6. Lauri Dannemiller, Staff Director for the City Council presented a request for an advisory opinion regarding a possible conflict of interest by a member of City Council and answered questions from Board members.

7. Lisa Jones introduced herself and indicated that she had filed an inquiry (complaint) that was being considered by the Board.
8. Christopher Weimer, director of the Office of Employee Assistance, presented and discussed a statistical report from that office describing the types and frequency of various problems facing city employees who consult with the Office of Employee Assistance.
9. Professor Roy Wood of the University of Denver, who is a member of the new Colorado Ethics Commission, presented an article that he and Professor Spoma Jovanovic recently had published in the Business Ethics Quarterly, which focused on the role of the Denver Code of Ethics and Board of Ethics in establishing an ethical culture in Denver city government..

10. The Board voted to go into executive session to deliberate on Cases 07-9, 07-10, 07-16 through 07-18 and 07-20.

11. The meeting adjourned at 3:15pm following the conclusion of the executive session.
