 TEMPLE HOYNE BUELL THEATRE



The Buell Theatre is a 2,882 seat state-of-the-art theatre situated between the Auditorium Theatre and Boettcher Concert Hall in the Denver Performing Arts Complex. The Buell Theatre is owned and managed by the City and County of Denver. 

The enormous glass enclosed lobby of the Buell welcomes theatre patrons. Here, patrons can enjoy art displays, food, and drink.  Bars, providing fine wines and other refreshing beverages, are located on each of the three levels of the Buell.  Big screen televisions are provided at each of these locations to allow patrons to view the performance from the lobby. Patios are provided on all three levels of the Buell lobby for patrons to enjoy the mile-hi air of Denver. 

The Buell Theatre is a prototype for theatres of the '90's. From hosting major national Broadway tours to stand-up comedy, the Buell can facilitate almost any show. Its stage accommodates the most lavish sets and most ambitious productions. The interior is a marvel of technical ingenuity and convenience for both artist and audiences. The decor suggests the Colorado lifestyle with native wild flower murals and Colorado sandstone walls.  Every seat in the house has excellent sight lines and provides a sense of closeness to the stage.

DRESSING ROOMS: 
Each Office/Dressing Room is adequately lighted and mirrors are plentiful!  There are two Star Dressing Rooms at Stage Right (picture below) along with a large furnished Green Room.  Adjacent to the Green room are the Musician's lounge with adjacent Conductor’s Office/Dressing Room - and a multi-purpose room with sink and shelves. In addition there are six (6) dressing rooms measuring approximately, 11'x 15'9". The Stage Manager and Company Manager each have offices on this level. Stage Managers can access the backstage PA system directly from their office.  The performance as well as any announcements can be heard from any location backstage including the dressing rooms. 

The second floor behind the stage has four - 6 person Dressing Rooms (15'4" x 11') (picture above), two - 16 person dressing rooms (20'7'' x 31'3") and a large Wardrobe/Laundry Room which measures 33'9" x 16'14". 

All Dressing Rooms mentioned above have restroom and shower facilities. The Stage Manager, Company Manager and Wardrobe Rooms have restrooms conveniently located nearby.

 

 

 LOADING DOORS: There are two locations for loading and unloading trucks.  Two fully enclosed docks are located on Champa Street between 13th and 14th Streets.  In addition, a large roll-up door off 13th Street may be used for load in/out.  There is parking available for a maximum of four (4) semi's with additional space available within ten minutes of the theatre. 

 

STAGE: 
The Proscenium opening is 41' high and 66' wide and measures 52' deep from the curtain line. Side wall to side wall, the stage is 130 feet. The house curtain is Guillotine and operated from the deck-stage right. 

TRAP ROOM: 
The trap room underneath the stage is 40' wide and 24' deep.  On stage, this area is divided into 4' x 8' sections. 

ORCHESTRA PIT: 
The adjustable orchestra pit is a Gagnon La Forest Tubular Thrust Screw Lift. There are two sizes for the pit. The larger pit measures 13'10" maximum depth from the Proscenium. It can hold an orchestra of 65-70 people.  The smaller pit usually holds an orchestra of 27. Both arrangements can be set from stage level to 11 feet below the stage level. 

COUNTER WEIGHT SYSTEM: 
The Buell Theatre is equipped with 90 line sets on six-inch centers. Each arbor measures 12 feet in length and the capacity per arbor is 1,500 pounds.  The system has two locking rails, one at stage level and the other at the Jump level.  The pipe travel is 69 feet and the grid is 70 feet high. The last working line set is 48' from the plaster line.  The length of the house pipes is 63'6"; with extensions, they are 79'9". 

STAGE DOOR: 
The Buell Stage Door entrance is located at 1323 Champa Street. Cast Parking is available with prior arrangements.

6 - 3 Phase 400 Amp Service - 3 located on Stage Left and 3 located on the fly over stage left 2 - 3 Phase 400 Amp Service located Up Stage Right

The house lighting control board is a Light Palette '90. It can easily interface with other controls. Contact the Performing Arts Complex Management for specific instructions on interfacing options. 

SPOTBOOTH: 
Located in the Balcony 125 feet from the stage. There are four (4) Gladiator II Spotlights in the booth. 

SOUND SYSTEM: 
The Temple Hoyne Buell Theatre has a permanently installed sound system based around three (3) speaker clusters. The four-way system is controlled by a custom 32 channel Ramsa mixing console. This state of the art system was designed to accommodate a variety of performance styles. From orchestral concerts to pop musical performances, this sound system, in conjunction with excellent acoustics, has the flexibility and power to handle any job. Also, a motorized soft banner system allows for the ability to create a variety of acoustic qualities. Further information about the Buell sound system may be found at the end of this section.

System Wiring
The Buell Theatre has extensive patching capabilities. There are 27 different patching locations including 4-tie lines, 4-intercom channels, microphone ties (each panel has a different number of lines) and speaker tie lines with Neutrik NL-4 connectors.

Stage Managers office has a built-in bundle with 2-video lines and 3-audio lines. These lines terminate downstage right.

Spot booth ties consist of 4-intercom lines, 2-mic lines and 2-line ties. These lines can terminate almost anywhere
