	Budget 
	Budget: 

- Ordinance funding through 2009

- 2010 – funded without change in the Ordinance 

- BMO has told Regi that CPCC is still in budget 

- Stayed under budget – but have carry over.  

Reviewed Funding request from Mental Health Committee to bridge funding for MHCD while Colorado Health Foundation (CHF) funds are being sought.  CHF  has supported MHCD Court to Community ACT services for the past 3 yrs.  They are changing direction in funding strategies.  MHCD and Regi met with CHF. They said to submit for renewed funding but the process will not be complete until Sept.   MH committee feels strongly that the Court to Community program is working and is asking the Commission to provide bridge funds that will allow MHCD to continue ACT services March 1 – Aug 31st.  Amount of request is $96,563.  Program has a $2.50 return on investment for every dollar spent.     Important to intervene in persons plight.  John Parvensky fielded questions regarding ACT billing and the budget.  ACT provides housing and treatment through IDDT (integrated substance abuse and MH) services and integrated in a housing first approach.    Vote was to approve for funding.

Bill explained the process of how CPCC and Denver Road Home names were presented and selected.  Some Commissioners raised concerns about CPPC ability to accept funds and the “celebration” of a new jail.  Appreciation was shown for the “spirit” of being selected.  A question was raised regarding any vendors at the Gala that may be a issue? Bill will make sure we are listed as a beneficiary not a sponsor. 

Options: Decline  -  designate or direct:    

- Denver Road home uses United Way to as funding conduit so is in a different position as they have a history of using fundraising. 

Next steps:  

- Regi will work with Denver’s Road Home to provide services for programmatic costs.  

- David will talk to Mayor’s Office about process and expectations 
Summary Report was provided. Regi is making changes to be sure agencies are recognized properly for all the work they have done, mostly on their “own dime” – such as the City Attorney.  Recommend each Committee review. Regi will make sure edits are done.  Update on RGD and beef up financial section and create a future funding document.
