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In order to dispute a parking citation for Handicap Parking Only (54 – 485, Code 19)
in writing you must submit:

· A copy of your blue or red disability parking placard.

· A copy of the registration for your blue or red disability parking placard.

· A letter indicating the citation number and describing your dispute of the citation.

If you have a disability license plate please submit:

· A copy of your vehicle registration indicating you have a disability license plate.

· A letter indicating the citation number and describing your dispute of the citation.

I recommend that you retain copies of all materials submitted. If you need assistance in getting a duplicate registration for your parking placard please contact Dale Coski at 720-913-8482, and she can assist.

Mail the above to:  Parking Violations Bureau, P.O. Box 46500, Denver, CO  80201-6500.  Please submit the documents within the 20 days allowed for payment of the citation, or your fine can be doubled. If you have had no response within 10-15 business days of submission please contact the Parking Violations Bureau at 1-866-280-9988.

Submitting these documents does not necessarily waive or dismiss the citation.
You can dispute the citation in person by going to the Wellington Webb Building at 201 W. Colfax Ave., 1st floor between 8:00 AM and 4:30 PM, Monday-Friday, holidays excepted.  Please bring the above required documents if you choose to appear in person.
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
