	I.
	Welcome and Call to Order
	The chair, Ms. Ellen Dumm, called the meeting to order at 5:40 p.m.

	
	
	

	II.
	Approval of Minutes
	Ms. Dumm asked for a motion to approve the May 5, 2009 minutes.  Ms. Toornman made a motion to approve the May 5, 2009 minutes and Ms. Null seconded the motion.  Motion passed 5 – 0.  
	
	
	

	III.
	Report from Board of Environmental Health (BEH) Meeting
	High Priority Executive Summary - Ms. Dumm noted that the BEH appreciated the summary of the recommendations of high priority items provided by the committee.  She said the Board asked for a brief summary of medium and low priorities with an explanation of why those priorities are less critical and the reasons for not doing those items as cited in the HSUS report.  The Board expressed concern that HSUS would want to know why those recommendations won’t be done.  Mr. Kelley acknowledged Ms. Dumm for the excellent presentation to the Board.    
Summary of Medium and Low Priorities – Mr. Charbonneau said the HSUS audit contains 116 medium/low priorities and noted that 50% of the high priority items are completed.  He remarked that 80 – 90% of the “done’s” were easily high priorities, which got attention first.  

Mr. Charbonneau said that he would send only the medium and low priorities to the contact person after each work group determines the contact person for that group.        
	
	
	Mr. Charbonneau will sort out the medium and low priorities so that the task force can give reasons why these are less critical and the reasons these recommendations won’t be done.
Ms. Dumm asked everyone to look at the list of medium and low priorities and to place their initials next to the item listed. 
ACC to sort out “done’s” and the “not do’s.”  Mr. Charbonneau will then meet with Mr. Kelley and Mr. Boldoe at the WEWOB to manage the information.    

	IV.
	Director’s Update 
	· Volunteer Manual and Animal Feeding Policy - Mr. Kelley distributed copies of the draft Denver Animal Care & Control (DACC) Volunteer Orientation Manual and the revised Animal Feeding Policy and Procedure.  He commented that some content from the Dumb Friends League (DFL) volunteer manual has been incorporated into the DACC Volunteer Manual.  Mr. Kelley noted that the volunteers have not seen the draft yet.  Ms. Dumm asked Mr. Kelley to send the feeding protocol to the committee for review.  Ms. Toornman asked that the protocol be sent electronically so that members can mark changes.  
· Animal Arts – Mr. Kelley said he expects the new shelter to be completed in 2010 with the grand opening scheduled for the first quarter of 2011.  
· 2010 Budget – Mr. Kelley reported on ACC’s proposed 2010 budget submission and revenue enhancement proposals.  He mentioned that the shelter logo and marketing are part of the bond project. 
· Proposed Civil Penalties and Fees and Fines – Mr. Kelley noted that the ordinance will be presented at Mayor Council on June 16th.  He said the plan is to implement the civil penalty process by September 1st and that the cashiering piece will come to ACC.  Mr. Kelley remarked that fines can be paid by mailing payment to the shelter or people can pay in person at the shelter.

· Vaccination/Licensing – Mr. Kelley spoke about the Canadian licensing and fee programs and Canada’s successes in dog and cat licensing compliance.      
· Aggressive Animal Ordinance/Responsible Pit Bull Ownership Exception - He said the exemption would allow limited Pit Bull ownership as long as strict requirements and ownership stipulations are met.  The ordinance was mentioned to City Council when DEH staff met with Council members regarding fees and the civil penalty process.  The department wants to take a look at options going forward.  Mr. Kelley commented that the department was advised to wait until September to bring the aggressive animal ordinance forward but with the recent Pit Bull ruling this might be a good time to go forward with the ordinance.  
Ms. Dumm suggested the department bring the ordinance to this committee for input.  Mr. Kelley mentioned that Boston and Chicago are examples of cities that allow Pit Bull ownership with stipulations.  
· Capture Poles – Discussion took place in response to an inquiry from Mr. Kelley.  
· Training – Mr. Kelly provided an update on AHA training classes scheduled for September, October, and December, “People Care” training to be provided by the Denver Dumb Friends League, and sending officers to the Colorado Association of Animal Control Officers.  
· Vaccination Ordinance – Mr. Kelley said he wants to strengthen the vaccination ordinance to allow ACO to sell pet licenses in the parks.  Dr. Reeder spoke about fundraising efforts by Table Mountain shelter to obtain revenue for its new shelter.  

Mr. Kelley noted increased numbers of pet licenses bolsters vaccinations and would be an opportunity for ACC to step forward to increase revenue and to operate “in the black.”  He emphasized that a pet license is a ticket home for lost and found animals adding that licensing supports animal health and public health.          
	
	
	Mr. Kelley asked that the committee provide feedback on the feeding protocol within one week.  He would like to have the protocol approved at the next meeting.

She thanked Mr. Kelley and Ms. Diane Milholin, the DMAS shelter manager, for coordinating pickup and distribution.  Ms. Nielson mentioned that a coordination plan will be developed for the next delivery.
