Progress on projects you’ve requested

It isn’t always easy to see the city getting things done, but over the next year, there ought to be plenty of evidence.


By the end of April, look for a new Traffic Feedback Sign heading southbound on Lowell Boulevard near Dartmouth.  By flashing motorists’ speeds more drivers may avoid citations in that high-ticket area.


Good news for those weary of the construction on Federal Boulevard.  By May or June the work should finally be finishing up.


Thankfully, though, it’ll be starting elsewhere, with drainage upgrades getting underway on Mexico Avenue between Irving and Tennyson streets.  Long overdue repairs to the Sanderson Gulch drainage should provide real relief for pedestrians and motorists.  The storm inlet improvements will be installed on Mexico at Stuart, Newton and Mabry streets and Michigan Way.


Make sure to take note of progress on the playground at Bear Creek Park.  Kids of all ages ought to be smiling when the park finally is elevated to the regional status it deserves.  Community members and kids at Sabin Elementary can see their ideas come to life when the renovations around the famous Sombrero are completed in early summer of next year.


Over at Johnson, Force and Dennison elementaries, new flashing beacons will be going in to help slow traffic and keep our kids safe.  Those schools are among 32 getting the beacons. Installation at the three schools will be in 2009. Gust Elementary will get its beacon in 2010.


But beacons aren’t the only lights motorists need to keep an eye on. Photo red light is coming to Denver at four intersections, possibly more later if the program is deemed successful.  For now, the electronic eyes will be peering at traffic at Sixth and Lincoln, Eighth and Spear, Sixth and Kalamath, and 36th and Quebec.


The fines will be hefty - $75 – so stay alert.
