Mountain Park Picnic Permitting Opens on February 13, 2008

DENVER – Planning the next perfect ski trip? On your way to the mountains or coming back, be sure to swing by one of 11 mountain parks to plan your summer picnic outings too, as Mountain Park permitting opens on February 13, 2008. 

Picnic permits are issued for any private gathering at 11 Denver Mountain Park designated picnic sites.  Site capacities vary from 35 to 300 people.  A picnic permit is required for groups of 25 or more, which reserves the picnic site for the permit holder’s exclusive use.  Prices start at $45 and vary according to party size and location. Several of the permitted picnic sites include shelters. 

In addition to the 11 permitted picnic sites, Denver Mountain Parks offers eight free, first come - first served picnic sites for groups of 25 or less. 

The Parks and Recreation Permit Office is located at 201 W. Colfax Avenue, 2nd Floor.  Hours of operation are Monday-Friday, 8:00 a.m. – 5:00 p.m., excluding government holidays.  For more information, visit http://www.Denvergov.org/permitting  or call City Services at 3-1-1.
