“Smart” Parking Meters

Denver Public Works is piloting a new “smart” meter program in downtown and Cherry Creek North.  To make parking more convenient, the new meters will accept Visa and MasterCard credit and debit cards, as well as nickels, dimes, quarters and dollar coins.  These meters are solar powered and wireless.  They will send alerts to Public Works if a meter is jammed, near coin capacity or has a low battery.  

You can find these meters in a ten block area downtown on one side of the street only.  If you prefer the more traditional meter, you can park on the other side of the street.  In Cherry Creek North, they have been installed on Detroit Street between 2nd and 3rd.  Essential to the pilot is your feedback.
