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Police Impersonators

Denver Police want the community to be aware of robbery that took place on January 18, 2008, at approximately 12:45 a.m., in the 7600 block of E. Napa Place, a 72 year old man was sleeping when he was awakened by a knock at his front door. A White Male claiming to be a police officer, and wearing a black or blue vest with “POLICE” on it, told the victim that he had a search warrant for the home. The victim let the suspect into his home. The suspect was followed by two other white male suspects wearing ski masks. The victim was forced to lie down on the floor, where he was tied up. The suspects ransacked the victim’s house, taking money.  

The Denver Police Department offers the following tips when some one claiming to be a Police Officer comes to you home or office.
· Ask them if you can call their dispatch center or headquarters to confirm before you let them in. 
· If you are uncertain if the person is a police officer, respectfully ask them to call for a uniformed officer. 
· Ask to see not just a badge, but a photo ID card and a commission card (NEVER take a business card as ID). Real cops will not mind this. 
 
· Ask them what they need to see you about. 
· BE POLITE but firm; if you suspect something is not right, call 911 immediately.
