Reminder: Street Sweeping Begins April 1st!  

Citywide seasonal street sweeping begins on Thursday, April 1, 2010 - Denver’s residential streets are swept once a month between the hours of 8 am and 5 pm from April through November.  Street sweeping schedule signs are posted so you can tell at a glance which day is sweeping day on your block.  Please note, neighborhoods with little on-street parking demand do not have these signs.
STREET SWEEPING TICKETS HAVE DOUBLED!

All street sweeping signs are posted as tow away zones, and per Denver ordinance, the fine for parking in a tow away zone is $50.  Tickets issued in the past for street sweeping violations were categorized as $25 violations.  Denver Public Works Communications Office will begin distributing public messaging on street sweeping next week and will include verbiage on the $50 ticket amount. 
For People who Live between Logan & Clarkson, 11th to Colfax…..

With the opening of the city’s street-sweeping program for the season, people who live or park in The Unsinkables neighborhood (Logan to Clarkson, 11th to Colfax) are going to get a reminder with pamphlets being placed on vehicles in the area and the posting of additional, temporary “no parking” signs on some blocks.  The actual street-cleaning will be on Thursday and Friday, March 31 and April 1 for the east-west avenues in the area (11th-14th) and continue with the streets on Tuesday and Wednesday, April 5 & 6 (Logan, Pennsylvania, Pearl, Washington & Clarkson), per the city’s pre-existing street-sweeping signs.  Vehicles which aren’t voluntarily moved on the appropriate days as indicated by the signs will be ticketed and/or towed out of the way for the duration of the cleaning.  They will be returned as close to their original locations as soon as possible.  Call 303-564-7759 for information about the neighborhood group or the special street-cleaning effort.

Meet all the Candidates and Watch Forums in April

With Denver’s Municipal Election fast approaching and the ballot set, Denver Decides, a community partnership for accessible and transparent election is announcing its lineup of neighborhood based candidate events. Beginning Tuesday, March 22, 2011, the member groups of Denver Decides have public events scheduled that put candidates face-to-face in forums around the city. Each program in the community series will be recorded by the City of Denver’s Municipal Access TV Station, Denver 8 TV, and shown on the channel up until Election Day.

The public is invited to attend and inform their own votes as they will have an opportunity hear directly from the candidates at these events. Every four years Denver elects all City Officers including Mayor, Clerk, Auditor and all 13 City Council members, two of whom hold citywide seats.  This election features open contests for Denver’s Mayor, Clerk, the two At-Large Council seats and three City Council Districts. The Auditor and three other Council incumbents face challengers, while five current councilpersons are running unopposed. 

The Denver Decides partnership furthers its access to candidates by sponsoring free TV time for all candidates. Each candidate was given the opportunity to record an unedited campaign message directly addressing Denver voters. These will be two-minute introductory speeches are assembled together within their respective races and will also be shown on Denver 8 TV beginning in April.

On July 4, the Cheesman Park roads will be reopened at 3 pm to allow vehicular access to those that like to watch fireworks from the park.

Information about Dogs in Parks

With warmer weather approaching and the anticipated increased use of Denver Parks, the Denver Police Department and the Denver Animal Control, wish to provide a comfortable, safe and legal environment for dog owners using the park.  


Important City of Denver (Revised Municipal Code) ordinances regarding dogs are summarized below:
· DRMC 8-16: Leash Law. Dogs must be controlled through the use of a leash. Fines currently range from $80 to $300, depending on the number of times cited.

· DRMC 8-47: Disposition of Excrement: Excrement should be immediately removed. Fines currently range from $150 to $500, depending on number of times cited.

· DRMC 8-32: Rabies vaccination required: Current vaccination with proof of vaccination. Fines currently range from $100 to $500, depending on number of times cited.

· DRMC 8-61: License required: City of Denver dog license required. Fines currently range from $75 to $200, depending on number of times cited. 

· DRMC 8-70-71: Spaying and neutering: Spaying and neutering required with an intact dog registration exemption. Fines currently range from $250 to $999, depending on number of times cited. 

· DRMC 8-55: Pit Bull prohibited. Mandatory court appearance. Dog impounded immediately.

The ordinances above are some but not all ordinances that may apply. Detailed information and exact language regarding these as well as other ordinances can be found in the Denver Revised Municipal code at the www.denvergov.org website. 

The City of Denver currently has eight Dog Parks throughout the City. The Dog Park at E. Colfax Ave and Josephine St is approximately five blocks from Cheesman Park. Dog Parks, of course have different rules than do City parks. The intent of the Dog Parks is to provide a place for dogs to be off- leash. All the ordinances above pertain to the Dog Park except the dog being on leash. Additional rules unique to the Dog Park exist, including no one younger than 12 years of age is allowed within the Dog Park. Overnight Parking in Downtown Denver Unveiled

In response to requests from area businesses and residents, Denver Public Works, Denver City Council, DDP and the Parking Magistrate’s Office collaborated to make this long-awaited on-street parking option a reality, the implementation of overnight parking in Denver’s Central Business District

Thanks to the new Smart Meters and a revised street sweeping schedule, businesses, residents and visitors will have the opportunity to park overnight in Downtown Denver. The new street sweeping schedule will allow drivers to park on one side of the street from 2:00 A.M to 8:00 A.M. on Mondays, Tuesdays, Wednesdays and Thursdays while the street is swept on the other side. Drivers will be allowed to park on both sides of the street on Thursday, Friday and Saturday nights into the following morning.  As a reminder to drivers, the day is considered to begin at midnight (12:00 A.M.).
Denver Public Works Traffic Engineering Services has begun installing new overhead street signs and new stickers on the nearly 3,000 parking meters included in the program to inform drivers which side of the street is available for overnight parking. The replacement of street signs and parking meter stickers will begin at 17th and Wynkoop, with crews working their way southeast through the Central Business District area until the work is complete around July 2011. Areas without meters will maintain the 2:00 A.M. to 6:00 A.M. street sweeping restriction seven days per week.

Drivers are encouraged to pay extra attention to overhead street signs and meter stickers to understand which side of the street is available for overnight parking.  Parking rates and time limits will be clearly posted on the meters and drivers will need to pay attention to these postings to understand their parking options and restrictions.  

Downtown Overnight Parking Details:

· 6:00 A.M. – 8:00 A.M. meter parking is allowed and will continue to be free 

· 8:00 A.M. – 10:00 P.M., vehicles must be moved 100’ after posted time limits (two hours in most cases) 

· 10:00 P.M. – 8:00 A.M., the posted two-hour parking time restrictions end at 10:00 P.M., allowing vehicles to park in one space without moving their vehicle (maximum of $6 for the 10-hour overnight period with the two hour free period between 6:00 A.M. – 8:00 A.M. included). 

Parking Rates:

· Meters will automatically calculate the parking fee for the period of time desired. 

· 6:00 A.M. – 8:00 A.M., meter parking is allowed and will continue to be free 

· 8:00 A.M. – 2:00 A.M. parking will be $1.00 per hour 

· 2:00 A.M. – 6:00 A.M. will be $0.50 per hour (previously vehicles were ticketed and potentially towed for parking during these hours) 

· Metered parking from 12:00 A.M. to 11:59 P.M. on Sundays and posted holidays will continue to be free. However, drivers will need to pay for parking beginning at 12:00 A.M. Monday or the day after the free holiday.

Congress Park Tennis Players Rejoice!

Denver Parks and Recreation has announced that along with other courts in Denver, the Congress Park Tennis courts will get a makeover this spring. Renovation of all the Congress tennis courts is scheduled to start May 1st and conclude in late June. This includes repaving and resurfacing courts 1-5 (including the basketball court between courts 2 and 3), converting court 5 to a Quickstart teaching court (read on for definition) and painting new lines on court 6 that incorporate teaching for 10-12 year olds on the only court that is oriented east/west. Courts 6, 7, and 8 will be resurfaced with new paint and lines.  On court 6, the added lines for youth play will not interfere with adult play, but will enhance the teaching of 10-12 year olds. The new lines will be a different shade of the court surface color.
 

Quickstart Tennis is a new approach the USTA is taking for teaching kids 10 and under to play (and love) tennis. It involves lower nets on smaller courts, shorter racquets hitting slower moving balls. It's a chance for kids to learn real tennis and have real fun doing it. Quickstart follows almost every other youth sport and uses racquets, balls and courts that are sized right for kids so that they enjoy the game right from the start.


There are many ways to get your kids involved in a 10 and Under Tennis program. By clicking on the Parents link at usta.com, you can find valuable tips and information in the USTA Parents' Guide, learn about Community Programs near you, find organizers and facilities teaching 10 and Under Tennis, find programs and leagues - even information on becoming a coach yourself.  Denver's Park & Recreation Department will program the Quickstart courts for youth instruction as soon as the courts are completed, probably starting in early July. 

The basic philosophy behind 10 and Under Tennis, using the QuickStart Tennis play format, is for kids to have fun learning and playing tennis. Besides being introduced to the sport through tennis programs, there are three ways for kids to get into and enjoy the game.

* The first is spontaneous play. This can be as simple as hitting off a wall outside, and practicing hand-eye coordination and getting a feel for the ball and racquet. Courts can be set up at home in driveways or backyards - no different than the way kids play catch or shoot baskets.

* Second is some kind of supervised play with parents or organizers getting a group of young players at local courts just as they would any other youth sport.

* Lastly, is structured play within an organized 10 and Under Tennis program.  The P&R summer Recreation Tennis Program will include instruction for this age group.

The common theme with each of these types of play? Play!!! Get kids playing with the right racquets and low compression balls, and let them have fun. Visit http://10andundertennis.com/parents.htm for more information.

Now is the Time to Prune Street Trees
Pruning young trees to shape their growth to better suit our city environment is an important task.  Surprising to some, winter is the best time to prune street trees.  Winter pruning saves the tree from expending energy putting leaves on branches that are later removed and results in a vigorous burst of growth in the spring.

Pruning is important to produce a tree that does not have branches too low to the ground.  Remember, limbs do NOT move upward as a tree grows in height! A small branch 5 feet off the ground will, if not pruned, eventually become a big branch causing trouble for pedestrians and cars.  Pruning is also important for the health of the tree.

For some guidance in tree pruning visit the National Arbor Day Foundation website’s Tree Pruning Guide.
