Capitol Hill Safety Update


Capitol Hill residents and visitors should note the Police Department press release below. On Monday August 1, I was thoroughly briefed by District 6 Commander Tony Lopez who had just come from a police strategy meeting to address this series of crimes through criminal investigation and prevention activities. Please heed the safety tips below and if you are unfortunately a victim of these crimes, please call 9-1-1 as soon as possible. The arrests that occurred last week resulted from such a call. I am willing to talk to citizens further, of course, when I am at Caffé Sanora this Thursday.

From the Denver Police Department:
Denver Police want the community to be aware of a recent series of Aggravated Street Robberies occurring over the past month in the Capitol Hill area and the south part of downtown. The suspects are targeting White or Hispanic males, traveling on foot between the hours of 10:00p.m.- 3:00a.m. The suspects have been described as a group of four to ten black males and females in their late teens or early twenties, and in some cases carrying baseball bats.

Denver Police have been conducting various special operations to address these crimes. Police have arrested seven suspects in the past week involved in three separate incidents.

The most recent incident occurred July 28, 2011, at about 11:30p.m., in the 1400 block alleyway between Humboldt and Lafayette Streets. In that incident, a group of eight to ten black males assaulted and robbed three white males.

Denver Police, along with conducting special operations, have alerted the Taxies on Patrol participants to be on the alert to these types of incidents and to contact Denver Police if they see anything suspicious.  

We are asking for the community to be ever vigilant in looking out for each other. If you see anyone being harassed or assaulted call 911.

You can text to CRIMES (274637) then title DMCS and enter your message or send an e-mail to metro-denvercrimestoppers.com. If the information you provide leads to the arrest and charging of a wanted individual, you can receive a cash reward up to $2,000. 

Below is a list of safety tips while walking: 

1. Be aware of your surroundings. 
1. Walk only on busy, well-lighted streets, even if it makes the trip a little longer. 
1. Avoid shortcuts through parking lots, alleys or parks. 
1. If you feel you are being followed, cross the street or begin walking in a different direction. Walk toward lighted, more populated areas. 
1. If a vehicle is following you, turn and run in the opposite direction. The driver will have to turn around before continuing to follow you, buying you time to make it to safety.

[bookmark: panehandeling]Panhandling, Homelessness and Sex Offenders in the News

While District 10 is often in the news highlighting positive events in the District, this past month has seen some negative news related to homelessness. As you know, since early 2004, the City of Denver has engaged in the attempt to end homelessness and improve quality of life for residents. Several constituents have contacted me about the sex offender reported living out of his car in Cherry Creek East.  I want to assure constituents that the District 6 police, Denver’s Road Home, the City Attorney’s office, State Representatives Beth McCann and Lois Court, and I have been in discussion on any further legislative, enforcement, or service actions that can be undertaken.

Residents are concerned that sex offenders should not be allowed to live in their motor vehicles near schools or playgrounds.   All District 10 constituents should know that registered sex offenders do live in District 10.  A complete registry is available at  http://www.denvergov.org/redirect_404/tabid/367615/tabid/392258/Default.aspx              
Homeless Outreach workers and the police are attempting to reach out to the registrant living from his car in Cherry Creek East.

Here’s some information about the current state of regulations and law:
· At this time, registration requirements for sex offenders are entirely regulated by state law, not city law, and the applicable statutes are somewhat vague on how specifically a homeless sex offender may or may not be able to identify a particular residence address for registration purposes.  The registration requirement for homeless people has been controversial for years, particularly when you consider that men are released all the time from department of corrections facilities throughout the state with no place to go (i.e. no home).  
· Further, sex offenders are not eligible for Section 8 vouchers pursuant to HUD regulations.  
· State statute was amended a few years ago to allow homeless shelters to be used as a “residence” address for registration purposes , and the state law was also amended to allow a motor home to be used as a residence “address.”  Some homeless shelters are unable to receive registered offenders (due to proximity to schools, parks, or bylaws in their nonprofit statute).  Of the few shelters that are able to receive registered offenders, community agreement quotas restrict the number of offenders allowed to register there.  Most shelters do not offer daytime care, so the homeless are on the street during the day.  
· The state does not regulate the proximity of a sex offender to a school or park.  A bill to this effect was introduced in the Colorado general assembly a few years ago, but was defeated.  A few Colorado cities (e.g. Greenwood Village) have adopted location restrictions.  The conventional wisdom is that, from a policy and legal perspective, it would probably be better to regulate location restrictions at the state level, but some cities have taken it upon themselves.  

The other incident involved a person seen panhandling, “seemingly homeless,” who robbed  a store by threatening attendants with a needle that was reportedly contaminated with HIV at 6th and Grant.  The police and homeless outreach workers are also involved in working with the store owner and tracking the individual.  Not all panhandlers are homeless and not all homeless are dangerous, but these recent incidents are serious.  

In my first term, I passed an ordinance making it illegal to step into the street to collect money while panhandling and to panhandle from a median in the street.  If you see panhandlers who are doing so or frequently do so, please report the location on the non-emergency police line at 303-720-2000.

On a more positive note, District 6 Police have been awarded a Department of Justice grant for dealing with the drug problems in Civic Center Park.  Hopefully by addressing the source, sellers, and solicitors of drugs in this area we can stem the spread of related crimes to other areas.   On the other hand, sometimes the problems just move.  Again, please remember to report all suspicious activity and unfamiliar individuals or conduct in your neighborhood by calling the non-emergency police number: 720-913-2000.

Cheesman Bond Construction Update:
· Nearly all of the contractor’s work is done (final touches to Franklin Street closure and pedestrian entry gates still to come.  Park Maintenance Staff is committed to solving problems with drainage in the NE corner, mulching around pines trees, and tree replacement behind the Pavilion.
· The crossing change at Williams St. with the addition of a sidewalk, handicapped ramps, and a countdown light is complete.
· The walls at 10th and 11th on the west have been complete.  There is an area along the path at each of the walls that still needs to be graded due to the steep slope. 
· Irrigation Work – The irrigation system has been completed in the main park as well as in the esplanade (aka “Little Cheesman”). The crews have compacted the trenches and installed nozzles to each of the heads.
· Trails – All of the planned trails are complete. Most recently the walk on the north side of 9th on the west side of the park making a trail connection from the sidewalk to the crusher fines trail. 

Reminder: Cheesman Park “First Sunday in the Park” Auto-Free Day: August 7th.  (There are two more “Auto-Free Days” left this season, Sunday August 7 and Sunday September 4. Cheesman Park roads will be closed from 5:00 am to 6:00 pm to enhance the pedestrian and biking experience in the park. I encourage you, your family, and friends to come and enjoy a safe, peaceful day in the park.

It has come to my office’s attention that there are little known parking rules that people continue to be ticketed for.
 
1) You must park behind the parking meter-
Sec. 54-513. - Manner of parking. A vehicle shall be parked wholly within the parking metered space for which the parking meter shows a parking privilege has been granted. Every vehicle parked in a parking metered space shall be parked with the appropriate end of such vehicle immediately opposite the parking meter for such space and in such a manner that the parking meter shall be visible from the street side of the vehicle. (Code 1950, §§ 527.3-1, 527.3-3; Ord. No. 224-95, § 3, 3-27-95)

2) Distance from the alley- 
Sec. 54-458. - Generally. 
It shall be unlawful for any person to stop or allow a vehicle to stand except when necessary to avoid conflict with other traffic, or in compliance with law or the directions of a police officer or traffic-control device in any of the following places: 
· On a sidewalk or sidewalk area. Low-power scooters and electric personal assistive mobility devices are exempt from this subsection as long as the parked low-power scooter or "EPAMD" does not impede the normal and reasonable flow of pedestrian traffic;
· Within five (5) feet of, or in front of an alley or a public or private driveway;
· Within an intersection;
· Within ten (10) feet of a fire hydrant;
· On a crosswalk; 
· Within twenty (20) feet of a crosswalk or stop sign at an intersection; 
· Within thirty (30) feet upon the approach to any flashing beacon or traffic-control signal located at the side of a roadway; 
· Within fifty (50) feet of the nearest rail of a railroad crossing;
· Within twenty (20) feet of the driveway entrance to any fire station, and on the side of a street opposite the entrance to any fire station within seventy-five (75) feet of the entrance when properly posted with signs or other markings; 
· Along side or opposite any street excavation or obstruction when the same would obstruct other traffic;
 (Code 1950, § 519.1; Ord. No. 325-07, § 2, 7-9-07; Ord. No. 686-09, § 10, 11-23-09) State law reference— Similar provisions, C.R.S. 1973, 42-4-1104.

3) Distance from the curb-
Sec. 54-435. - Standing or parking close to curb. No person shall stand or park a vehicle, except a motorcycle, low-power scooter or electric assisted bicycle, in a roadway other than parallel with the edge of the roadway headed in the direction of lawful traffic movement in which such vehicle could proceed if it were to move forward, and with the curb side wheels of the vehicle in the roadway within eighteen
Code 1950, § 518.1; Ord. No. 54, § 1, 1-28-80; Ord. No. 559-07, § 2, 10-8-07; Ord. No. 686-09, § 9, 11-23-09) State law reference— Parking at curb or edge of roadway, C.R.S. 1973, 42-4-1105.

And Public Works continues to do work to improve Denver streets so always be aware of any special signage for a specific project that prohibits parking.   

Our office continues to advocate for kinder, gentler parking enforcement sensitive to the high parking demands on Capitol Hill and to retail sales tax revenue in Cherry Creek, but the above parking regulations apply and you can receive a ticket for them.

[bookmark: petfines]Increase in Fines for Not Licensing Your Pet

The Board of Environmental Health approved the increase in licensing fines after a public hearing at their BEH meeting on July 14, 2011. These fines are imposed on people who are caught with un-licensed pets. The new fines, expected to be implemented on January 1, 2012, will be:
            1st Violation       $250     (increased from $75)
            2nd Violation      $500     (increased from $100)
            3rd Violation       $750     (increased from $200)

Before the Board decided to raise the fines, the City took several steps to make sure it was easy to get a pet license.  Pet licenses are now available online, through the mail, as well as in-person at the shelter.  A one-year pet license is included if you adopt your pet from the Denver Animal Shelter.   A one-year license costs $15 and a three year license costs ($40).  An ordinance to offer a lifetime pet license (for the life of the pet, not the owner!) for $150 was on first reading at Council this week, and I anticipate passage next week.

All interested parties are welcome to attend the Board of Environmental Health’s public rule-making hearing. This public rule-making hearing to consider Rules and Regulations Governing Food Producing Animals Article II of the Charter of the City and County of Denver and in Section 8-91, Denver Revised Municipal Code.  These rules will add specific requirements to the legislation Council passed in July, allowing 6 chicken or 6 ducks and two goats, if you have enough property in the backyard, without the need for approval from the zoning administrator and property posting.   Before the passage of this legislation, there were 2 licenses for food-producing animals in District 10 – one in Bellevue-Hale and one in Capitol Hill.  Since passage, 2 more licenses have been approved – another one in Capitol Hill and one on Milwaukee.  

The rule-setting hearing will be held at the at the meeting of the Board of Environmental Health (BEH) at 5:30 p.m. on Thursday, August 11, 2011 at 200 W. 14th Avenue, 2nd floor, Grand Mesa conference room.  Any change to meeting location will be posted prior to the meeting on the BEH website (www.denvergov.org/health-environment).  

Please notify BEH online at BEH@denvergov.org  of your intent to speak at the public hearing no later than Tuesday, August 9, 2011 and/or submit comments in writing to BEH@denvergov.org by August 9, 2011.
