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Don’t Forget to Vote in the Upcoming August 12th Primary Election 

The primary election will be held on Tuesday, August 12th, 2008.  There are three ways that you can cast your vote: 1) by mail, if you have requested a mail-in ballot; 2) Early voting location available Monday, August 4th to Friday, August 8th; or 3) at your polling location on Tuesday, August 12th.  

The purpose of a primary election is to nominate candidates from the political parties for various national, statewide, and legislative offices. There are two Denver ballot issues on this year’s primary ballot:  Initiated Ordinance 100 placed on the ballot by a citizen committee, and Referred Question 1A, placed on the ballot by Denver City Council.  There will be no “blue book” or other informational pamphlet mailed to voters by the Denver Elections Division because neither ballot issue has been deemed to affect taxes or revenues.  However, the League of Women Voters of Denver has posted a nonbiased information discussion of these two issues available by clicking here. 
Initiated Question 100 – An ordinance requiring that a motor vehicle operated by an unlicensed driver be impounded and that releasing such vehicle shall require that the owner post a two-thousand five-hundred dollar bond to insure that no unlicensed driver operates such vehicle for a period of one year. They would also pay a one hundred dollar impoundment fee. 
Referred Question 1A – A charter change referred to the voters by the Denver City Council.  The change would remove the requirement that City Council place all citizen initiatives with the legally required signatures on the ballot.  The change would automatically place these initiatives on the ballot.
Early Voting

Denver residents who want the convenience of voting in person before the August 12 Primary Election will have more than double the number of early voting locations compared to 2006.  At these locations, people will cast paper ballots, and there will be electronic voting machines available for use by voters with disabilities if they choose to use them.  The early voting sites will be distributed around the city and most offer ample parking.  Early voting will take place beginning Monday, August 4 to Friday, August 8, 2008.  The Denver Elections Division will offer extended early voting hours at its new headquarters at 3888 East Mexico Avenue from 8 am to 7 pm on those dates.  Thirteen other early voting locations will be open from 11 am to 7 pm.  The locations in and closest to District 10 are the Wellington Webb Building, 201 West Colfax Avenue and Christ Church United Methodist Church, 690 Colorado Blvd.
Voting by Mail

Denver voters will see an improved, easy to read ballot layout along with clear instructions on how to properly fill out the ballot.  Voters should make sure to follow the instructions on how to connect the broken arrow to the candidate or issue of their choice.  Ten percent of the mail ballots from the November 2007 election were improperly marked with check marks, circles and other marks that could not be counted by electronic ballot counters, and contributed to a delayed vote count.  The return postage for Denver’s mail-in ballots is 59 cents, and is clearly marked in the box on the return envelope where postage stamps are placed. There is a security tab on the return envelope that will conceal the voter’s signature so it is not visible while the ballot is in the mail. This has been designed in response to increasing concerns in general about identity theft and the privacy of signatures.  Voters who choose to drop their ballots off in person can bring them to the Elections Division at 3888 E. Mexico Ave. between the hours of 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. Monday through Friday. 

If you have not received a mail ballot and would like one, please try the following: 

1. Call the Elections Division at (720) 913-VOTE (8683); OR

2. Complete a form to receive a mail ballot (mail ballots are only provided to voters who make a request in writing for them);

a. If you have not completed a form, you may do so by obtaining a mail ballot request form at www.denvervotes.org  --The last day to request a mail ballot via postal service for the Primary Election was August 5th.  The last day to request a mail ballot in person for the Primary Election is August 8th. In the later instance, the voter will have to obtain the mail ballot from the Elections Division located at 3888 E. Mexico Avenue.

3. If you have completed a mail ballot request form and still have not received a ballot, please contact the Elections Division.  Please note, ballots are forwarded at different intervals depending on the date and time the request for the mail ballot was submitted to the Elections Division.

The last auto-free day this summer is Sunday, August 17.  Cheesman Park trails and roads will be available to walkers, joggers, cyclists, rollerbladers, and picnickers.  Cheesman Park roads will be closed at 5 am opening again around 4:30 pm for the evening performances.  The day will conclude with a performance by the Denver Municipal Band at 6:30 pm with special guests the Isle of Mull Bagpipers and Dancers.  Before the Denver Municipal Band performance we will be treated by a performance by the Colorado Honors Band.  I encourage you, your family and friends to come and enjoy a safe, peaceful day in the park and stay around for the exciting Band performances.

Park Updates for Cheesman, Congress and Medians

I have been receiving a number of calls from concerned constituents about the state of Denver’s parks and medians.  I am also concerned and in mid-July I wrote a letter to the Mayor expressing the importance of Denver’s Parks and the need for heightened attention to their maintenance.  Denver Parks and Recreation conducted site visits indicating that the vast majority of Denver’s 300+ parks are in generally good condition with irrigation systems delivering adequate water.  However, significant irrigation and maintenance related issues exist within approximately 10-12 key parks and a number of medians throughout the City.  The Parks and Recreation Department is currently working with on-call contractors, the Public Works Department, volunteers, and jail crews to address specific issues within select parks and medians.  In general, once brown dormant grass begins receiving adequate water, it will green within 2-3 weeks.
Cheesman Park
· Brown dormant grass exists throughout park in areas not adequately covered by irrigation.

· Staff failed to identify for several days, multiple valves that had been turned off by unknown parties, during a stretch of several hot days in June.

· New irrigation system, funded through the Better Denver Bond, will begin design in 2008 and construction will be completed in 2009.

· Current irrigation system is approximately 60% efficient and does not provide adequate water coverage when there is a lack of rain.

· 21 valves where identified as damaged in June.  20 of 21 damaged valves have been repaired as of July 21st. 

· Horticulturalists from the Parks greenhouse and two seasonal employees have been re-assigned to maintain the flower beds twice a week.  Recent site visits show noticeable improvements as of July 18th.

· Watering has been increased to the maximum of system capacity.

Congress Park
· Brown dormant grass exists throughout park in areas not adequately covered by irrigation.

· Water pressure and irrigation coverage problems continue to exist.

· New irrigation pump has been installed and is adjusted it to suit watering needs.

· Irrigation crew has changed out all the sprinkler heads on the athletic fields on the west side of the park.

· Irrigation controllers have been reprogrammed to provide better efficiency of water delivery.

Median Update:

Speer Blvd

· On-call contractor has been hired to assist with maintenance through the summer.

· Irrigation improvements are currently under way and additional design in progress. Construction could commence as early as this fall 2008 and will be a Better Denver Bond project. 

· The scope of work will be to replace sprinklers and valves from Lawrence St. to Downing St. Park staff is currently maintaining the existing system until the irrigation project is complete, to keep existing plant material healthy.

Colfax to Broadway

· Focusing on greening the area and keeping it mowed and trimmed.

· Staff has been focusing their efforts on this section and making routine repairs. A contractor may be utilized for additional irrigation maintenance support. 

· Contractor out troubleshooting problem areas in the irrigation system. 

6th Ave to Downing 

· Heavy vandalism has occurred in this area including; valves shut off, wires removed, and sprinklers vandalized.

· Focusing on greening the area and keeping it mowed and trimmed.

· Staff is currently repairing and replacing components and may get additional assistance from a contractor for irrigation maintenance. Work should be complete by the first week in August 2008.

· Reaching out to Human Services Outreach Worker to minimize additional damage to irrigation system in this area by the homeless.
Water Usage Update
· To date, Denver has received 3.26 inches of precipitation since January which is 6.29 inches less than the 30-year average of 10.55 inches. Denver is on pace to have one of its driest years on record.

· Denver Park staff continues to follow Denver Water guidelines (no watering between 10 a.m. and 6 p.m.).

· The 2008 budget for water in Parks & Recreation is $3.1 million, a 19% increase over 2007.  Increased budget was based on anticipated higher water rates and increased park acreage. 

· Denver Park’s water bill for May 5th-July 5th was $360,000 higher than billing for the same period in 2007.  Water usage in 2008 will almost certainly exceed the planned water budget which was based on a normal precipitation year.  However, Parks staff has not been directed to “underwater” parks to stay within budget.

Denver Economic Development Loan Spurs Creation of New Golden Triangle Specialty Grocer: Tony’s Market

The Denver Office of Economic Development (OED) has approved a loan commitment to finance a portion of the costs associated with the opening of a new specialty foods business in Downtown Denver. Tony’s Market, the successful local chain of gourmet food markets located in the south metro area, will open its fourth and largest location at 950 Broadway in early 2009.
The new store will occupy approximately 15,000 square feet on the first floor of 950 Broadway. The specialty foods retailer will offer local produce, a large deli, European-style bakery, and a huge selection of meats and seafood most of which is prepared in-house. The location will include a 4,500 square-foot bistro that seats approximately 80 people.

The loan is offered through the City’s Revolving Loan Fund (RLF) program, which enhances the ability of business owners to secure the necessary capital to finance start-up ventures or business expansion projects. The gap financing program works by lending up to 25 percent of project costs, thereby inducing banks to provide the bulk of the financing for small businesses. In addition to filling the financial gap, the RLF program helps stimulate job creation and revitalize downtown and surrounding central neighborhoods.  The City invests approximately $5 million annually in its small business development loans.

Request for Information (RFI) Issued for Civic Center’s McNichols Building

Following the decision of the Colorado Historical Society not to relocate to Civic Center Park with a reduced building size proposed by Mayor Hickenlooper and myself, the Parks Department, Mayor Hickenlooper, District 10’s resident and former Councilwoman-at-Large Susan Barnes-Gelt and I worked to put forward a Request for Information (RFI) for a public or private partner to redevelop the landmark McNichols Building located on the northwest corner.  Almost uniformly, public input has supported the restoration and reuse of this former Carnegie Library.
The RFI, issued on Friday, August 1, 2008, is the first step in the process to select a redevelopment partner for McNichols Building.  If responses to the RFI are promising, it is the City’s intent to follow the RFI with a second step, consisting of a more focused and detailed Request for Proposals including detailed plans and a financial prospectus.  Submittals will be available for public display in November after the solicitation period ends on October 31, 2008.
The 2005 Civic Center Park Master Plan determined that one of the keys to activating Civic Center as a lively and engaging civic space is by restoring the McNichols building as a public facility.  New uses, compatible with Civic Center, would allow for greater public access and bring about more activity to the park on a regular basis.   New uses including public restrooms, a restaurant or café, retail space, cultural facilities - such as a museum, theater, or exhibition uses, were identified as desirable potential uses.

City officials pledged that any partnership would be consistent with the vision of Civic Center and would complement the architectural integrity and cultural dignity of the park and its surroundings.  Any reuse of the 28,000 square feet building must respect the basic interior and exterior elements of the building, including the major historic interior spaces, while restoring the building space to maximize its use. The Civic Center Design Guidelines currently underway would be adopted and approved before any changes to the building exterior would be considered and evaluated. The final redevelopment plan and license/lease agreement would be subject to approval by the City’s Denver’s City Council.
The neo-classical building was originally Denver’s City Library, funded like many across the country at the time by Andrew Carnegie.  Its construction was completed in 1909.  When the library moved out in 1956, city offices moved in.   The office uses that are currently in the building will be moved into other city facilities within the Civic Center District.

200% Increase in Usage at Denver Rec Centers and Pools this Summer
If the first month of free recreation is any indication, Denver youth are delighted to have a place to go this summer.  Since Denver Parks & Recreation announced on May 29, 2008 that it would offer free access to its recreation centers and pools throughout the summer, centers have seen a combined 200 percent increase in use.  Denver swimming pools have experienced a 54 percent increase in use over 2007 during the first month of free swimming.  28,800 youth visited the swimming pools during the month of June 2007, compared to 44,420 in June 2008. 

 

To ensure a safe and enjoyable experience at the recreation centers, recreation center directors have been closely monitoring usage, adding activities and increasing staff where necessary.  The aquatics department has hired 18 additional lifeguards to accommodate the increased usage of the swimming pools.

Civic Center Design Guidelines Released
 
Denver Parks and Recreation released a preliminary draft of Design Guidelines for Civic Center on June 26.  The guidelines were created based on the 2006 Civic Center master Plan, other previous studies, and citizen input at numerous public meetings held over the last three years.  Now with the bond funding approved by Denver voters, Civic Center has $9.5 million to restore the Greek Theater, Voorhies Memorial, Broadway groves, park walkways and balustrades.

Road Closures on September 1, 2008 for Aetna Park to Park 10 Miler
The 2nd Annual Aetna Park to Park 10 Miler is taking place on Labor Day, Monday, September 1, 2008 starting at 7:00 am.  This 10 mile course will start in City Park, wind its way to Cheesman Park, Alamo Placita Park, and then finish in Washington Park.     

As with many other races, this event will have an impact on the surrounding community.  All of the affected roads will be reopened in increments as the race passes.  All of the roads will be reopened by 9:00 am.  The organization has reached out to neighborhood associations and volunteers will be distributing door hangtags to homes along the route to inform them of the upcoming race a few weeks prior.  Here are the streets that will be affected in District 10:
· Beginning in City Park, runners will head south on Esplanade.  At the end of the Esplanade, runners will veer east to cross Colfax Ave. at Elizabeth St.
· On Elizabeth Street Runners head south to 11th Ave.
· On 11th Ave. Runners head west to Josephine Street.  
· At Josephine Street, Runners will veer south and continue west on 11th Ave. to Cheesman Park.  Along this portion of 11th Ave. Runners will have access to the westbound side of the street.
· Once in Cheesman Runners will turn north on the interior road to loop the park.  
· In the southeast corner of Cheesman Park, Runners will exit the park at 9th Ave. and head east to Gaylord Street.
· On Gaylord Street Runners head south to 8th Ave.
· On 8th Ave Runners head west along the southernmost lane to Emerson Street.
· On Emerson Street Runners head south to 3rd Ave.
· On 3rd Ave. Runners head east to Downing Street.
· On Downing Street Runners head south to Bayaud Street.

City Council Meetings and News
City Council meets every Monday at 5:30 at the City and County building (14th and Bannock St., 4th Floor, Room 451).  However, City Council will not be meeting on Monday, September 1 in recognition of the Labor Day Holiday.  Sign up for the speaker’s list starts at 5:30pm.  The hearings take place after first reading and the exact time depends on where the bill is listed on the agenda.  Here are some public hearings that may be of interest to constituents in District 10:

· Final Consideration of C.B. 344 - Monday, August 11, 2008.  Changes the zoning of the 0.14 acre parcel at 100 S. Garfield from R-1 to PUD for a duplex.

· Final Consideration of C.B. 346 – Monday, August 11, 2008.  Adds definition for “political signs” and “noncommercial signs,” eliminates the restrictions on the number of political signs displayed on a property and eliminates restrictions on the length of time political signs may be displayed, per court rulings, and reduces the allowed area of political signs from 8 to 5 square feet.  

· Final Consideration of C.B. 374 – Monday, August 11, 2008.  Approves a bill to amend Chapter 38, Article 1 of the Revised Municipal Code that would prohibit smoking on the public right-of way (including sidewalks, tree lawns and alleys) adjoining hospitals and other hospital-owned properties or properties leased by any hospital, up to the closest flow line.  Flow line means the face or base of a curb and gutter, and if no curb or gutter, the edge of the pavement.
