Parks & Recreation’s New Rules for Building Lines around Parkways

Denver Parks and Recreation has recently released a copy of the Interim Rules & Regulations Governing Building Line Restrictions around Parkways.  These rules will be first presented and discussed at the February 8th Parks and Recreation Advisory Board Meeting (PRAB).  Then a public hearing will be held at the March 8th PRAB meeting and provide a 45-day comment period for feedback.

This first set of rules and regulations doesn’t cover all parkway issues, but they will help to address our most critical needs for development review, including the following:

· Definition of structures, including fences, walls, and other architectural features

· Allowable encroachments into the Parkway Setback

· How to address parkway setback issues for existing non-conforming buildings

· Required submittals and review process

· Appeals

I think that I shall never see a poem lovely as a tree…
Denver’s tree canopy is one of the key amenities in our neighborhoods.  In 2001, the City Council passed an ordinance to protect trees in the front setback in R-0, R-1, R-2 and R-2B districts.  In some cases, trees have been removed prior to the request for a demolition permit as an effort to get around the requirement to protect existing trees.  Consequently, the City Forester has been studying changes to the ordinance.

On February 6th, proposed changes to the tree ordinance will be presented at Public Amenities Committee, the most significant of which include:

· requiring a permit for the removal of trees between the curb and the front of a house in all residential zones (currently, trees are protected only in R-0, R-1, R-2 and R-2B districts)

· requiring a tree protection plan prior to any construction activity valued over 50% of the assessed value of the property as well as prior to demolition in any of the residential zones 
· providing protection for historic or landmark trees anywhere on the property 

· allowing healthy trees to be felled in the event that a disease or insect needs to be isolated to prevent the spread to a larger area
This is the beginning of a public discussion that residents, property owners, and developers need to have to ensure that our tree canopy is protected and that regulations are clear and easy to follow.
Denver City Council Explores Main Street Zoning and

No, you are not having deja-vu!  Denver City Council established Main Street zoning in 2006 to encourage a strong mix of housing, office and commercial uses along East Colfax Avenue between Grant and Sherman Streets east to Colorado Blvd.  Now, the Denver City Council is exploring whether Main Street zoning should be extended to the remainder of the West and East Colfax Avenue corridors.  Main Street zoning requires that buildings move to the street and have front doors and windows facing the street.  Main Street zoning also has different parking requirements to encourage development and create a pedestrian environment.  Please attend one of these meetings to learn more and to discuss the desired form of buildings in various locations along Colfax.
