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Quick Reminders – Meetings Tonight
 
While I wrote about streetscape and pedestrian improvements along Colfax from Grant to St Paul in January’s e-Talk, here’s one last, quick reminder about the East Colfax Avenue 2007 Bond Fund meeting today, Wednesday, February 4 from 5:30 – 7:30 pm at Church in the City, Angel’s Den, 1530 Josephine.  Please join us to discuss urban design options and how the project can provide pedestrian enhancements that would most capitalize on public investment. 

Also tonight and right next door, the Recreation Center Task Force will present their Draft Recommendations in the East High School Cafeteria, on Wednesday, February 4 from 7:00 – 8:30 pm.  The recommendations are posted the Denver Parks and Recreation website at www.denvergov.org/parksandrec.  A three-tiered system of rec centers is proposed, including:
· Regional centers with focused amenities (i.e. indoor aquatics, state of the art fitness area, gym), open seven days a week. 

· Local facilities, open five - six days a week. 

· Neighborhood facilities, open five days a week with focus on youth programs. 
Please note, this meeting is not about a Central Denver Recreation Center, which we hope will be a regional center.

And hey after the meetings, why not just walk across the street and enjoy food, drink, or shopping at the Lowenstein Complex!
Metro Wastewater Cherry Creek Rehabilitation Project on University, Speer, and 1st
The Metro Wastewater Reclamation District (the wastewater treatment agency for metropolitan Denver) has a continuous program for the inspection and rehabilitation of its interceptor sewers.  This program is intended to identify and repair sewers before there is a catastrophic failure occurs.  The Metro District Board of Directors has contracted with Spiniello Companies for rehabilitation work on various sections of the interceptors in need of repair running along Cherry Creek starting near the Cherry Creek Mall & University and traveling west down 1st Avenue and Speer to Wewatta Street.  This project will be in early March and move down the route throughout the summer months.    

Metro uses methods that allow repair to these pipes in the ground rather than excavating large areas.  

In order to make the repairs to the existing pipe, it is necessary to access those pipes and re-route the wastewater around the pipe sections that are being repaired.  The process starts by inserting a pipe into the interceptor upstream of the location of the actual rehabilitation work to bypass pump wastewater around the section.  The bypass pipe will be laid along the side of Cherry Creek, but will be buried in those areas where it impacts streets or the bike path.  Once the wastewater has been diverted to the bypass pipe, the walls of the interceptor are cleaned and a camera is inserted so that the crew can view the entire surface of the pipe for any specific problems that need attention.  After this review is complete, a flexible liner is inserted, which becomes the new interior surface of the interceptor.  The bypass pipe is then removed, surrounding areas repaired, and the crew moves to another location.  The entire process takes approximately six to eight weeks for lengths of 10 to 15 blocks. 

Because of the close proximity of the interceptor to University Boulevard, First Avenue, and Speer Boulevard, traffic in the area will be affected.  Metro is working with Denver to ensure that all commuters are aware of any lane closures, alternate routes, and contact information for questions.  The lane closures are necessary to access the facilities and ensure the safety of the workers as well as commuters.  In addition, flyers will be distributed to the neighboring properties in advance of work in an area with contact information for questions.  The Metro District will make every effort to work efficiently and minimize disruption to traffic and the surrounding areas during this period of time.

Increased Enforcement on Dogs Off Leash Expected in Cheesman Park
In response to citizen input about wear and tear to park turf and dog, Animal Control and the Denver Park Rangers will be re-deploying some folks to add increased enforcement of the city’s leash laws in the coming months.  All across the city, park turf is showing wear in areas where dogs play off-leash.  So, heads up to dogs and folks in Cheesman or Congress Parks!  

To increase education about what is and is not allowed regarding dogs in the park (and because the weather is getting nice), I plan to be walking through the parks speaking with constituents and will be handing out doggie bags to pick up pet waste.  Hope to speak with you!  

Coyotes in the City
 

While we’re talking about animals and open space, believe it or not, my office is starting to get calls about coyotes in Denver.  Caitlin Quander in my office will be posting a summary of the issues on my website in the next few days.

While Council District 10 is not yet experiencing a serious problem with coyotes, several other Council districts in Denver are.  The Colorado Division of Wildlife is hosting a Coyote Symposium focusing on human coyote conflicts on February 11 at the Jefferson County Fairgrounds.  To reserve a spot call 303-293-6530.

Denver City Council to Consider Allowing “Sandwich Board” Signs
Denver City Council members Chris Nevitt, Rick Garcia, and Carla Madison are working with the Public Works Department to alter the City’s rules that effectively ban “sandwich board” style signs on city sidewalks.  In these tough economic times, small businesses in particular view this sign format as a cost-effective way both to attract passers-by to their individual businesses as well as to enliven the streetscape of their commercial areas in general. 
Last fall, City Council and the Denver Office of Economic Development launched the new Neighborhood Marketplace Initiative, designed to support small businesses in selected business districts.  The proposal to allow sandwich board signs is directly aligned with the goals of that Initiative: to improve the marketing and awareness of the City’s smaller business districts.   At the same time, each district has its own character and some may have an overall signage plan or design review.  Thus, I worked with the Cherry Creek North Business Improvement District to be sure that BIDs who choose to do so can be exempted from the ordinance.

The proposed ordinance would regulate the size, location, and anchoring of the signs and requires a permit and fee for placing them in the right-of-way.  It will be discussed at the Neighborhood, Community and Business Revitalization committee on Tuesday, February 10 at 1:30 pm.  I would encourage you to tune in live on channel 8 or watch it online. Engines Off! Denver Anti-Idling Program

Did you know that idling for just 1 minute produces as much carbon monoxide as smoking 3 packs of cigarettes?  Did you know that in the Denver metro region idling is responsible for 40,000 tons of air pollution a year and over 400,000 tons of greenhouse gas emissions annually?  Denver has kicked off a new Engines Off Campaign to try to combat this problem and educate the public.  

For cars with fuel injection (almost all vehicles built since the late 1980s) idling for even 10 seconds uses more fuel than restarting the engine, and it is only necessary to warm the engine up for 30 seconds on cold days.  For this reason, Ford Motor Company recommends drivers “turn the engine off when stopped for more than 30 seconds to save fuel and reduce exhaust emissions.” Plus, “frequent restarting has little impact on components that include the battery and starter motor.”  Shutting off your engine when not in traffic rather than idling will save fuel, fight climate change, and help keep our air clean.
Not only is idling bad for your car, and bad for our air quality, it’s also against the City and County of Denver Municipal Code (Chapter 4, Section 4-43).  This limits idling to 5 minutes per hour with exceptions for cold temperatures (less than 20 degrees Fahrenheit), emergency equipment and auxiliary power equipment.  Persons reported for violating this ordinance will be sent a letter informing them of the ordinance and potential penalties.  If the situation is excessive or repetitive an inspector will investigate.  To report a violation, call 3-1-1 and ask to speak with Environmental Health.  Last year, hundreds of people had their vehicles’ stolen while they were left running unattended.      

The program was initially piloted at the Colorado Convention Center with charter buses and the barriers identified were lack of knowledge of the idling ordinance, forgetting to turn off the engine, lack of enforcement and customer service inspections.  In response, new signs were posted alerting drivers to the law, letters were sent announcing the project, and outreach with the Convention Center security guards and general services occurred.  The program resulted in a drop from 81% of buses idling to only 45% of buses idling.  Of the 45% still idling, 31% were doing so for less than 5 minutes.

Now the program is being piloted to enhance clean air around the schools.  3 schools are part of the pilot: Swansea in DPS, Mitchell in JeffCo, and Ryan in Boulder.  As a baseline, observations found that 34% of cars at these schools were idling each day.  At these schools, they have met with parent focus groups, posted warning signs, and sent out a letter to parents from the principal.  

In 2009, the program plans to finish their work with the piloted schools and increase outreach to the general public through registered neighborhood organizations, the Denver Police Department and various public events.  When they presented this program at the Greenprint Denver Committee on January 20, I also emphasized the importance in partnering with RTD to decrease bus idling. LEAP May Help Some Denver Households Impacted by the Economic Downturn
The Low-income Energy Assistance Program, more commonly called LEAP, continues to see a rise in the number of applications it has received this season in Denver, which may be attributed to the economic downtown.

 

The good news is LEAP can provide relief for some people affected by the current economic situation who need help paying their heating bill if they qualify.  Some people might not have qualified two months ago, but now their financial situation has changed, since LEAP partially bases eligibility off monthly income, they are seeing some people that didn't qualify a few weeks ago now become eligible.  For instance, a person or a member of a household that was recently laid off may be eligible for LEAP if the household monthly income falls within the specified guidelines.  Even people collecting unemployment benefits may qualify if their monthly income falls within the limits.  Additionally, people can re-apply who had previously been denied due to income eligibility if their income or household status has changed.

  

To be eligible for the program, a person needs to be a U.S citizen or legal resident, pay heat costs to an energy company or as part of rent, and meet income guidelines of up to 185 percent of the Federal Poverty Level, which, for example, a household of three, monthly income before taxes must be less than or equal to $2,714.

Bond Projects in District 10 Construction Updates

As the weather gets warmer, I am hearing more and more about upcoming construction in District 10.  Between regular maintenance and rehabilitation and projects funded by the 2007 Denver bond we should stay busy this summer!  While I know construction can be a headache, please remember that each of these projects is creating more jobs for Denver citizens and improving our economy.  

13th Avenue from York to Colorado

Beginning in mid-October, Denver and Premier Paving began asphalt and concrete improvements on 13th Avenue from York to Colorado.  These much needed improvements were made possible because of the November 2007 bond approved by Denver voters.  The work will continue for around 7 months with a planned completion in June 2009 with work being suspended periodically because of winter weather.  

If you have driven down this road in the last few years, I’m sure you noticed the large hump in the middle of the road with significant slopes down on either side to the curb.  This crown caused serious drainage and safety issues during bad weather.  As part of this project, the crown will be removed and a significant amount of curb and gutter concrete will be repaired and brought up to current standards.  

Construction ceased during the holidays, but they have started work again.  Concrete removal and curb and gutter replacement was completed on the north side of 13th Avenue and now the contractors will work back up 13th to remove and replace the curb and gutter on the south side of the street.  In March, April and May they will begin tearing up the pavement and replacing it a few blocks at a time doing the north side of the street first.  In June, there will be 1 or 2 days where 13th Avenue will be fully closed as the contractors do the final layer of paving and it hardens.  
If you live near this street, you have probably noticed the grated siphons that allow water from the gutter to flow into them.  However, once the water is in the siphons it sits there until it evaporates.  These siphons can be a health hazard because of standing water and this project includes significant drainage improvements to remedy this issue.  In total, 10 drop inlets have been redone and 6 siphons were removed.  Additionally, the storm sewer along 13th from Elizabeth to Columbine and from Jackson to Harrison is being replaced with much larger pipes.  The new pipe and appropriate elevations from Jackson to Harrison will allow the pipes to be connected to the storm sewer during a project to the north of this project that is anticipated in the next few years.  By planning ahead, Wastewater will not have to cut back into the new pavement on 13th Avenue.  I have previously heard concerns from neighbors about this area and water troubles during storms; hopefully these larger pipes will make a difference. 

New Crime Lab at 14th and Delaware

Bond funding allocated $39,330,000 for a new crime lab.  This money will be used to replace the existing crime lab with a new facility.  The contract for the architect and the project management team was presented at the Bond Implementation Committee on January 26.  The new lab will be constructed on the existing surface parking lot adjacent to the Pre-Arraignment Detention Facility and the Police Administration Building.  Input from nearby neighborhood organizations will be vital as this project progresses.
Civic Center Park Rehabilitation

 The total bond amount for improvements to historic Civic Center Park is $9,833,000.  The contract for the project management team was presented at Bond Implementation Committee on January 26.  The Civic center bond will complete restoration of the Greek Theatre, Voorhies Memorial, and Broadway Terrace, park walkways, and balustrades.  While the contract has gone out, the Civic Center Design Guidelines are still before the Landmark Preservation Commission and have not yet been approved as further work still remains to be done.  
Transit Alliance Citizens’ Academy Seeks Applicants
The Transit Alliance Citizens’ Academy brings together concerned citizens and community leaders to discuss the complexities of combining transportation and community development in the Metro Denver area.  The cornerstone of this unique program is that participants take their knowledge and put it into action.  Each session is interactive and participants spend a portion of each class designing a personal action plan that they can implement when they’ve completed the program.

198 Restaurants to Participate in Denver Restaurant Week’s 5th Year
A record-setting 198 restaurants will participate in the next Denver Restaurant Week (DRW), scheduled for February 21-27, 2009 - a 14 percent increase over the 174 that composed the 2008 culinary festival.  

Denver Restaurant Week, presented by Visit Denver, The Convention & Visitors Bureau and sponsored by the Denver Newspaper Agency, serves as the city's largest dining festival, attracting 160,000 diners in 2008.  DRW continues to add restaurant participants, offering consumers 62 restaurants participating for the first time in 2009, and the list keeps growing. 

During the week-long celebration of Denver's culinary scene, restaurants offer a multi-course dinner for the "mile high" fixed-price of $52.80 for two ($26.40 for one), not including tax and tip.  The event began in 2005 with just 84 restaurants and has now grown to be one of the largest restaurant weeks in the nation.

Denver Digs Trees Program Returns

The Park People – a local environmental nonprofit that advocates for Denver’s parks, recreation resources and urban forest – is gearing up for its annual tree distribution effort.  This tree distribution effort, aptly named Denver Digs Trees, provides Denver residents with very low cost trees for planting in the public right-of way.  

This year the Denver Digs Trees program will be offering ten different varieties of trees to interested Denver residents.  The 2009 Tree Roster includes Bur Oak, Corinthian Linden, Green Mountain Sugar Maple, Magyar Ginkgo Biloba, Regent Japanese Pagoda Tree, Turkish Filbert, Green Vase Zelkova, Kentucky Coffee Tree and two smaller ornamental varieties – the Winter King Hawthorn and the Summer Splendor Tatarian Maple.  The deadline for submitting an application for a street tree is March 16th, 2009.  Trees will be available for pickup at a distribution site on Saturday, April 18, 2009.   

On average, each tree costs The Park People over $100; thanks to program sponsorship, trees will be available to most Denver residents for just $25. Denver Office of Cultural Affairs’ Creative Enterprises Revolving Loan Fund Now Accepting Applications

The Denver Office of Cultural Affairs (DOCA), with its program partner the Denver Office of Economic Development, is now accepting applications for the Creative Enterprises Revolving Loan Fund (CERLF).  The CERLF offers creative enterprises in the City and County of Denver access to affordable and flexible business capital to increase income and build assets.  Creative enterprises are defined as non-profit organizations and for-profit businesses producing or selling fine art, photographic and graphic art, performance art, handcrafts, design and media. 

The CERLF is resuming after being temporarily suspended in September 2008.  The suspension was the result of a change in the operations of Micro Business Development Corporation, which had been contracted by the City to administer the program.  

Funded through Community Development Block Grant monies, the CERLF supports Denver’s creative economy with small amounts of capital provided at reasonable rates, combined with recommendations for business improvements, resulting in the strengthening and stimulation of the creative sector.  The CERLF may be used for business personal property, income-generating opportunities and some space refurbishment/remodeling.  The loan applicant must be a resident of or establish their business in the City and County of Denver.  Creative enterprises may apply for loans ranging from $5,000-$30,000.  Rates and terms vary depending on the loan amount.
