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Shea Open House Meetings for 9th and Colorado Development (formerly University of Colorado Health Sciences Center) 

Shea Neighbors and the Colorado Boulevard Healthcare District (CBHD) will co-host two open house meetings to present the current proposal for the 9th and Colorado Boulevard Development.  The first meeting will be held on Jan. 10, at National Jewish Hospital in the Molly Blank Conference Center.  The second meeting will be held on Jan. 23, at Hill Middle School, located at 451 Clermont St. Both meetings will start at 6 p.m.
The public is invited to attend these meetings to view the current redevelopment plan for the former University of Colorado Health Sciences Center (UCHSC) site. Shea representatives will unveil a slide show presentation detailing the development plans and provide background information that will be submitted to the City of Denver as part of a General Development Plan (GDP).  The proposal is currently going through an extensive City of Denver approval process.  This is not the complete, final plan and is not the last chance for public input.  At the open houses, Shea will detail the development plans, including the significant reuse of some of the existing structures on the site that will contribute to a vibrant new community.  Shea and the CBHD will facilitate a question and answer session after the slide show.    
Shea was chosen to be the master developer of the former UCHSC site in 2004 and since that time has been in negotiations with the state of Colorado.  During that time, Shea has undertaken a comprehensive planning process with City of Denver officials, neighborhood leaders and business stakeholders.  The CBHD is the community advisory committee for this project.  The District has representatives from each of the adjacent neighborhoods, hospitals and surrounding businesses.  The District serves in an advisory capacity, guiding the redevelopment project along with Shea.

What do you Think?:  Possible Changes to Landmark Preservation and 

Board of Adjustment Review Process
Times have changed since Denver enacted the Landmark Preservation Ordinance in 1967.  The Landmark Preservation Ordinance was updated in 2006 to require the review for potential historic value of all demolition permit applications for structures 30 years old or older.  Also included in the ordinance revision was the opportunity for property owners to apply for a “Certificate of Non-Historic.”  Once received, the certificate lasts for five years, thus allowing for demolition during that time.
Many District 10 residents live in Denver Landmark Districts.  The Landmark Preservation Commission (LPC) reviews proposed exterior changes.  Often in these older neighborhoods, an exterior addition requires review by the Board of Adjustment for Zoning Appeals because the new addition would violate the bulk plane, set back, or height restrictions in the zoning code.  A new proposed ordinance would allow the LPC to review both the design of the structure and the requested zoning variance.  I’ve advocated for this change since I have been in office.  It’s a step towards eliminating red tape and should save homeowners time and money.  Blueprint Denver committee discussed the proposal at its December 12 at 1:30 p.m. and it was held in committee. Tuesday’s collection will be picked up on Wednesday, Wednesday on Thursday, Thursday on Friday, and Friday on Saturday.

Recycling Christmas Trees
Denver Recycles' annual Treecycle program will be recycling thousands of Christmas trees into mulch again this holiday season.  Treecycle helps Denver avoid using landfill space and paying disposal fees for a valuable, recyclable resource -- Christmas trees.  Denver Recycles grinds the Christmas trees into valuable mulch, which is made available FREE to Denver residents in the spring.  In 2006, Treecycle recycled more than 22,000 trees, which were reclaimed by Denver residents at last spring’s Treecycle Mulch Giveaway and Leafdrop Compost Sale.  Residents may call 720-865-6810 after April 1st for more information about the 2008 Treecycle Mulch Giveaway and Leafdrop Compost Sale. 
All Denver residents who are customers of Denver's Solid Waste Management Division may participate.  To recycle your holiday tree, all decorations must be removed from the tree, including tinsel, ornaments, nails, stands and bags.  Flocked and artificial trees cannot be recycled.  The tree should then be placed out four feet from your garbage on your scheduled trash day.  If you have dumpster collection, please place the tree near the dumpster on Monday, January 7th by 7 a.m.  Please do not place the tree inside the garbage can or dumpster.  Common Denver Facts Not So Commonly Known
We have had a number of recent inquiries from constituents about these issues.  Here are some little known facts about the City of Denver and District 10:

· Number of Animals Permitted per Household 
· The Zoning Code regulates the number of dogs, cats, rabbits, pigeons, horses and bees that may be kept in Denver.  Denver residents may have no more than a total of 5 dogs and cats combined.  Every household is limited to a maximum of 3 dogs.  Every household is limited to a maximum of 5 cats.   Every household is limited to a maximum of 2 rabbits, 25 pigeons, and 2 horses on property of ½ acre or more.  
· To report violations call 3-1-1 for Animal Control. 
· Park Hours 
· While many people believe that city parks are open 24 hours a day, parks are actually open daily from 5:00 a.m. to 11:00 p.m. and are closed from 11:00 p.m. to 5:00 a.m.  If you are present in the park while the park is closed, the Denver Police Department may cite you for a violation.  
Living Green – Free Compact Fluorescent Light Bulbs Available 
Greenprint Denver has received a generous donation from Wal-Mart of 5,000 compact fluorescent light bulbs (CFLs)!  CFL light bulbs last 10 times longer than traditional light bulbs and use one-forth the energy.  If every house in the United States replaced even one light bulb to a CFL, we would reduce our carbon emissions by 90 million pounds, or the equivalent of taking 800,000 cars off the road.  CFLs shine brighter than incandescent bulbs, so you can buy lower wattage bulbs and still light up your room.  The CLFs have been distributed to various City Council offices.  
My office will be receiving 350 CFLs by January 10th.  Feel free to stop by my office after that date and pick a few up for your home!

City Adopts Green Standards for Affordable Housing 
The Denver Office of Economic Development recently adopted a series of sustainability standards for all City-supported affordable housing.  Beginning in January 2010, all affordable housing projects receiving City subsidies will meet the Enterprise Green Communities criteria.  Affordable housing developers are encouraged to build according to the standards during 2008 and 2009. The city’s adoption of the standards was announced earlier this week at the Energy Star Summit, in Denver.

Covering energy efficiency, water efficiency and indoor air quality, the Green Communities criteria is the first national framework for healthy, efficient, environmentally smart affordable homes.  The standards were developed by Enterprise Community Partners, Inc., and are aligned with the LEED (Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design) Green Building Rating System. 

Through the Denver Office of Economic Development, the City and County of Denver helps fund the construction of approximately 100 for-sale and 250 rental affordable housing units annually.  Subsidies are provided through federal funds received from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.  Affordable units are offered to individuals that meet the income requirements.  Units are deed restricted to ensure long-term affordability within the Denver market.
