Smart Meters Installed in Cherry Creek North
We often hear that the parking kiosks in Cherry Creek won’t take change.  Well, Denver Public Works Right Of Way Enforcement (ROWE) is willing to deal with change and is piloting new “smart” parking meters for the next six months in the downtown and Cherry Creek North areas in an effort to explore ways to make parking more convenient.  The new meters are solar powered, wireless and accept Visa and MasterCard credit and debit cards, as well as nickels, dimes, quarters and dollar coins.  The smart meters also communicate with the Public Works ROWE meter technicians by sending alerts when a meter is jammed, near coin capacity or has a low battery, creating a more nimble and effective department.  

On Wednesday, November 12, Denver Smart Meters went live across the Downtown area.  The meters were installed on ten blocks in the downtown area.  The meters were only installed on one side of the street to allow drivers to choose if they would like to pay at the smart meters or at the traditional coin only meter.  After the pilot period is complete, the smart meters will be evaluated based on common-sense factors including ease of use, efficiency, durability and reliability.  In mid-December the Smart Meters were installed in Cherry Creek North on Detroit Street between 2nd and 3rd.
Essential to the pilot is receiving feedback about the smart meters from the drivers using them. Tell us about your smart meter experience by taking a quick survey online at www.DenverMeter.com or receive a hard-copy of the survey by calling 311.  This is your chance to be part of the future of parking in Denver!  Input received from the survey will provide clear information about the public’s real life experience with the smart meters, which is fundamental when considering implementing a new parking option on a City-wide basis. 

The smart meters have a digital display screen, which allows ROWE to change the message according to the circumstances. For instance, the display may read “No Parking – Street Sweeping,” saving drivers a citation.  On Sundays and holidays when parking is free, the display may read “Free Parking Today” and the smart meter will reject payment.

Trash and Recycling Collection Schedules/ Parking Meter Free Day for 

New Year’s Day, Thursday, January 1, 2009
 

Denver trash collection and recycling services will operate on a one-day-delayed holiday schedule following New Year’s Day.  Thus, Thursday’s scheduled collections will be picked up on Friday and Friday’s collections will be picked up on Saturday. 
Denver parking meters will be free on New Year’s Day, Thursday, January 1, 2009.  Denver parking meters are free on all City-recognized holidays and on Sundays.

 
Recycle Your Christmas Tree This Holiday Season
 

Denver Recycles' annual Treecycle program will be recycling thousands of Christmas trees into mulch again this holiday season.  Treecycle helps Denver avoid using landfill space and paying disposal fees for a valuable, recyclable resource -- Christmas trees.  Last year, the Treecycle program diverted nearly 180 tons of organic matter from the city’s landfill after the winter holidays.  

For residents that use city services for garbage and recycling collection, collection is Jan. 5- 16, 2009.  Non-dumpster customers should place their tree near their regular pick-up location by 7 am on their scheduled day, at least four feet away from any containers, bags, dumpsters or other obstacles.  Dumpster customers should set their tree outside the dumpster and at least four feet away.  All decorations must be removed, including tinsel, ornaments, nails, stands and bags.  Artificial and flocked trees cannot be recycled.  If the tree has not been picked up by 3 pm on trash pick-up day during the week of Jan. 12 (or by 3 pm on Jan. 20 for dumpster customers) call 3-1-1.  

Denver Recycles grinds the Christmas trees into valuable mulch, which is made available free to Denver residents in the spring.  In 2006, Treecycle recycled more than 22,000 trees, which were reclaimed by Denver residents at last spring’s Treecycle Mulch Giveaway and Leafdrop Compost Sale. Time to Register your Neighborhood Organization Again
The Community Planning and Development Department has sent an email to the contact person for each registered neighborhood organization (RNO) alerting them that the annual notice of the requirement to re-register is no later than January 31, 2009.  In that email, each RNO was provided a unique link for their specific online re-registration.  
If an RNO fails to re-register, it will not receive notices of rezoning applications, liquor and cabaret license applications and a host of other important notices from many city departments.

RNOs may designate a secondary optional contact person to receive city notices, which recognizes the fact that sometimes contact persons are out of town, or their computers malfunction and they may fail to receive important notices.  Very few groups have yet designated secondary contacts.  RNOs should seriously consider taking advantage of this new option.

Recreation Task Force Draft Recommendations Presented
After 16 community meetings and reviewing the community's priorities for the recreation system, the Recreation Center Task Force is ready to present their Draft Recommendations at 5 Community meetings.  The Task Force members, facilitated by GreenPlay, LLC and the National Civic League, will present these recommendations and solicit feedback.  After all of the community meetings, the Task Force will reconvene to finalize and submit final recommendations to Kevin Patterson, Manager of the Parks and Recreation Department.  The closest meeting to District 10 will be held in the East High School Cafeteria, on Wednesday, February 4 from 7:00 – 8:30 pm. 
While these draft recommendations will set the long-range course for recreation facilities in Denver, these meetings will not directly discuss the proposed Central Denver Recreation Center location, or recreational offerings.

Digital TV Transition – What You Need to Know

Digital television promises a clearer viewing experience with higher definition pictures, more channels, and availability of additional spectrum for wireless communications and public safety purposes.  But many people and local governments are still seeing a snowy picture regarding how the conversion from the current analog television system to digital will work.  The transition, simply put, marks the end of television transmissions in an analog format and the beginning of digital-only signals across the United States.  
When does this all happen?  Currently a large percentage of TV stations broadcast in analog (standard definition), digital (standard definition) and HDTV (high definition).  The federal government has made a mandatory cutover date of February 17, 2009 when all stations (except low power) must broadcast in digital and HDTV only.

Digital TV does not necessarily mean HDTV.  The February 2009 deadline sets the date when broadcast channels stop sending analog signals and transmit digital only.  HDTV is an ultra-high quality television signal in a widescreen format, requiring a special television monitor to display the programming.  Digital broadcasting doesn’t necessarily need a special monitor; it can be seen on traditional television sets which most people currently have in their homes.

You DON’T have to throw away your current TV and buy a new one to receive TV signals after February 17 2009.  Every single TV in use today can get digital, as long as you have a new Digital-to-Analog (DTA) converter, or you subscribe to a cable or satellite TV service.  After the February deadline the cable and satellite TV industry will automatically convert any digital signal into analog for their customers.  Therefore, residents who have cable or satellite service can continue to use their existing TV sets. The major impact will be on people using an “over the air” antenna to watch TV.  Those residents will need to purchase a converter box to see TV after February 17th.  Converter boxes are currently available at Best Buy, Circuit City, Kmart, RadioShack, Sam’s Club, Sears, Target, and Wal-Mart and cost approximately $70 - $80.  Television owners can currently apply for a maximum of two federal government coupons, for $40 off each DTA converter.  Apply online now at www.dtv2009.gov ; call the 24-hour hotline at 1-888-DTV-2009; mail a coupon application to P.O. Box 2000, Portland OR 97208-2000; fax a coupon application to 1-877-DTV-4ME2.

Colfax Ave.  

The subject of the proposed rules and regulations is to provide the intent, standards, and guidelines for design review of projects located within Denver’s Civic Center.  All interested parties are invited to attend the Tuesday, January 6 public hearing and present oral and written comments.  The design guidelines are being considered for approval jointly and separately by the Department of Parks and Recreation.

A complete text of the proposed rules and regulations is on file with, and may be examined at, the administrative offices of each of the departments, as well as at the Office of the City Clerk and Recorder, located in the Wellington E. Webb Municipal Office Building, 201 West Colfax Avenue, Department 101, Denver, CO. Construction Updates
2nd to 3rd on Cook Street – Xcel Project
This work started the week of November 17th and was completed on December 28th.  Restoration of asphalt and landscaping as needed because of digging or damage caused by the construction will be completed as weather allows.
13th Avenue from York to Colorado

Beginning in mid-October, Denver and Premier Paving began asphalt and concrete improvements on 13th Avenue from York to Colorado.  These much needed improvements were made possible because of the November 2007 bond approved by Denver voters.  The work will continue for around 7 months with a planned completion in June 2009 with work being suspended periodically because of winter weather.  

If you have driven down this road in the last few years, I’m sure you noticed the large hump in the middle of the road with significant slopes down on either side to the curb.  This crown caused serious drainage and safety issues during bad weather.  As part of this project, the crown will be removed and a significant amount of curb and gutter concrete will be repaired and brought up to current standards.  If you live near this street, you have probably noticed the grated siphons that allow water from the gutter to flow into them.  However, once the water is in the siphons it sits there until it evaporates.  These siphons can be a health hazard because of standing water and this project includes significant drainage improvements to remedy this issue.  In total, 10 drop inlets will be redone and 6 siphons will be removed.  Additionally, the storm sewer along 13th from Elizabeth to Columbine and from Jackson to Harrison is being replaced with much larger pipes.  The new pipe and appropriate elevations from Jackson to Harrison will allow the pipes to be connected to the storm sewer during a project to the north of this project that is anticipated in the next few years.  By planning ahead, Wastewater will not have to cut back into the new pavement on 13th Avenue.  I have previously heard concerns from neighbors about this area and water troubles during storms; hopefully these larger pipes will make a difference.  As the work is completed, the asphalt will be replaced from curb to curb.  The project will, for the most part, be completed one half at a time (starting with the north side of 13th) which will cause some lane closures.  Work is planned to be completed on the north side in mid to late January and then work on the south side will begin.  
 
In January, construction will continue with one lane closed during the day for curb and gutter work.  There may be additional closures as Xcel and other utility contractors plan to coordinate their work with these street improvements.  There will be detour signs posted in many locations and drivers will be able to get back on 13th Ave. after Garfield.  The contractor apologized for any inconvenience that this may cause.  
 
As a reminder, please obey the “No Parking 7 am – 7 pm” signs when they are posted.  If you park in these areas, this delays the work because they must call a tow company to move your vehicle to the nearest block and often this takes a few hours.

Smart Cycling Certificate Program:  Traffic Skills 101
More and more citizens of Denver are taking to the streets to ride bicycles for fun, to work and for errands instead of their vehicles.  However, this increase in bicyclist also causes some safety concerns.  Bikers and drivers need to know basic traffic skills to provide the safest environment for all involved.  

I want to encourage you to attend Smart Cycling on January 7, 14, and 21 from 6 – 9 pm in the Webb Municipal Building at 201 West Colfax Ave, Room 4.I.5.  Smart Cycling is comprised of 4 hours of classroom instruction and 5 hours of bicycle instruction.  Participants completing the 9 hour course will receive a certificate from the League of American Bicyclists and BikeDenver.  The cost is $30.

Some of the topics that will be covered include:

· Traffic principles

· Colorado bicycle laws

· Practical aspects of vehicular cycling

· Safe roadway positioning

· Bicycle maintenance

· Emergency bicycling maneuvers

Participants must be 16 years of age (13 with parent) and must have headlight, taillight and helmet.  The course is designed for both novice and experienced cyclists. Sidewalk Snow Removal Policy Reminder
Denver requires that businesses and residential homes remove snow from adjacent sidewalks.  This includes the City when the City is the adjacent property owner, i.e. public office buildings such as the Webb building and the City & County building.  
After the snow stops falling, compliance is required within 4 hours for a business or commercial property and 24 hours for residential properties.  Remember that despite initial efforts to remove snow and ice from sidewalks, daytime temperatures often cause adjacent snow to partially melt, creating puddles on sidewalks that later freeze.  It may help to place common ice melts products, cat litter or sand on icy spots to provide traction.  This time limit can be modified by the Manager of Public Works to accommodate extreme situations.

January Citizen Emergency Response Training (CERT)
When a disaster hits, we can’t always depend on professional responders to be immediately available.  We would like to have the citizens of Denver trained to help within their own communities.  This 16-hour disaster preparedness and response training will include how to plan for a disaster and teach basic response skills such as fire safety, light search and rescue, team organization, and disaster medical operations.  At the completion of this training, participants are encouraged to support emergency response agencies by taking a more active role in emergency preparedness projects in our community.  This training is free and open to anyone, until the class fills at 40 participants.

Does it Drive you Crazy When Someone Parks in a Disabled Parking Place?
The Denver Office of Disability Rights is recruiting volunteers for the Disability Parking Enforcement Program (DPEP) in 2009. Currently, the DPEP program has six volunteers. These volunteers have done an exceptional job over the years at enforcing disabled parking in Denver. The current program has worked so well that the obvious next step is to increase the number of volunteers and provide them with incentives such as mileage reimbursement, hats & vests, and extensive training.  The Denver Office of Disability Rights is hoping to dramatically increase the number of volunteers to 5-20 by the end of 2009.
