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Reflecting on 2009 and Looking Ahead to 2010
The end of the year gives us a good opportunity to highlight some of the City’s many accomplishments in 2009 and to talk about where we are headed in 2010.  But first, I want to express my gratitude to the employees of Denver for their good work and commitment to the City.  I also want to thank the many constituents of District 10 who are so committed and involved in their communities – you make this City a better place!  
Some highlights of the past 12 months include: 

· 100 of the Better Denver Bond Projects approved by voters in 2007 completed.  Most of the rest are in design or under construction, and 283 of 288 projects are slated to be completed by the end of 2011 – earlier than expected.  The projects are putting more than $550 million into our local economy and creating much-needed jobs. 
· In December the City bought the site at Colfax and Josephine for a future Central Denver Recreation Center.

· Bond improvements to Cheesman Park irrigation have begun, and the Cheesman Park Advocacy held their first fundraiser which was highly successful.  

· With a great deal of heavy lifting by Community Planning and Development and support from throughout the City, we made significant progress in rewriting Denver’s antiquated, patch-worked, 53-year-old zoning code.  The new code promotes sustainability and guides investment and development in Denver that reflects our collective values as identified in the City’s Comprehensive Plan and Blueprint Denver. 
· Our Office of Economic Development helped successfully recruit three world-class companies (DaVita, SMA Solar Technology and Repower USA Corp.) to establish business operations in Denver. Each company is a leader in its respective industry.   
· Two new developments on First Avenue were approved - an office and retail project by First Bank and the Pauls Corporation at St. Paul Street and a mixed-use project by Bush Development, possibly with a hotel, on the east side of Steele Street.     

· Greenprint Denver worked with non-profits, government agencies and community green teams to connect residents to energy efficiency and weatherization services.  More than 1,500 households in 12 neighborhoods received support to reduce energy and water use, save money on utility bills and stay warm this winter. 
· District 10 and the Greenprint Office received a second grant from Waste Management for education on recycling in multi-family buildings and for locating a trial drop-off facility in District 10.
· The Colfax Streetcar Feasibility Study has held its first public workshop.

· The Clyfford Still Museum broke ground at 13th and Bannock next to the Hamilton Building of the Denver Art Museum.
Many of the successes in 2009 are providing the foundation for even more success in 2010.  My New Year’s resolutions include completing planning in cooperation with DPS for a Central Denver Recreation Center, the kickoff of restoration projects to the Voorhies Memorial and the Greek Amphitheatre in Civic Center, a collaborative and insightful public process for the update of the Cherry Creek Plan, a successful opening for the Denver Justice Center, breaking ground on redevelopment of Denver Union Station, and of course, passage of a new zoning code.  

While 2009 was a tough year, I hope it has strengthened us for facing the challenges of 2010 with optimism and charity.   What the Mayor said in his recent letter to city employees applies to all of us, “As we turn the corner into 2010, please remember to continue helping your friends and neighbors – whether by shoveling their sidewalk or helping someone find a job.  Our community is stronger when we watch out for one another.”
Changes to Large Item Pickup Trash Collection
The City is facing unprecedented budget challenges, and Public Works Solid Waste Management is not immune to making cuts in 2010.  The challenge has been to determine how best to reduce Denver’s budget expenditures while maintaining the highest possible level of service.

Here is the change that will be noticed by District 10 citizens starting in January:

· Large Item Pickup (LIP) collection service will be reduced from once every five weeks to once every nine weeks.  LIP includes items such as household furniture and mattresses and should only be set out for collection on your scheduled LIP week.  It is important that you follow the LIP schedule because additional personnel or equipment will not be available to respond to requests or complaints that are outside the current week’s LIP schedule.  Dumping items in your alley outside of your LIP schedule can create an eye sore, attract litter and rodents, increase illegal dumping and block access through your alley.  You may be issued a citation if your large items block the right-or-way.  

A “WasteWise” newsletter was mailed out in mid-December to Denver citizens that provided further information on this and also the change in overflow trash collection including maps and individual schedules.  This is an opportunity for Denver residents to recycle acceptable materials whenever possible.  Recycling helps save the City money, because it costs less to recycle than it does to landfill waste.  If your purple recycling bin is often overflowing, you can request another bin free of charge.  Just call 3-1-1 and wait around four weeks.  If you are not currently participating in the recycling program, visit Denver Recycles or call 3-1-1 to sign up for recycling services.  There is no charge for recycling service and it’s easy to participate.  
Check out the Denver Recycles’ online Recycling Directory for locations that reuse or recycle items, instead of disposing of them. 

Here are some ideas for recycling large items:

· Hold a garage or yard sale and make a little extra money off your unwanted items.
· List your large items on websites such as www.craigslist.com or www.freecycle.org as “for sale” or as “free if picked up.” Remember the saying, “One person’s trash is another person’s treasure.”
· Contact nonprofit organizations such as Goodwill, The Salvation Army or other charities to find out if they will accept your household items for donation.
· Organize a swap meet on your block or in your neighborhood. Swap meets are a great way to meet your neighbors.
Denver City Council Nearing Regulations for Medical Marijuana Dispensaries
After a couple of months of extensive debate, just last night the Denver City Council debated and approved publication of an ordinance regulating medical marijuana dispensaries (MMDs) within city limits in early January.  At City Council’s urging, the City began taxing medical marijuana as of December 1st.  Our proposed ordinance would further require that MMDs:

· Locate no less than a 1000 feet from schools, child care centers and other dispensaries (as of December 15);

· Limit certain felons from operating dispensaries;

· Bar onsite consumption of marijuana;

· Set hours of operation to between 7 am and 9 pm; and 

· Provide a security plan, including on-site cameras

A public hearing and final vote is set for City Council on January 11.  Read a draft copy of the proposed ordinance.  Working with the bill sponsor, Councilman Charlie Brown, my goal has been to get regulations in place as soon as possible.  The state legislature in its work this session needs to better define what a medical marijuana caregiver is, assure that people who obtain medical marijuana cards from the State Health Department have needs that legitimately necessitate marijuana use, and address where the caregivers obtain the marijuana.  Senator Chris Romer, who is also a District 10 resident, has been working closely with Council.  He’s open to your input and needs our support to get a bill passed.

Currently, there are just over 200 dispensaries that have obtained sales tax licenses with the City.  Nearly 200 others have applied but do not meet the spacing requirements that will be in our ordinance, assuming it passes.  Officials in the Excise and License Department are preparing for the new licensing requirements anticipating March 1st as the deadline for currently operating businesses to submit an application to obtain a dispensary license. 

In 2000, Colorado voters approved a constitutional amendment that legalized medical marijuana.  As State Health Department regulations and Federal policy about enforcement have changed this year, local and state officials have been forced to grapple with the rapid growth in the number of dispensaries and registered users.  New court rulings have also complicated the scene.  State health officials estimated that they would receive 23,000 applications for medical-marijuana cards in 2009, up from 4,720 in 2008. 
OpenAir Cinema in Civic Center and City Park Under Consideration by City Council
Councilman Rick Garcia and I have called for a courtesy public hearing on an ordinance approving a lease of the great lawn next to the McNichols Building in Civic Center Park to OpenAir Cinema.  By charter, Council is required to approve leases of public land over 30 days.  The hearing will be held on Tuesday, January 19, 2010 (City Council is meeting on Tuesday in observance of Martin Luther King Jr. Day) at 5:30 pm and a final vote will be taken. 

The Administration, the Department of Cultural Affairs, and the Parks and Recreation Department have been working to bring OpenAir Cinema to Civic Center as a complement to the inaugural Denver Biennial of the America, an international cultural event celebrating the power of ingenuity and imagination, that will be held in the McNichols building and at various venues in the City this July.  Taking place internationally for 20 years, the Open Air Cinema concept is new to the US, bringing a different type of outdoor cinema entertainment experience audiences.  US OpenAir proposes to host its first season in Civic Center Park this summer and the following 2 seasons in City Park.  If passed by City Council, this will be the first OpenAir Cinema in the United States.    

The 30-day outdoor film festival will be presented on a three-story high screen (note the screen will be flat to the ground during the day) with an average daily capacity at 1400 visitors.  Opening night is planned for July 14, 2010 with the cinema operating until August 12, 2010.  Set-up and take-down should each last for 10 days.  Ticket prices are set at $15 pre-sale and $20 at the gate.  The films, food and amenities will be tailored to local interests including short films by Denver Film Society with Biennial themes, classic films, documentaries & recent releases.  Food and drink will be served by local concessionaires partnering with OpenAir.  Because of our climate and strong downtown work force, OpenAir selected Denver as the launch city to coincide with the inaugural Denver Biennial of the Americas.  The setting with its tree-lined views of the State Capitol Building and architecture surrounding Civic Center was also a draw.  
This event marks a major change in Parks policy, as a 7-week park event that includes an admission-fee and operated by a for-profit entity.  The seven week lease sets a maximum attendance of 1800 per evening, and includes set-up and restoration time.  OpenAir Cinema will be allowed to sell temporary advertising and sponsorship rights and to install temporary signage as approved by the Manager of Parks.  OpenAir will agree to pay permits fees, a damage deposit, a restoration permit, seat tax, and a percentage of gross receipts to the City.  The contract also contains provisions to hold similar summer cinema events in City Park in 2011 and 2012.  I have asked that the seat tax and gross receipts be returned to the park in which the event is held in a special revenue fund, and the Mayor has enthusiastically agreed.  The Special Revenue Fund will be established by ordinance.

Councilwoman Robb Bringing New Fence Maintenance Ordinance
Recently, I have been hearing frustration from constituents regarding a discrepancy in Denver’s Municipal Code regarding the upkeep of fences.  My office always encourages constituents to call 3-1-1 and report violations to Neighborhood Inspections Services (NIS) if they have a neighbor that is not keeping up their property.  Unfortunately, when constituents were calling 3-1-1 about fences that were falling down, we learned that NIS and Building Inspections were not able to cite property owners.  So, to remedy this issue, I am bringing forward an ordinance on fence maintenance.

The City Council’s Blueprint Denver Committee will meet on Wednesday, January 13, 2010, and the agenda will include consideration of a proposed addition to the Denver Revised Municipal Code, Chapter 10, Buildings and Building Regulations.  Assuming that there are not issues that arise at committee, the ordinance will then proceed on to the full City Council for a vote.  

Here is a summary of what I’m proposing:

· Fences and walls shall be constructed of materials approved in the Denver Zoning Code and maintained in a structurally sound condition and in good repair.  
· Fences shall be free from loose or rotting materials and shall have braces and supports attached or fastened in accordance with common building practices.  
· A fence, fence post or wall more than four (4) feet in height cannot lean more than twelve (12) inches.  A fence, fence post or wall four (4) feet or less in height cannot lean more than six (6) inches.  
· Fences shall be maintained free of nails or screws with more than one sixteenth (1/16th) of an inch exposed.
· All damaged or missing portions of a fence shall be replaced with comparable materials which shall be attached to the existing portion of the fence.  
· Fences or walls shall not be externally braced in lieu of replacing or repairing posts, columns or other structural members.
· It shall be illegal to violate the provisions of this Article.  The manager of community planning and development, or the manager’s designee, may enforce the provisions of this Article with criminal or administrative citations, or both.

Zoning Code Update Draft #4 to be Posted Jan 18th
 

Responding to requests from neighborhoods, businesses and individuals for additional time to review and comment on Denver’s new zoning code; Denver City Council and the Denver Planning Board have agreed to extend the final stages of the public review process for the code.  The deadline for public comment on the third and latest draft of the new code was extended to Jan. 4 from Dec. 1 to allow more time and once the final draft of the code is posted on Jan. 18, citizens swill have another full month for review and comment.  View the revised timeline.

The City still wants your input and there are multiple opportunities to comment on Draft 4 of the New Code.  You may use the comment feature on the New Code Website and, of course, I will continue to be available to meet to discuss any remaining concerns or you may submit letters or emails.  

Thank you for your ongoing interest and involvement in the New Code Denver effort.  City Council is pleased with the level of participation we’ve received from the commercial and residential communities through public meetings, e-mails, phone calls, letters and website interactions – all of which will help Denver deliver a new zoning code that offers clarity, predictability economic opportunity, and preservation of Denver’s outstanding quality of life.
On November 18th and 19th the Denver City Council and Denver Planning Board hosted two three hour public listening sessions on the proposed New Zoning Code.  These joint sessions were designed to hear public comments and questions before the final draft and the formal hearing.  I want to thank everyone who came down to speak or listen at the public listening sessions or tuned in on Denver 8 TV.  We had a terrific turnout with very thoughtful comments.  If you are interested in viewing the listening sessions they can be streamed online by clicking here.  In an effort to record and respond to testimony at the public listening sessions, City Council and the Denver Planning Board plan to post a compilation of the testimony with responses in early January. Zoning Code Update and Structures in Denver Parks
“Denver folks love our open space. No wonder we're so protective of our vibrant green parks with their flower beds, mature trees and wide vistas. This strong protectionism is reflected in recent citizen concern about rezoning our parks during the city's zoning code update.”  That’s what I recently wrote in a Guest Commentary of the Denver Post.  

Currently, Denver parks are zoned in many different ways, including single family, duplex/rowhouse, high rise, commercial mixed use, and industrial.  Since one of the purposes of the new zoning code is to provide predictability, the new proposal to zone our parks as open space (OS-A) makes sense.
But can we do even more to provide additional opportunity for citizen input?  Absolutely.  The new zoning code is about form, but OS-A zoning says nothing about structures — their height, massing or placement in a park.  While the Parks Department does have certain guidelines for some of these, we need to require City Council approval of structures in parks.  

Throughout December, I met with my Council colleagues, the planning staff, and the parks department discussing my ideas on how to further refine the OS-A zone district.  At City Council Operations Committee on December 14th, we reached consensus to amend Chapter 39 (Parks and Recreation Chapter in the Denver Municipal Code) to formalize City Council’s role in the review and approval process for any proposed new building or building expansion over a certain size in a park.  That threshold size remains under consideration.  I also want to confer with our cultural facilities that are located in parks, i.e. The Museum of Nature and Science and the Denver Botanic Gardens.
In addition to the formalization of a review of structures, City Council provides a “check and balance” to the Mayor and the Manager of Parks & Recreation through its authority regarding many actions relevant to parks, including: 
· Individual Council members appoint 13 of 19 members of the Board of Parks & Recreation 

· Annual budgeting/appropriations for park improvements 

· Approve capital improvements over $50,000 or financed through bond issue 

· Approve contracts in excess of $500,000 for parks improvements 

· Approve lease or concession for park purposes

· Accept grants/gifts for the creation/improvement of parks

· Approve “compatible non-park usage” of historic structures in parks 

· Refer to voters any proposal to sell park lands or to lease any park lands for non-park uses

· Regulate many activities in parks (alcohol, sales, curfews, camping, etc.)
Cherry Creek and Fillmore Plaza
Recently property owners on either side of Fillmore Plaza have approached nearby neighborhood leaders about the possibility of opening the plaza as a through street.  
The Business Improvement District approved nearly $18 million in bonds for streetscape improvements throughout the district and will be putting those plans to bid in the first quarter of 2010, so if the BID would like to change the Fillmore Plaza plans which comprise about $2 million of those bonds, they would have to make that request soon.  So far, the BID has not taken a position on the proposal.
I do realize that keeping Cherry Creek a vibrant area is good for the retailers, good for the surrounding neighborhoods, and good for the City, so I‘m always open to public discussions of this “symbiotic” relationship, especially considering these tough economic times.  But to really reopen the plaza/limited street discussion, I’ll need to see considerable community support because it wasn’t there last time we discussed this issue.  
Cherry Creek Area Plan
Denver is currently embarking on the Cherry Creek Area Plan which will update the Cherry Creek Neighborhood Plan (adopted January 2000).  Since 2000, the city has adopted Blueprint Denver, expanded the light rail system, reconsidered transportation planning and street design through the Strategic Transportation Plan and the Living Streets Initiative, and drafted a strategic parking plan and a new zoning code.  In addition, several major redevelopment projects have taken place in the Cherry Creek neighborhood since 2000, and more are expected in the near future.  

 

During the Cherry Creek Area Plan process, we will analyze the strengths, opportunities and challenges in Cherry Creek in light of new policies and regulations, recent as well as anticipated infill development.   The Cherry Creek Area Plan will make recommendations and establish implementation strategies to carry the Cherry Creek neighborhood through the next decade.

The total bond amount for improvements to historic Civic Center Park is $9,833,000.  The contract for historic renovation and restoration work of the Greek Theater, Voorhies Memorial, and restoration work on the Balustrade Wall was presented at Bond Implementation Committee on Tuesday, December 1, 2009.  

 

The notice to proceed will be issued in mid-January and, weather permitting, the work should take 6 months.  The schedule has been coordinated to miss the Martin Luther King Day and Cinco de Mayo celebrations.  

 

The work addresses deferred maintenance on these historic structures.  Most of the work was identified as immediate needs in the 2005 Civic Center Master Plan.  Work includes cleaning, repairing and replacing stone and grout.  If possible, replacement stone from the original quarry will be used in highly visible locations.  Similar stone that is a good match has been located.  The Greek Theatre stage substructure will be reconstructed.  A water filtration system will be installed in the Seal Fountain, although rules against wading in the pool will remain.  Due to the temperature-sensitive nature of stonework, temporary structures will be erected around each work site.  The east-west access corridor will be kept open as much as possible.

Time to Register your Neighborhood Organization Again
The Community Planning and Development Department has sent an email to the contact person for each registered neighborhood organization (RNO) alerting them that the annual notice of the requirement to re-register is no later than January 31, 2010.  Each RNO has the option to complete and return a hard copy of the form attached to the email or re-register electronically by completing the form and emailing it in.

If an RNO fails to re-register, it will not receive notices of rezoning applications, liquor and cabaret license applications and a host of other important notices from many city departments.
In order to be considered for registration, you must agree to the following - I fully understand and will comply with the regulations of the Neighborhood Registration Ordinance (Revised Municipal Code, Section 12-91) that state:

· Our organization will be open to any owner of any real property or resident located within the neighborhood boundaries of the proposed organization.

· The organization will be a general purpose group formed for the purpose of collectively addressing issues and interests common to the area.

· Our organization will assign a contact person who can be notified by phone, email and mail of upcoming events affecting our neighborhood.

· Our organization will hold a meeting at which all members may vote at least once in each calendar year and at least 12 members must be in attendance at the annual meeting.  All meetings shall be open to the public.

RNOs may designate a secondary optional contact person to receive city notices, which recognizes the fact that sometimes contact persons are out of town, or their computers malfunction and they may fail to receive important notices.  Very few groups have yet designated secondary contacts.  RNOs should seriously consider taking advantage of this new option.

Reminder:  Anticipated 6th Avenue Construction Traffic Begins January
Beginning in early January 2010 through July 2010, a newly constructed storm sewer on 6th Avenue from Hudson Street to Eudora Street will be connecting to the existing storm sewer causing some traffic impacts and delays on 6th Avenue.  
BT Construction, Inc. is the general contractor for this project and will start construction at the downstream end of the project at Hudson Street, connecting to the existing storm sewer.  During the weekday, construction activities between 7:30 am and 3:30 pm eastbound 6th Avenue will be closed for a minimum of two blocks and an intersection at a time. Traffic detours are being coordinated with Denver Traffic Engineering Services to route eastbound traffic around the construction zone via 8th Avenue.  The contractor is being required to have one lane of traffic open on eastbound 6th Avenue for outgoing rush hour traffic after 3:30 pm.  Weekend work may be conducted when sewer structures such as manholes and inlets are being constructed that require a longer closure period on 6th Avenue.

These short-term jobs offer a decent wage, flexible hours and paid training, as well as reimbursement for work-related expenses, such as mileage incurred while conducting census work.  Best of all, census takers work right in their own communities.  

What do you need to do? 
· Fill out an application and I-9 form.  The I-9 requires two forms of identification.  For example: State photo ID, birth certificate, social security card, alien registration card, or a valid passport.

Stand up and be counted, for Denver and Colorado!  Mark your calendars in March to take 10 minutes to fill out one short page with 10 questions and mail it back to the U.S. Census Bureau.  Every ten years, the U.S. Census counts everyone in the United States.  The Census counts people of all ages, all ethnic groups—both citizens and non-citizens.    

It’s Safe:  The Census is 100-percent confidential.  By law, the Census Bureau cannot share the answers given with any individual, private group, or government entity, not even the IRS, immigration, or welfare.  The information on the Census form CANNOT be used against a resident in any way to collect back taxes, child support, or alimony.  It cannot be used to enforce against a legal violation or warrant, to investigate your legal status, nor to garnish wages.  Census information does not affect any services that a person is receiving from the government.  All Census Bureau employees have taken an oath to protect confidentiality and are subject to a jail term, a fine, or both, for disclosing any information that could identify a respondent or household.  For your safety, if you are approached by a Census Bureau employee make sure to ask for their identification and their badge (no photo) before answering any questions.  If you ask, the worker should provide you with a phone number to call to verify their employment with the Census.  Census Bureau will not ask for any financial information, such as a salary range, and will not ask for Social Security, bank account, or credit card numbers.  Census workers will never ask for payment or contributions of any kind.  Census workers may contact you at your home in person or by telephone only if you are in a remote or limited access location or you did not return your mail-in form. They will not contact you by email.  For assistance or questions related to fraud, call the Denver DA’s Fraud Line: (720)913-9196.

It’s Easy:  The census will ask for name, sex, age, date of birth, race, ethnicity, relationship and housing tenure – taking just minutes to complete and return by mail.  10 questions, 10 minutes: Spending just a few minutes to fill out your Census form will help ensure your community gets its fair share of federal and state funding for 10 years.
It’s Important:  The final tally will set Denver’s population for state and federal revenue sharing, for roads, schools, human services, community colleges.  Other programs supported according to the count are senior services; libraries; student loans; health services; unemployment insurance; housing and community development; youth and recreation services; services for women, infants, and children; alcohol and drug abuse prevention; and veterans.  The population number also affects the number of Legislative seats for Denver and the number of Congressional seats for Colorado.

Based on the ten-year Census count, Denver gains at least $826 a person in federal funds each year for ten years.  This amounts to $435 billion a year for communities throughout the U.S.  More than 200 government agencies make spending decisions based on Census data.  Since the 2000 Census, Denver has lost $74 million because some residents were not counted; 8,983 individuals or 1.59- percent of the total Denver population was simply not included in the count.

Census forms will be mailed to Denver households in March 2010. The forms must be mailed back on or before April 1st, 2010.  Help filling out the form is available by calling the Questionnaire Assistance Center toll-free at 1-866-872-6868.  Other questions can be answered by calling the Denver Regional Census Office at 1-800-852-6159.  If a household does not return its form be mail, that household will be called or visited by a Census worker.

Park Stewardship Program Launches in 2010

Park Stewards will be asked to commit to one to two year enrollment in a designated park, trail or open space location to support staff by performing general care and maintenance based on the needs of each area.  This undertaking expands the program previously known as “Adopt-a-Park.”  Parks staff will approve locations and and provide a needs assessment for volunteer services as well as provide ongoing support.  This new program will include opportunities for more active volunteer involvement for people of all ages while promoting environmental stewardship.
 
Objectives of the Program are to: 

· Support staff in maintaining high standards of care through ongoing community partnerships.

· Educate park visitors about how to help our department maintain and enhance the beauty of our open spaces. 

· Promote Environmental Stewardship throughout our park system. 

Volunteers will perform a variety of tasks including tree planting, planting and maintaining flowerbeds, filling and maintaining dog bag dispensers, park ambassador program, litter management, landscape maintenance, playground care, painting/graffiti removal, picnic shelter care, athletic field and facility maintenance.

Building Code Update
I know I’ve been talking a lot about the Denver Zoning Code Update for the last few years.  However, I want to alert you to another Code Update that you might be interested in.  The City of Denver is updating its building code to correspond to the latest versions of the International Code Council (ICC) series of codes.  We adopted our most recent draft of the ICC in 2006, but it needs to be updated.  ICC works with building officials across the nation to provide updates to the code that incorporate new technology and best practices for construction, with the overall goals of building safety and fire prevention. 

Adopting the latest series of ICC codes would continue Denver’s alignment with standard practices across the country and reduce the need to create local amendments to the code.  ICC develops the codes and standards used to construct residential and commercial buildings, including homes and schools.  Fifty states and the District of Columbia have adopted the ICC codes at the state or local level, and Federal agencies such as the Architect of the Capitol, General Services Administration, National Park Service, Department of State, U.S. Forest Service and the Veterans Administration also enforce the I-Codes.
The current Building Code for the City and County of Denver consists of the:
· 2008 National Electrical Code 
· 2006 International Building Code, International Energy Conservation Code, International Fire Code, International Fuel Gas Code, International Mechanical Code, International Plumbing Code 
· National Fire Alarm & Sprinkling Code 72 

Members of the public may comment on the proposed amendments to the Building Code.  The City’s Combined Board of Appeals, consisting of both Building and Fire Code Boards of Appeals, will review the 2009 International Codes and any proposed amendments before submittal to City Council for adoption. A 2009 Countdown of the Top 10 Scams to Watch Out For
 
1. H1N1 Scams: Scams attempted to scare consumers into purchasing fake cures or providing essential information to prevent the H1N1 virus. 
2. Memorabilia: 2009 provided many opportunities for scammers to sell memorabilia and collectibles at inflated prices.
3. Weight Loss Pills Free Trial Offers: Free trial offers for weight loss pills actually ended up costing unsuspecting consumers thousands of dollars.   
4. Phishing E-mails: Phishing e-mails appearing to be from government agencies popped up in in-boxes.  These phishing emails attempted to trick victims into divulging sensitive financial information.
5. Mystery Shopping: Consumers were told they would be paid to secretly shop in order to evaluate merchants’ customer service.  In some instances, victims were asked to wire money back to scammers as a way to evaluate money wiring services such as MoneyGram and Western Union. Victims who participated were sent authentic looking checks which, when cashed left the victims “holding the bag”.
6. Lottery Scams: Victims received bogus letters or phone calls informing them that they had won millions of dollars. Unfortunately, victims were also told they had to wire hundreds or thousands of dollars back to the scammers to cover taxes or other bogus fees. 
7. Friend/Family in Distress: Also known as the Grandma Scam, victims received messages from scammers claiming to be “friends” or “family members” needing immediate help. Victims were asked to wire money to pay for lawyer’s fees or to post bail. 
8. Mortgage Foreclosure Rescue/Debt Assistance: Victims paid upfront fees to avoid home foreclosures or to get help with credit card debt - with no results. 
9. Job Hunter Scams: Job seekers paid bogus upfront fees as part of an application process. Job applicants were also asked to provide personal financial information or social security numbers under the guise of evaluating their applications. 
10. Robocalls: Thousands of people received automated telephone calls related to auto warranties and lower credit card interest rates.

New Denver Mountain Parks Guidebook
For the first time in more than 40 years, a new Denver Mountain Parks guide is available to help residents and visitors alike enjoy these Mile High treasures. 
The Adventurer’s Guidebook to Denver Mountain Parks provides information on key parks, indicates recreational opportunities – including road biking, backcountry hiking, scenic viewing and fishing -- for each of them and includes a brief history of the Denver Mountain Park system.  The guidebook also features original artwork by Roger Beerworth designed specifically to capture the historical significance of the Denver park system.  The guidebook is part of an on-going implementation of the Denver Mountain Parks Master Plan, completed in 2008, by Denver Parks and Recreation. 

Although thousands of Denver residents visit the mountain parks annually, many are unaware of Denver’s Mountain Parks system: the 23 parks that total almost 14,000 acres of park land owned by the City and County of Denver located within 50 miles of Denver in the foothills and mountains of Jefferson, Douglas, and Clear Creek Counties.  The spectacular system reaches from the highest public park in the United States (12,850 foot Summit Lake on Mt. Evans) to three of the top tourist attractions in the region: Red Rocks Amphitheatre, the Buffalo Bill Museum and Gravesite on Lookout Mountain and Winter Park Ski Resort.  

Denver’s mountain parks were established in 1912 when a visionary Mayor Robert Speer realized that scenic areas in the mountains near Denver should be protected and preserved or they could be lost forever.  It took an act of Congress to allow the city to buy Federal land, the Colorado Legislature to allow Denver to own property in other counties and the people of the city to approve a property tax to pay for it all, but slowly Speer’s vision took hold.  The new guidebook and Mountain Parks Master Plan work to ensure the vision for this unique park system continues.

Foxes in Denver Neighborhoods
Here are some tips from Denver’s Wildlife Ecologist to discourage foxes from your yard:
1. Do not feed the fox. They can easily become dependent on human food sources. 
2. Never leave pet food outside. 
3. Never discard edible garbage where fox can get to it.  Secure garbage containers and eliminate their odors. 
4. Use a small amount of ammonia or cayenne pepper in the garbage to discourage scavenging. 
5. Restrict use of birdseed. Fox are attracted to it and to the birds and rodents that use the feeder. 
6. Foxes den only during breeding season.  Be patient and allow them to remain; the parents and young will abandon the den by the time the young are three months old.  If you cannot wait that long, any kind of disturbance, such as loud noises and human scent, will likely cause the vixen to move to another den.  Once she is aware of the danger, allow her the opportunity to move her young without threat of harm. 
7. Install small gauge wire fencing around the perimeters of decks. Spray an ammonia/water solution under the deck; strategically place mothballs around the area. 
8. Trapping is not a good idea. Foxes mate for life, and it is almost a certainty that only one of the mated pair will be caught.  Foxes are also territorial; if you trap successfully, other individuals will move into the area. 
9. Pick spring and summer fruit as soon as it ripens. 
10. Do home repairs in the fall. This will prevent nursing babies with vixen from being trapped inside. 
11. Clear brush piles from your property. 
12. Burying wire or cement blocks around the bottom of a fence will discourage digging. 
Winter:  Time to Plan Energy Saving Landscaping
A well-designed landscape not only can add beauty to your home but it also can reduce your heating and cooling costs.  On average, landscaping for energy efficiency provides enough energy savings to return an initial investment in less than 8 years.  If you were already planning to landscape, these tips provide an ideal way to beautify your home while saving on your monthly energy bill.
· Plant trees to shade your home, reducing your cooling costs in the summer months.  Typically, newly planted trees will begin shading windows in their first year and will reach your roof in years 5-10. 
· Planting shrubs, bushes, and vines next to your house creates dead air spaces that insulate your home in both winter and summer.  Plant so there will be at least 1 foot (30 centimeters) of space between full-grown plants and your home's wall. 
· During winter, dense, low-lying trees and shrubbery on the north and northeast sides of your home can help protect your home against wind chill.
