4th of July and Fireworks

The Denver Police Department and Denver Fire Departments are implementing an aggressive program to enforce the prohibition against fireworks in the City & County of Denver. All fireworks are illegal in Denver. The Park Rangers will also be in the parks helping with enforcement.  Offenders will be ticketed for sale, possession or use and fireworks will be confiscated.  Offenders will be subject to up to $999 in fines and up to one year in jail for each offense.   To report fireworks’ violations call (720) 913-2000.
Instead of shooting off your own fireworks, I would encourage you to attend public displays of fireworks on July  3, and 4th.  Fireworks will be launched at Coors Field on the 3rd and 4th, Pinehurst Country Club, Denver Country Club, Invesco Field, and Oakwood homes on the 4th.  There is also an opportunity to enjoy live music this 4th of July.  The Colorado Symphony Orchestra will have a free concert on the 4th in City Park starting at 7 p.m.  The Denver Municipal band will be performing, free of charge, in Washington Park starting at 7:30 p.m.

Infrastructure Task Force Update

Mayor Hickenlooper and Council are spending hours pouring over the lists of much-needed projects that the Executive Committee of the Infrastructure Priorities Task Force forwarded to us a week ago.  In their final meetings, the Executive Committee clarified that improvements in Cheesman Park would be included.  They also added the acquisition of land for a recreation center in District 10 to the project list.  The ultimate price tag for all the projects is high, so stay-tuned for more information on how we fund these important priorities.  In order for you to vote on improving our infrastructure, bills laying out the ballot questions and financed should be filed by August 9th and Council will need to act on them by August 27th.

Civic Center Park Farmers Market and Stakeholder’s Meeting
Please join me at the Civic Center Park Stakeholders meeting at the Colorado History Museum auditorium, 1300 Broadway on July 11 at 10:00 am.  The city and state convened this meeting to gather feedback on the proposal to move the Colorado History Museum into Civic Center Park. They have asked the Civic Center Conservancy and the Colorado Historical Society to join them as sponsors of the meeting.  
The Civic Center Café & Outdoor Market kicked off with great attendance on Wednesday, June 13, 2007.  Named best new farmers market of 2006 by Westword, the Civic Center Café & Outdoor Market is open every Wednesday from 11 a.m. to 2 p.m. – complete with bistro seating, tasty lunch options, live music, and locally grown produce and goods.  The market will run until September 26 (excluding July 4, August 29, and September 5).
The Civic Center Café & Outdoor Market features organic fruits and vegetables, chutneys and sauces, peaches, pastries and breads, organic teas and coffees, smoked salmon, soups, pasta, and scrumptious pickles.  Tantalizing lunch options will be available, ranging from BBQ and Mexican food to gourmet lunch boxes and German sausage.  And no summer café is complete without fresh lemonade and fresh Italian gelato.  Over 35 vendors have signed up to participate this summer.  
Around the District:  What’s New?
· The Unsinkables are having a neighborhood walk on Friday, July 20th.  Detective Ray Ruybal, Denver Police Department’s graffiti guru will join the neighbors, answering all questions and providing helpful suggestions on the proliferation of graffiti in the neighborhoods.  The walk begins at 7 pm. at 13th and Pennsylvania.  To join the group later, call the Unisinkables cell phone at 303-564-7759.  
· The Colorado Coalition for the Homeless (CCH) has presented initial plans for the Renaissance Uptown Lofts to several neighborhood groups including CHUN, the newly from Neighbors on the Hill, Colfax on the Hill, the Colfax Business Improvement District and leaders of the Unsinkables.   Uptown Lofts will be located on the northwest corner of Pearl and Colfax.   The plans include first floor retail and four floors with 75-100 units of mixed affordable/low income/ homeless housing.   This project falls under the new Main Street 3 zoning.  As a use by right, it does not require a zoning change.  CCH hopes to begin construction in 9 -12 months.   
· Countdown Pedestrian Signals for safer crossings!  The city has recently begun to install pedestrian countdown lights at major intersections around the city.  The newest addition is at 1st Avenue & Fillmore.  The most significant aspect of these new signals is the ability to display how many seconds are left to finish crossing the street. One of the common mistakes people make is underestimating the time needed to start and finish crossing the street at wider intersections, often leaving them stranded in the middle of the street.  These signals also provide additional information that both pedestrians and motorists can use to make personal safety decisions when approaching a signalized intersection.  So, follow their lead when it says “Start” and “Stop” and be assured of safer crossings!
· Radium Streets Project work is about 50% complete for the year.  On 9th Avenue all of the radium contaminated asphalt has been removed, the streets have been repaved, and final cleanup and inspection is planned for the week of the 4th of July.  On Corona Street, one final segment of contaminated asphalt is scheduled for removal this week between 9th and 10th.  Street replacement is in progress and should be done by July 13th.  Denver Water is looking at a possible water line replacement in the 700 block of Corona.  Final paving may wait until that work is done.  Crews will start work on York Street between 11th and 13th the week of July 9th.  This segment will be completed by early August.  Work on the segment between 6th and 9th on York will begin in mid-August and will be complete in September.  If you have any questions please call 303-764-8899.
Citizen’s Police Academy

Greenprint Denver Draft Climate Action Plan

With the release of the City of Denver Climate Action Plan, Denver is joining the ranks of cities on the forefront of the battle to combat global warming by taking active and measurable steps to reduce greenhouse gas emissions throughout the city.  The Climate Action Plan, prepared by the Mayor’s Greenprint Denver Advisory Council and presented in the form of recommendations to Mayor Hickenlooper, was released as a Draft for Public Input on May 17.  The goal of the Climate Action Plan is to combine voluntary measures and incentives with some mandates and city policy changes to bring about a reduction in greenhouse gas emissions from the various emission sources throughout the city (transportation, buildings, and materials).  The reductions are specific: to reduce city-wide per capita emissions by 10 percent relative to 1990 levels by 2012.  To put it in other terms – to eliminate the emissions from one coal-fired power plant (250-megawatt) by 2012, or take the emissions from a quarter million cars off our roads.  This goal is outlined in the US Mayors Climate Protection Agreement, which Mayor Hickenlooper signed back in 2005, as have over 500 other Mayors representing 65 million U.S. citizens to date.

The Climate Action Plan contains 10 recommendations that address energy savings (through conservation, efficiency, or use of alternative/renewable sources) or emissions reductions that can be made in literally every sector of our economy – transportation, homes and offices, manufacturing, and waste disposal.  Visit the Greenprint Denver website to download a copy of the Plan at www.greenprintdenver.org (look under “program announcements”).  The schedule for public meetings is also posted at the website, or you can call the Greenprint Denver program office at 720-865-9017 for additional assistance.  The next public meeting is Saturday, July 14 from 9-10:30 a.m. at the Neighborhood Forum The Village at Loretto Heights Apartments 3400 S. Lowell Boulevard.  Additionally, feedback can be provided on the new Greenprint Blog, or by e-mail to greenprint@ci.denver.co.us. 

Other information is also available on the website, including the “Greenhouse Gas Inventory for the City and County of Denver” (prepared by the Denver Department of Environmental Health), some tips on how you can reduce your carbon footprint, and links to a carbon calculator to determine your own carbon footprint.

Public dialogue and feedback will be crucial to the success of this Climate Action Plan.  Please share your views with your friends, neighbors, co-workers, and elected officials.

· Public Hearing for C.B. 309- Monday, July 23, 2007.  Changes the zoning of parcels on both sides of East Colfax between Colorado and Yosemite, approximately four and one-half miles, from various classifications to MS-1 and MS-2 in Council Districts 5, 8, and 10.
