Democratic National Convention Update
  
Hosting the Democratic National Convention represents a tremendous economic and marketing opportunity for Metro Denver and Colorado, as well as a chance for local residents to witness and participate in a historical event.

On a more practical side, we know that downtown residents and businesses have questions about possible Convention-related impacts.  Because security and transportation planning is ongoing and details continue to evolve, more specifics will be available in the coming weeks.  Ongoing updates will be disseminated widely and available through a variety of sources including www.DenverGov.org, www.DowntownDenver.com, and www.DenverConvention2008.com.
In the meantime, I want to provide you with the following information: 

· Number of Visitors: While as many as 50,000 visitors are anticipated between Saturday, August 23 and Thursday, August 28 – including delegates, assorted guests and 15,000 members of the media – it is important to remember that this is less than the number of people that come downtown for Rockies’ Opening Day or for a Broncos game.  Denver has hosted games in all three downtown stadiums at the same time, involving close to 150,000 people.  The Convention visitors – who won’t all be downtown at the same time – will spend significant amounts of time inside the Colorado Convention Center, Pepsi Center and other event venues.  Downtown restaurants will be open for business – and should be able to easily accommodate local diners as activity on the Convention floor takes place between 4 p.m. and 9 p.m.

· Street, Residential and Commercial Access: Because of the Pepsi Center’s location in the Platte Valley, transportation- and security-related impacts on downtown will be minimized.  

· While there will be some additional screening procedures and security measures in some locations, all downtown residents will be able to access their homes and parking garages.  Downtown businesses will be able to remain open with access to employees and customers.  

· When people talk about a “security perimeter,” what they are really talking about are areas around the Pepsi Center that may require additional screening or security measures. 
· While there will be some modest traffic impacts in the downtown area during the Convention, it will not tie up the downtown.  Downtown workers should not have difficulties getting to or leaving work, particularly since the main hours of Pepsi Center activity (4 p.m. to 9 p.m.) do not correspond with standard morning or evening commute times.  
· Security: The city’s top priorities are to keep Denver open for business and to ensure the Convention is a historic, memorable and safe celebration.  The city plans to provide the most effective and comprehensive security possible, while maintaining an event that is inclusive and enjoyable.
· City is Open for Business: City offices and facilities will of course be open and operational during the Convention week, and Denver does not anticipate any interruptions to City services.
· Free Speech: Denver supports the rights of people to express their views safely and in a manner that respects the rights of others along with local, state and federal laws.  The 2004 Democratic National Convention in Boston attracted 10,000 demonstrators.  Some peaceful demonstrations are anticipated in Civic Center, Skyline Park and other downtown parks during the week of the Convention.  

· The annual set-up for the Downtown Denver Partnership’s Taste of Colorado will also begin in Civic Center on the Wednesday of the Convention week.

· Designated Parade Route: The City and County of Denver chose to waive its standard fees, making the parade route available free-of-charge to groups wishing to conduct parades during the week of the Convention.  Denver’s Designated Parade Route will be available all four days of the Convention (August 25-28, 2008) between the hours of 11 am and 3 pm.  Each day of the Convention, requesting groups will be able to gather on Bannock Street between 14th Avenue and Colfax Avenue (adjacent to Civic Center Park) at 10:00 am.  The Designated Parade Route will begin at 11:00 am on the north side of Colfax Avenue in the westbound traffic lanes at Bannock Street and proceed west toward Speer Boulevard, where marchers will proceed north on the southbound lanes of Speer Boulevard to Larimer Street.  The parade route will end within walking distance of the 50,000+ square-foot demonstration zone located in Pepsi Center parking lot A.  From the intersection of Larimer and Speer, marchers will be able to continue on foot down Larimer to 7th Street to access the public viewing area.  From 2:30 pm until 3:00 pm, City crews will follow the last group to clean the streets on the parade route.  
· Related Parade Route Street Closures:  Bannock Street between 14th Avenue and Colfax Avenue will be closed August 25-28 from 10:00 am until 3:00 pm.  During that time, the westbound lanes of Colfax Avenue from Bannock Street to Speer Boulevard will be closed, as will the southbound lanes of Speer Boulevard from Colfax Avenue to Larimer Street.  The eastbound lanes of Colfax Avenue and the northbound lanes of Speer will remain open, but some slowdown in traffic flow is expected.  
More public events - hosted by a variety of organizations - will be announced in the coming weeks, providing opportunities for all of us – no matter what political party or candidate we support – to participate in interactive community activities and witness an historical event in our backyard.

Thank you for your efforts to ensure that Denver shines as a host city and capitalizes on this opportunity to showcase our community’s successes to the world.  We appreciate your patience during the planning process and look forward to providing you more details about security, mobility and access as soon as they are available.
Homeowner Protections and Permit Requirements for Repairs and Remodeling
Denver homeowners can take many important steps to protect themselves when undertaking a home repair or improvement project.  Building permits are essential.  The permit holder is responsible for compliance to the Building Code, so have your contractor pull a permit.  Permits add value to your project. In exchange for your permit fee, you obtain an inspection to verify that work was done correctly.  Home sale and refinancing may be in jeopardy if it is discovered that permits were not pulled for construction work.

No permits are required for replacing existing plumbing and electric fixtures with similar items, painting, wallpapering or installing floor coverings.  New or expanded home openings for doors and windows require a permit.  All proposed exterior alterations to properties within a Historic District require a permit.  All new structures, or the expansion of an existing structure, require a permit.  Drywall repairs to fire rated assemblies such as between an attached garage and home require permits.  

Selecting the right contractor is critical. Check out your contractor. Get references and utilize the Better Business Bureau. Avoid contractors demanding full payment up front without doing any work. Deposits are appropriate when you receive a signed contract. Homeowners should use licensed contractors to make sure qualified persons perform work.  You can verify Denver licensing of a contractor at www.DenverGov.Org/Building.

Parks and Recreation:  Future of Recreation Study
Denver Parks & Recreation will be conducting a series of community meetings throughout Denver to discuss the value that citizens expect from our recreation system and the role that geography, fees and programs play in terms of participation in our recreation center activities.  Last November Denver voters said yes to a tax increase to fund Infrastructure projects; $11 million was allocated for the acquisition of land and the planning for a recreation center to serve several central and east Denver neighborhoods. Digital TV Converter Box Change Made Easy with Recycling
Effective February 17, 2009, all full-power television stations in the United States will stop broadcasting in analog and switch to 100% digital broadcasting.  Once the analog to digital television transition is complete, some television channels will be turned over to fire and police departments for emergency communication.  Others will be auctioned to companies to provide new wireless services.  Here in Denver, 47% of customers have cable, 15% have satellite, and the remaining third have rabbit ears reception.  In fact, approximately 14 million homes in the US still have rabbit ears/rooftop antennas.  

Common Questions:

· Will I need to buy a new TV?  

· Not necessarily.  With a few steps, most televisions will be able to air digital broadcasts.  Newer TVs already have built-in digital tuners.  If you own an analog TV without a built-in digital tuner, an analog-to-digital converter box will allow you to watch digital broadcasts.  You may not need to replace your existing analog TV. 
· How can I tell if my TV has a built-in digital tuner? 
· If your TV has a built-in digital tuner no action is necessary.  One way to determine whether your TV set has a built-in digital tuner is to consult the owner's manual.  Or you may be able to look up information about your TV on the manufacturer's website.  If neither helps, take a close look at your TV set.  If the set has a connection labeled "digital input" or "ATSC" (for Advanced Television Systems Committee, the DTV format), then it is digital-capable.  In addition, a TV labeled "HD Built-In" or "Integrated HDTV" should include a digital tuner. 
· If your TV is hooked up to cable or satellite service no action is necessary because this new change only impacts TV broadcasting.  
· If you recently bought your TV it has a built in digital tuner and you do NOT need a converter box.  
· If you use antennae, such as "rabbit ears," for over-the-air broadcasts your TV does NOT have a built-in digital tuner.  You will need a digital converter box to receive digital television after February 17, 2009.  
· How much does a digital converter box cost, and where can I get one? 
· A converter box may cost from $70 to $150 and can be purchased at five certified retailers, including Wal-Mart and Best Buy.  Customers of Comcast will be able to rent cable TV converters, which are different than the DTA converters.  
· Every U.S. household is eligible to receive up to two coupons, worth $40 each, toward the purchase of digital-to-analog converter boxes.  For more information on the Digital-to-Analog Converter Box Coupon Program, visit www.dtv2009.gov, or call 1-888-388-2009 (voice) or 1-877-530-2634 (TTY). 
· What should I do with my old TV? 
· If you plan to get rid of your old TV set, you may be able to send it to a landfill.  However, it would be better to recycle the TV at one of Colorado's many electronics recycling facilities.  Note: Businesses, schools and government agencies are not allowed to dispose of electronics in the trash.  Please visit www.cdphe.state.co.us/hm/electronics/ for more information.

· Why is recycling my TV set a better idea? 
· Electronics waste is the leading contributor of lead in landfills.  It is also responsible for 70 percent of other harmful metals found in landfills.  Cathode ray tubes from color televisions consistently exceed the hazardous waste regulatory limit for lead. 
· In 2005, nearly 20 million pounds of hazardous electronics waste ended up in landfills, rather than being properly disassembled and recycled for new products.

Shea Neighbors 9th and Colorado Development Progress
Shea is currently redeveloping the former University of Colorado Health Sciences Center (UCHSC) site. Shea representatives have previously detailed the development plans and provided background information submitted to the City of Denver as part of a General Development Plan (GDP) in several community meetings.  The proposal is currently going through an extensive City of Denver approval process.  This is not the complete, final plan and is not the last chance for public input.  
Shea was chosen to be the master developer of the former UCHSC site in 2004 and since that time has been in negotiations with the state of Colorado.  During that time, Shea has undertaken a comprehensive planning process with City of Denver officials, neighborhood leaders and business stakeholders.  The Colorado Boulevard Healthcare District (CBHD) is the community advisory committee for this project.  The District has representatives from each of the adjacent neighborhoods, hospitals and surrounding businesses.  The District serves in an advisory capacity, guiding the redevelopment project along with Shea.  As a reminder, the CBHD will not be meeting on July 3, 2008.
Shea Properties recently unveiled their preliminary zoning plans for the redevelopment of the former University of Colorado Health Sciences Center.  Shea is planning to utilize both residential and commercial mixed use zone districts on the site.  The area generally along Colorado Boulevard will likely be zoned C-MU-10 allowing for the primarily retail portion of the project.  In the more residential portion of the project, to the east of Bellaire Street, Shea will use a combination of R-MU-20 and R-MU-30.  There will be no single family units on the site with the residential products being a combination of condos, townhome units and rental units.  Each of these zone districts has different allowed uses and prohibited uses. Denver Parks to Change Forestry Operations and Fees
 On Monday, June 23, City Council voted to pass new three new fees associated with the Denver Parks & Recreation Forestry Operations.  Since 1906, the Denver municipal code has required property owners to maintain trees in the public right-of-way adjacent to their property.  However, there was very little in the code that allowed Forestry to enforce this requirement.  
Under Denver’s Vegetation Ordinance of the Denver Municipal Code 57-18, forestry is responsible for managing the urban forest and property owners are responsible for managing the public right-of-way abutting their property.  As part of this management, property owners must remove or prune dead or dangerous trees, prone trees or bushes that obstruct streets or walks, and treat or remove trees that are diseased.  Forestry Inspectors issue notices to citizens who are not maintaining their tree in compliance with section 57-18.  With the passage of the new ordinance, property owners who ignore the initial notice for more than 45 days would be assessed a $150 fine.  If later notices are ignored, the fine increases to $500 and then $999.  After 14 additional days, a second administrative citation carries an additional $500 fine.  After another 14 days, a third administrative citation could bring an additional $999 fine.  Forestry hopes to use these citations to help improve compliance rates which are currently low.  

  

For residents needing assistance with costs, there are federal funds and an extended payment plan offered by Denver Parks and Recreation. 
 

The new ordinance also includes a Development Review Fee and Tree Preservation Fee. The Development Review Fee applies to new, large scale developments zoned R, MS or B and in excess of 10,000 square feet.  The fees will range from $250 - $1,000 depending on the size of the project and will offset the associated DPR costs of concept review, submittal review, site visits and other associated work.  The Tree Preservation Fee applies to permits pulled for demolition and new construction within R-0, R-1, R-2 or R-2-B zone lots. This fee will be assessed to developers, contractors or private property owners involved in "in-fill" residential development. The fee allows Forestry to recoup a portion of the costs associated with the enforcement of the Tree Preservation Ordinance (Denver Municipal Code 59-126).

New Denver Elections Website Up and Running to Better Inform Voters
Denver voters now have a significantly improved online source of voting information. The Denver Elections Division has launched its new website: www.denvervotes.org.  The website provides a wealth of information and is much easier to navigate.  I encourage you to check it out!
Some of the links and information prominently featured on the main page of new site include how to register to vote, how to become a poll worker, links to Elections Director Michael Scarpello’s web column on elections preparations, critical dates and deadlines, and forms for requesting mail-in ballots.  It also explains how Denver citizens can choose in 2008 between a mail-in ballot, early voting or voting at precinct polling places on Election Day.  In coming weeks, the site will provide information to voters needing to look up their precinct polling places.
In addition to voter information, the site also offers information and tools needed by candidate and issue campaigns, along with historical statistical information on past elections, maps, and announcements of upcoming events.

Summer Energy-Saving Program for City Buildings
Mayor John Hickenlooper, Governor Bill Ritter and local business leaders recently launched Cool Biz, a new summer energy-saving program that will cut energy use in Denver government office buildings by raising thermostats. 

The City’s seven government office buildings are taking the lead by raising thermostats four degrees this summer. The buildings are: the City and County Building, Wellington E. Webb Municipal Building, Castro Building, Family Crisis Center, Arie P. Taylor Municipal Center, McNichols Civic Center Building and Minoru Yasui Plaza.  City employees are invited to remain cool and comfortable throughout the summer by removing their ties, sweaters and suit jackets whenever possible and wearing short-sleeved shirts and blouses and open-collared shirts instead.
