Cherry Creek North Post Office Closing?!
The owner of the building that houses the Cherry Creek North Post Office at 245 Columbine Street is not renewing the post office’s lease after September 30, 2008.  The United States Postal Service has occupied the building since October of 1963.  

I have been working hard to make contacts and meet with the post office, Congresswoman Diana DeGette, neighborhood representatives, and the property owner in an effort to preserve a CCN postal service location.  I want to especially thank the Cherry Creek North Neighborhood Association for their work on this matter.  
Since the post office does not need or use all of the present space in its current location, another CCN location may be possible.  I understand the need for accessible nearby parking, sufficient space, adequate security, sufficient staffing, and the ability to offer certain mailing services and customer hours.  A new location has not been found at this time, but we are working with USPS to find an ideal site.  Street mail delivery for zip code 80206 Cherry Creek customers will continue to be handled from the Denver Glendale Station Post Office at 945 S. Birch Street, where it is currently handled.  Residents with the zip code 80206 will continue to keep that zip code and will not need to worry about changes.  Letters to Cherry Creek zip code 80206 customers will be sent out as soon as USPS has more details worked out on what eventually will happen.

The postal service can contract with another business to provide specified services.  It is our understanding that Send ‘Em Packing at 283 Columbine, located next door to the post office, is expanding hours and adding more post office boxes.   New hours are Monday-Friday 8:30 am to 6:30 pm and Saturday from 9 am to 4 pm.  There may be USPS requirements that would prevent some businesses from being able to provide full retail postal services, so some post office boxes and services may need to be relocated to the Glendale post office.

Cherry Creek North Capital Bond Improvements
The voters of the Cherry Creek North Business Improvement District approved the issuance of up to $18.5 million in bonds for capital improvements on November 7, 2006 for improvements throughout the District’s sixteen blocks.  Before the election, a design firm created a conceptual plan for potential capital improvements.  On March 19, 2008, the Cherry Creek North Business Improvement District (CCN BID) Board of Directors approved two contracts to initiate the design phase for a district-wide Capital Improvements program.  


The CCN BID Board, in partnership with the Capital Improvements Committee, developed project goals including core areas of focus:  Authenticity, Safety/Security, Connectivity, Vitality, Customer/User Friendly, Sustainability, Fiscal Responsibility, Active and Outreach. Based upon constituent feedback, the CCN BID Board has asked the Capital Improvements project team to develop three new alternative design and finance plans for Board review.  The intent of the CCN BID Board is to develop Capital Improvement plans that provide the best return on investment, preserve the character of the District, keep the District ahead of the competition and address the need to update and repair the area’s infrastructure.
The Capital Improvements Committee recently recommended and formed a Project Advisory Group (PAG) comprised of twelve Cherry Creek North stakeholders.  The group represents a variety of interest groups from property managers to store owners and neighbors gathered to share ideas and feedback.  In addition, during the initial design phase, there will be a series of “Open House” forums to receive input and offer updates throughout the process.  

Information is always shared at the District’s monthly board meetings, held on the third Wednesday of the month from 7:30 to 9:30 am, at 299 Milwaukee.  These meetings are open to all constituents and the public.  Regular monthly Outreach Communications meetings for constituents are held on the third Friday of the month from 8:30 a.m. to 9:30 am, at 299 Milwaukee. Each meeting will be preceded with updates on the Capital Improvements program.  The next Public Open House will be held July 18.  Watch for times and location in my July e-Talk in 10. Bike riding season is here!  Here are some bicycle safety tips from the Mayor’s Bicycle Advisory Committee.  As you ride, please remember,
1) Don’t ride on the sidewalk.  It is illegal unless otherwise posted.

2) Stay to the right whenever possible
3) Remain 3-4 feet away from parked cars to avoid unexpectedly opening doors

4) Ride predictably and maintain a straight line so that motorists can gauge what you are doing.  Don’t weave in and out of parked cars.

5) Take the entire lane of traffic if there is not enough room for you and a passing car to share the lane.  Ride in the center of the lane when you need to take the whole lane.

6) Use hand signals to indicate when you will stop, slow down, turn, and make a lane change.

7) Make eye contact with motorists at intersections

8) If you’re in a crash with a motor vehicle, call the police and file a report.

9) Always wear a helmet and use reflectors on your bike

Watering Rules from Denver Water
Denver Water’s summer watering rules took effect May 1, and this year the utility will be stepping up enforcement with roving water monitors.

The rules are mandatory and are as follows:

· No lawn watering between 10 am and 6 pm 
· Do not waste water by allowing it to pool in gutters, streets, and alleys 
· Do not waste water by letting it spray on concrete and asphalt 
· Repair leaking sprinkler systems within 10 days 
· Do not use spray irrigation while it is raining or during high winds 
· There are no assigned watering days, but watering more than three days per week is prohibited 
The enhanced enforcement of watering rules fits in with Tap Smart Denver Water’s new program aimed at promoting conservation and reducing water use by at least 22 percent by 2016 from 2001.  System-wide water use in 2007 was 20% lower than 2001 use levels.  Denver city government, committed to setting a good example, reduced water use by more than 30% in 2007 compared with 2001.  Recent snowpack readings show that there is a high likelihood that all of Denver Water’s reservoirs will fill with spring runoff.  Still, by remaining Tap Smart and using only the water they need, Denver Water customers can help minimize impacts to reservoirs during the hottest months of summer when reservoir levels begin to drop.  A long-term commitment to efficient water use will also help postpone or avoid spending more money on other supply options, support the preservation of Colorado’s natural environment and help manage some of the challenges and uncertainties that climate change may present.

Denver Water customers will receive a brochure by mail that provides instructions for the 2008 Summer Water Use program and provides helpful information for determining the correct amount of water for healthy landscapes.

Customers found breaking the watering rules will be warned on the first violation, receive a $50 fine on the second violation and a $100 fine on the third.  Continued violations can result in suspension of service.

Water waste can be reported in two ways: 1) If it is water waste in Denver parks call 3-1-1 2) To report water waste anywhere else, call Denver Water at 303-893-2444.
Xcel Energy Explains National Vegetation Management Requirements

  
Trees growing or falling into power lines are one of the most common causes of power outages in Colorado, and across the country. As a result of wide-scale power outages in other areas of the country, state and federal regulatory agencies have increased vegetation management requirements to ensure electricity system reliability, including prevention of tree-to-power line contacts. 

 

In recognition of the importance of proper clearance between vegetation and electricity wires, Xcel Energy is implementing an enhanced vegetation management program in the areas we serve. The program is essential to further ensure reliability and remain in compliance with state and federal requirements. Xcel Energy is sensitive to property owners' concerns about its line-clearance work, and its policy is to make every reasonable effort to provide adequate notice to homeowners before any vegetation management work takes place on their property.

Graffiti Update

Spring is a time for beautiful weather, and unfortunately, that brings out an increase in graffiti vandalism as well.  For example, during the month of March, Denver abated 9,286 square feet of graffiti in Council District 10 and 392,987 square feet in the City of Denver.  In fact, since April 2008, Denver has abated 1.4 million square feet of graffiti with a turn-around time on work orders averaging 2.2 days.  This compares to a 2007 April stat of 880,000 square feet removed and a turn-around time of 7.7 days for the same period.  
Here are some options to help keep your neighborhood graffiti free:
· Free Paint:  Denver citizens may arrange to pick up free supplies to paint their own property, paint over city dumpsters, and remove graffiti from traffic signs.  Call the Graffiti Hotline at 720-865-STOP (7867) to request free paint.  Store it in your garage and share it with your neighbors. 
· Free Removal:  If you see graffiti in your neighborhood or your own property you can call 3-1-1 or the Graffiti Hotline 720-865-STOP (7867) or go online to www.denvergov.org/graffiti and city crews will remove it free of charge. 
· Please help the City expedite graffiti requests by reporting exact addresses and locations of graffiti.  The process may be delayed if a location is too vague.  Example:  Address:  1000 Main St.  Location:  On the garage facing the alley.  

· Property owners must give permission for city workers to remove graffiti from their property on the forms available at www.Denvergov.org/graffiti.   

Last November, Denver City Council approved C.B. 673 after working closely with the Graffiti Task Force to draft the new enforcement ordinance.  Here are the changes to the graffiti fines and service structure:
· The first offense is 10 hours of community service and a mandatory fine of $100.  
· The second offense is 20 hours and $200, and the third is 30 hours and $300.  If someone doesn’t have the money to pay the fine in full, the new ordinance allows them to make installments.  
· The bill is also structured in a way that keeps student violators in school and assigns their public service during off-school hours.  
· Property owners will also have a hand in wiping out the graffiti faster.  The time allowed to remove graffiti is cut sharply from 10 days to 48 hours for businesses and 72 hours for residential property.  

Evidence suggests that the longer graffiti sits, the more likely it is to attract more graffiti.  To that end, Denver just added another graffiti abatement truck to its fleet and 2 graffiti removal crews.  The City has also hired a graffiti inspector to help enforce the strengthened removal regulations Council passed last year.  Denver is also taking part in a beta test of newly developed graffiti surveillance system.  When the video recording unit is activated via graffiti-related motion, it sends real-time text alerts of the event to designated mobile phones, as well as JPEG images of the event to designated e-mail addresses, enabling law enforcement to dispatch resources and catch taggers in the act.  Hopefully, the Graffiti Cams will enable law enforcement to catch taggers in the act, rather than trying to track them down after the fact.  

Insulate and Seal Rebates now Available for 100 Denver Homeowners
Properly insulating and sealing a home can help reduce monthly energy bills and make your home more comfortable.  Greenprint Denver has partnered with the Colorado Energy Science Center (CESC) and the Governor’s Energy Office “2008 Insulate Colorado” program to offer cash-back rebates to qualifying homeowners in the City and County of Denver that make these energy-efficient improvements to their homes. 

The rebates will be issued for the installation of either attic or exterior wall insulation and basic air sealing measures, performed by an approved contractor (do-it-yourself projects are not eligible).  The rebate will cover 20% of the total cost of insulation and air sealing upgrades or $300, whichever is less.  Rebates will be awarded on a first-come, first-served basis until program funding is exhausted. This is a limited time offer, with funding for approximately 100 rebates. Rebates are not guaranteed. 
Insulating an older home or one with inadequate insulation can reduce energy bills up to 30%.  Insulation also effectively reduces noise transmission through floors and through interior and exterior walls.  Buildings contribute over 50% of Denver’s greenhouse gas emissions, with Denver’s residential housing responsible for 14% alone.   

How to Participate 
Homeowners must be residents of the City and County of Denver, perform the installation on an existing residential dwelling’s attic or exterior wall insulation and submit the following documentation to the Colorado Energy Science Center (see complete Program Guidelines below): 

1. A completed Insulate Colorado Homeowner Rebate Request Form (Download PDF Here)
2. Insulation and air sealing upgrades must be completed by an eligible contractor company http://www.colorado.gov/energy/residential/InsulateColoradoContractors.asp.  Make sure to get a copy of the contractor’s invoice showing total job costs and measures installed. 
3. After the installation is completed, an “Insulation Card” will be provided by the installer to demonstrate to CESC/GEO that sufficient insulation was applied to the area.  You will need a copy of the official “Insulation Card” demonstrating the amount of insulation added.

 Information for Denver Voters in Mail Last Week
Denver voters should be on the look out for important mail from the Denver Elections Division over the next week. The mailer contains important information about voting in the 2008 elections. 

This is the first of three mail pieces Denver voters will receive from the division this election season, as part of its 2008 voter information campaign. This week’s mailer details voting options for Denver voters, and contains a form allowing voters to apply for a mail-in ballot or update their voter registration information.

Voters in Denver will have three choices of how to vote this year: 

1. Vote by mail;

2. Vote at an early voting location; or 

3. Vote at a combined polling place on Election Day

Voters who prefer a mailed ballot will see a new option this year: they can opt to be placed on the permanent mail-in ballot list, thus eliminating the need to apply every year. Colorado law was changed in 2007 to allow permanent mail-in ballot status, or choose the elections in which they’d like to vote by mail.

The mailing also contains background information on the decision to return to a polling place, the paper ballot vote model, and key dates and deadlines.

The form that is included in the mailing is imprinted with basic voter registration information, so voters will know whether their registration information is in need of updating. It also indicates whether the voter is on the mail-in ballot list already.

Timeline for Democratic National Convention Parade Route Information
The City and County of Denver announced a timeline for the availability of information about street parades during the Democratic National Convention in late August.

As an expression of support for the rights of people to express their views safely and in a manner that respects the rights of others along with local, state and federal laws, the City and County of Denver announced in February its intention to provide a Designated Parade Route and waive its standard fees, making it available free-of-charge to groups wishing to conduct parades during the week of the Convention.  Beginning in early March, the City received requests to use the Designated Parade Route, along with applications to conduct parades elsewhere in the downtown area.

By June 12, 2008 the street-by-street Designated Parade Route and its hours of operation will be announced.  Specific details about the terminus will not be available at this time, but the parade route will end within walking distance of a public viewing area.  While details about the public viewing area are not yet available, it will be within sight and sound of the delegates entering the Pepsi Center.  The public viewing area will be open to the general public.  No permits are required and no time allocations or priorities will be provided.  All activities within the public viewing area remain subject to local, state and federal laws.  By June 12, 2008, the City will begin the process of allocating space and time on the Designated Parade Route for groups wishing to use this route, with the goal of accommodating up to three parades a day.  The City will also begin processing applications to conduct parades elsewhere in the downtown area. 

By June 19, 2008, all requests for access to the Designated Parade Route will be processed; any competing requests will be resolved through a public drawing, and applicants will be notified as to the time slot(s) they are being offered.  Applications for other parade routes will also be evaluated by this time. 
Once this process is complete, if there is additional space and time remaining on the Designated Parade Route, other groups will have an opportunity to apply for use of the route.
