Summer usually means swimming, biking, farmers’ markets, backyard barbecues, and outdoor concerts, movies and story hours.  And we certainly have all of those listed in this newsletter.  

This year summer also means citizen involvement!  I want to bring your attention to some important public meetings (more information is provided below in the articles):  

· If you are into zoning and land use, be sure to attend the District 10 Denver zoning code meeting on June 30.  The whole city, including your property, is being re-zoned. 

· If you care about recycling, composting, and issues around trash collection, then be sure to attend the meeting on the City’s new Solid Waste Management Plan on June 9 or 16.
· Or if the declining city budget and city services in general worry you, please attend the Mayor’s budget meeting on June 24 to learn more and give your input.
Fortunately, for those of you who just can’t make it to all these meetings for the public discussion, each article below gives information on how you can weigh in online.

I’m proud of and value the active citizen involvement and awareness in District 10.  As always, feel free to e-mail me or my staff with questions and comments. 

New Zoning Code Council District 10 Map Public Meeting and Presentation
Revising the Denver Zoning Code has been a 4-year city initiative.  Council’s goal is to adopt a new zoning code for Denver by the end of this year.  Public input is essential!  I hope that you were able to attend one of the 5 Round 1 citywide meetings held throughout May to introduce the basics of the new zoning code to the public.  If you were unable to attend, you can view a video of the central Denver meeting by clicking here and selecting New Zoning Code- Public Workshop Launch dated May 15, 2009.   

In June and August, the Planning Department will be facilitating meetings especially designed for Council District 10.  Each meeting will begin with a presentation of the Draft Code and Draft Maps by Community Planning and Development (CPD).  Then CPD will divide attendees into small groups for facilitated discussions of the draft code and maps where staff will respond to questions and record recommendations.  The input will be used for revisions to the draft code and draft map.  The Council District 10 meetings are scheduled for:  
· Round 2: Tuesday, June 30, 2009 - 6:00-9:00pm, National Jewish, Molly Blank Conference Center, 1400 Jackson Street 
· Round 3: Tuesday, August 25, 2009 - 6:00-9:00pm, National Jewish, Molly Blank Conference Center, 1400 Jackson Street 
Community, Planning and Development has announced that the first DRAFT version of the Zoning Code has been published for public viewing and comment on the New Zoning Code website.  To view the DRAFT Zoning Code please click here.  The maps will be posted for each Council District after their Round 2 meeting (so District 10’s map will go online after the 30th).  You can visit the website at www.newcodedenver.org and find a lot of other useful information as well.  They have a special system set up so that you can comment on your computer as you read through the code, so please share your thoughts.  I will also have a hard copy of the code in my office and my assistants are up-to-date.  Please feel free to stop by and chat.  
You can also view the most recent Council Matters taping that features Councilwoman Carla Madison and myself talking about the Zoning Code Update by clicking here and then selecting the May 28 video.  This will also be playing on Denver Channel 8 throughout the month of June on Mondays and Saturdays at noon, Thursdays and Sundays at 7 pm and Tuesdays at 8:30 am and 4:30 pm.

2010 City Budget Public Meetings
The City and County of Denver is working to address a projected $70 million gap in its 2010 budget.  Given the economic conditions over the last 12 months, the City has already taken steps to decrease expenditures and increase efficiencies including: reducing the City’s fleet, consolidating the City’s payroll function, reducing payroll increases, slowing hiring, turning up the temperature in city buildings, implementing furlough days, and centralizing finance functions into the Department of Finance.  As city departments begin to prepare the 2010 budget, the Mayor’s Office is seeking your input!  In September, the Mayor’s Office will submit its proposed budget to City Council.  We invite you to attend one of our public meetings and/or take the public input survey online.

The Downtown/Central Denver Meeting is June 24 at the Denver Public Library, 10 W 14th Avenue Pkwy, Denver, CO 80202 from 12:00pm to 1:30pm.  I hope you can attend and share your input with the Mayor and senior city staff as we move into some tough budget decisions for 2010.

Denver Public Works Solid Waste Management Master Plan Public Meeting
Denver Public Works/ Solid Waste Management is holding a series of public meetings to gather community input for the Solid Waste Management Master Plan.  While many people can’t believe that Denver is holding public meetings to discuss garbage, the need for this Master Plan is vital as a long term guide that outlines the future of solid waste services in Denver.  Please remember that this discussion includes recycling, so if you are one of the multi-unit building residents that have called my office expressing your frustrations regarding paying for commercial recycling services, now is your chance to share your concerns with Public Works.  The meetings will consist of a presentation on the current services provided by the city and solicit feedback about citizen priorities for future service.  The Denver Solid Waste Management Master Plan will be a twenty year guide for how and what the City provides as part of the solid waste management services and how the Greenprint Denver waste diversion goals will be achieved.  These community meetings are specifically seeking to determine individual and community values around solid waste management services.

There are five meetings taking place city-wide.  The 2 meetings closest to District 10 are:

CHUN People’s Fair June 6 & 7 and Street Closures
The Capitol Hill People’s Fair is a great community celebration.  Join in by attending on Saturday and Sunday, June 6 and 7 in Denver Civic Center.  The event will be open from 10 am – 8 pm on Saturday and 10 am – 7 pm on Sunday.  Admission is free!  It was first organized to raise awareness about the social service organizations, non-profits, vendors, merchants, restaurants and musicians within Greater Capitol Hill and is produced by Capitol Hill United Neighborhoods, Inc. (CHUN), a registered Denver neighborhood organization.  Over the years, CHUN and the People’s Fair have given back over $900,000 to the Greater Capitol Hill community through grants to non-profit organizations and proceeds from the sale of tickets and beverages at the People’s Fair.   

The CHUN Capitol Hill People’s Fair is one of the largest two-day festivals in the country with over 250,000 fairgoers, and is one of Colorado’s longest-running outdoor urban festivals featuring handmade arts & crafts, food from local restaurants, a kids and family area, a wine pavilion and live local entertainment. · Friday, June 5 – 9:00am 14th Ave. from Cherokee to Broadway, Cheyenne Place from Broadway to Colfax, Bannock from 13th Ave. to 14th Ave.

· Friday, June 5 – 6:30pm 14th Ave. from Broadway to Lincoln, Colfax from Cherokee to Lincoln, 14th Street from Court Place to Colfax, 15th Street from Cleveland Place to Colfax

· Friday, June 5 – 7:00pm Broadway (local traffic only) from 17th Ave. to 16th Ave., Broadway from 17th Ave. to 13th Ave.
The Denver Police will re-open all streets at approximately 3:00 am Monday, June 8, and meters will be unbagged at 9:00 am.  
Cheesman “First Sunday in the Park” Auto-Free Days and “One Book, One Sunday” Children’s Literacy Program
At the last minute, the rainy Saturday weather turned around gave us a warm, sunny Sunday day on May 3 for a very successful “First Sunday in the Park” Auto-Free Days and “One Book, One Sunday” Children’s Literacy Program.  The next closure date is Sunday, June 7.
To provide greater predictability and increase public use, Cheesman Park roads will be closed to automobile traffic the first Sunday of each month May through September.  On May 3, June 7, July 5, August 2, and September 6, Cheesman Park roads will be closed from 5:00 am to 6:00 pm to enhance the pedestrian and biking experience in the park.  I encourage you, your family, and friends to come and enjoy a safe, peaceful day in the park.
During the “First Sunday in the Park” auto-free days, children ages 2- 8 are invited to attend “One Book, One Sunday” at 11:30 at the Pavilion.  Come and join educators as they explore nature through stories and a children’s activity based on the book.  This event is sponsored by Councilwoman Jeanne Robb, Cheesman Park Advocacy Group, Tattered Cover Book Store and Children’s Museum of Denver.  We had a great turnout in May and expect the word to spread for the June event.  The June 7 book is Brown Bear, Brown Bear, What do you See? and the activity involves discovering what animals live in the park.  “One Book, One Sunday” will not take place on Sunday, July 5 because of the 3rd Annual Independence Day Cheesman Park Kids Parade taking place on Saturday, July 4.

On Saturday, July 4th, join kids of all ages for the 3rd Annual Independence Day Cheesman Park Kids Parade.  Meet at the east side of Cheesman Park beginning at 9 am near the Pavilion fountains and bring your decorated or undecorated bicycles, tricycles, wagons, and doll carriages.  Decorations such as streamers and crepe papere are available at the parade provided by Cheesman Park Advocacy Group (CPAG).  Please note, “One Book, One Sunday” will not take place on Sunday, July 5 because of the 3rd Annual Independence Day Cheesman Park Kids Parade taking place on Saturday, July 4.  

The Parade begins at 10:00 am just south of the Cheesman Pavilion on the east side of the park.  Guides will help the children with the process.  Automobile traffic will be routed away from the parade route.  Many activities are planned before and after the Parade so be sure that you don’t miss out.  We estimated well over 200 parade participants last year!

Denver PrideFest 2009:  Street Closures

This year’s PrideFest celebration will take place in Denver’s Civic Center on Saturday-Sunday, June 27-28, 2009.  PrideFest is the annual event of the Gay, Lesbian, Bisexual and Transgendered Community Center of Colorado (GLBTCCC).  It is the major fundraising event for this organization, and combines a parade, rally, entertainment, food, beverage and merchandise sales. Here are the related street closures.  These streets will all be reopened by Sunday, June 28 at 11:59 pm:
· Bannock from Colfax to 13th Avenue 6:00 am closure

· 14th Avenue from Cherokee to Broadway 6:00 am closure 

· Colfax Avenue (Eastbound) from Cherokee to Lincoln 6:00 pm closure
· Colfax Avenue (Westbound) from Lincoln to Cherokee 6:30 pm closure

· Broadway from 16th Street Mall to 13th Avenue 7:00 pm closure

The PrideFest parade begins at 9:30 am at Cheesman Park on Sunday, June 28 and then heads west down Colfax ending in Civic Center.  As always, Denver Police will be staffing each intersection allowing traffic to cross Colfax.  

PrideFest has also contracted with the Denver Police Department, Guardian Angels and Argus Security for event security.  Trash pick up and disposal is a top priority for the event and will be maintained throughout the event days by a professional trash management company. 
Bike to Work Day Wednesday June 24 

Wednesday, June 24, 2009 is the Denver region’s Bike to Work Day.  The annual, nationwide event aims to encourage commuting by bicycle to reduce motorized vehicle emissions and traffic congestion, as well as save individuals money on commuting costs and help them add exercise into their daily routines.  There are many activities that you can take part in from registering your company to participate, ordering a t-shirt, winning prizes, stopping at breakfast stations, and volunteering.  To learn more about the event please click here.  Bike to Work Day 2008 involvement increased by 43% last year with around 35,000 cyclists participating and it is only anticipated to grow – so join in!
Careful planning can really take the stress out of biking to work.  The fastest and safest route may not be the same one you follow each day in your car.  Click here to view a list of resources to help you find the best way to work.  For Denver bike route information take a look at our bike map website: http://denvergov.org/Bikemaps.  
Tell your friends to use the free bike parking provided at the Cherry Creek Bike Rack – for more information go to: http://cherrycreekbikerack.com.  There will be over 125 “breakfast stations” set up throughout the metro Denver and Boulder area.  Most locations will be open from 6:30 – 9 am.  Click here to view locations.  One of these locations is in the Greek Theater in Civic Center where you can receive free breakfast snacks, coffee, and win prizes.   

Here are some bicycle safety tips from the Mayor’s Bicycle Advisory Committee:

1. Don’t ride on the sidewalk.  It is illegal unless otherwise posted.
2. Stay to the right whenever possible

3. Remain 3-4 feet away from parked cars to avoid unexpectedly opening doors
4. Ride predictably and maintain a straight line so that motorists can gauge what you are doing.  Don’t weave in and out of parked cars.
5. Take the entire lane of traffic if there is not enough room for you and a passing car to share the lane.  Ride in the center of the lane when you need to take the whole lane.
6. Use hand signals to indicate when you will stop, slow down, turn, and make a lane change.
7. Make eye contact with motorists at intersections
8. If you’re in a crash with a motor vehicle, call the police and file a report.

9. Always wear a helmet and use reflectors on your bike
The Colorado Bicycle Safety Bill goes into effect on August 5, 2009.  Here are the new provisions:

· Passing – The bill gives motorists more freedom to safely pass a bicyclist by allowing them to cross the centerline when safe to do so.  This makes it easier to provide bicyclists a minimum three feet passing distance and helps keep traffic moving. 
· Lane Position - Clarifying language gives bicyclists the ability to ride as far right as is safe.  On one-way roads with more than one lane, bicyclists may ride as far left as is safe, particularly for turning purposes.  

· More Than One Ride - The bill clarifies that bicyclists may pass one another or ride side-by-side if they are not impeding the normal and reasonable movement of traffic.
· Anti- Harassment - Language in the bill makes throwing an object towards a bicyclist a class 2 misdemeanor and driving towards a bicyclist in a dangerous manner a careless driving offense.
If you are biking and feel like a vehicle driver is behaving aggressively or unsafely, you can call the Colorado State Patrol at hotline at *277 from any mobile phone or 303-239-4501 from a non-mobile phone.  Be prepared to share the vehicle license plate number, location and direction of travel, and vehicle and driver description if possible.  The State Patrol keeps an aggressive driver database and sends a warning letter to the driver after receiving three complaints.  If they receive additional complaints, they send an officer to make personal contact and take appropriate enforcement action.  If you are not on a state highway, make sure that the State Patrol takes your report for the aggressive driver database and then they will connect you to the local police to file a report.  In the case of an emergency dial 9-1-1.  
Denver Public Library Ross-Cherry Creek Branch Library Closes in July for Better Denver Bond Repairs and Renovations
 
Beginning on Thursday, July 9th, the Ross-Cherry Creek Branch Library at 305 Milwaukee will be close for around 4 months for repairs and renovations as part of the Better Denver Bond program passed by voters in November 2007.  While the branch closing is disruptive to library customers, it is necessary to accelerate completion of the badly needed renovations and building upgrades.  

 

The Branch renovations will feature redesigned, state-of-the-art service points, redesigned Children's area, upgrades to conference and meeting spaces, improvements to public access computing areas, improved interior lighting and new paint, carpeting and furnishings throughout.  Denver Public Library plans on having a re-opening celebration at the end of the work and we will keep you updated on that event.

Large Item Pickup Services Provided by Denver

If you weren’t able to sell that large item at your yard or garage sale, Denver offers large item pickup services!  Denver residents that have trash service provided by the City & County of Denver/Solid Waste Management may have large items (such as furniture and mattresses) picked up on a five week rotation schedule.  Items intended for pickup should be set out by 7 am the morning of the collection.  LIP items should be placed 4 feet away from the trash cans, dumpsters or other obstructions (recycling carts, cars, poles, mailboxes, etc).  
There are three ways to find out when your assigned LIP week is:

(1) Download an annual calendar by clicking here.  
(2) Get your next scheduled collection date by entering your address at this link. 
(3) Call 3-1-1 (if calling from outside of Denver dial 720-913-1311).

  
Barrel and manual customers should set out LIP items on their regular day of service during assigned LIP week.  Dumpster customers should set out LIP items on the Monday during the assigned LIP week.  The LIP items will then be collected during the week.  LIP trucks only go through each alley once during the week of that areas’ LIP schedule.  Denver does not collect the following items through LIP service: branches over 4 feet in length or 4 inches in diameter, household hazardous waste, motor oil, auto parts (including tires), tree stumps, fireplace or barbeque ashes, railroad ties, concrete, rocks, soil or sod, building materials or demolition debris.     

Additionally, by appointment, Solid Waste Management customers are eligible for complimentary appliance collection.  Freon and other large metal appliances (white goods) is done by a private contractor.  Denver ensures that the metals are recycled and the freon is handled in an environmentally safe manner. Disposal of items that are not collected through the Large Item Pickup are the responsibility of the homeowner.  Solid Waste Management has a referral list of Registered Haulers  (private companies that provide hauling service in the City and County of Denver).  Hauling/disposal fees are determined by the individual company.  

Volunteer for the Cheesman Park “Energy Blitz”

Join together with fellow Capitol Hill residents, Capitol Hill United Neighborhoods (CHUN), Capitol Hill United Ministries (CHUM), Greenprint Denver and their partners to bring energy efficiency and weatherization upgrades to the community.  The project is an exciting community effort that will save money on utility bills, and make our entire neighborhood more beautiful and environmentally friendly.

The “Neighborhood Blitz” will take place on Saturday morning June 27 and Tuesday evening June 30 in the Cheesman Park neighborhood. Volunteers will go door-to-door to provide residents a free CFL porch light bulb, free curbside recycling registration, and post cards that residents can fill out and mail to reduce junk mail.  Residents will also be invited to sign up for a free street tree, a low-cost home energy audit, and Xcel’s Windsource program, which allows residents to purchase wind energy for their homes.  Free home energy audits, weatherization and energy upgrades are available to some households, depending on income. Significant rebates are available to everyone.

Cheesman Park is the first neighborhood in the Capitol Hill area to participate in this citywide effort.   CHUN hopes to conduct similar “blitzes” in other Capitol Hill neighborhoods. Congress Park Pool:

The Congress Park Pool opened Monday, June 1st.  Daily admissions fees are $2.00 for youth ages 2 – 17 and seniors age 65+ and $3 for adults ages 18 – 64.  Pool passes are available, but I would recommend waiting a little while before purchasing youth passes as Denver is still trying to find a donor to provide funding so that Denver public pools are free to youth as they were last year. Outdoor Markets and Farmers Markets in or near District 10
Civic Center Café & Outdoor Market kicks off on Tuesday, June 16.  Named best new farmers market of 2006 by Westword, the Civic Center Café & Outdoor Market is open every Tuesday from 11 am to 2 pm – complete with bistro seating, tasty lunch options, live music, and locally grown produce and goods.  The market will run until September 29 (excluding September 8).
Cherry Creek Farmers’ Market started Saturday, May 2.  Touted as Denver’s “Top Market” this market brings local organic fruits and vegetables, Colorado wines and other specialties in an open-air market setting.  The Farmers’ Market is held in the Bed Bath and Beyond parking lot at 1st and University every Wednesday, June 3 – September 30 from 9 am – 1 pm and every Saturday May 2 – October 31 from 8 am – 1 pm.  

City Park Esplanade Fresh Market started Sunday, May 10.  This market is presented near the Sullivan Fountain, across from the Lowenstein Complex at Colfax and Columbine.  This is one of the easiest local markets to use public transportation or bicycle to and may neighbors have turned it into their usual Sunday event.  The market takes place every Sunday, May 10 – November 1 from 9 am – 1 pm.  

Visiting Nurse Association takes place at 390 Grant on the 2nd and 4th Saturdays from June – October from 8 am – 2 pm.  New this year, this market will feature locally-grown organic fruits and vegetables as well as fresh-baked goods, flowers and plans.  This is held across the street from the VNA office, just one block south of Speer.  
 
Fire Pits and Outdoor Fires:  What is Legal and Illegal
It’s summer and, like me, you’re probably spending more time in the yard.  Many people like to build patio areas in their yards, but make sure you think twice before you install or light a fire in that fire pit, outdoor fireplace, or chiminea.
Even though portable fire pits and chimineas are fashionable and widely offered for sale in garden centers and home stores, open burning of wood (including fire-logs) is outlawed in Denver without permits from the Denver Department of Environmental Health and Fire Prevention and Investigation Division.  This regulation stems from the years of Denver’s “brown cloud” and the area’s subsequent efforts to maintain clean air standards.  Please note that home barbeques or portable fire pits using propane, natural gas or charcoal briquettes, are exempt from this rule. 
Open burning permits are rarely issued to individuals, and permits are never issued for chimineas.  If you would like to pursue open burning, you must obtain permits from two different agencies:

If you do obtain permits for open burning in an approved fire pit or outdoor fireplace for a special event, the permits from both agencies indicating their approval must be posted on site and a variety of requirements must be met.  If you have questions, don’t hesitate to contact the above agencies.  Additional materials about open burning are available on their websites.  
Beware of Summer Rainstorms on Denver’s Streets and Trails
Summer rainstorms in Denver are common throughout June, July and August.  Please remember that floods caused by the rain can occur anywhere, with floodwaters rising gradually or flash floods striking suddenly.  Water's powerful force can easily overtake vehicles caught in a flood.  Denver is experiencing higher than normal water levels in our rivers and streams as a result of the recent weather conditions, and many of our urban trails are flooding to varying degrees. 

Safety tips for walking or cycling on urban trails:

· When rain is falling, it’s best not to walk or bike near a river or stream, even on Denver’s paved urban bike and walking trails; water flow can quickly increase and flooding can occur without notice. 
· Never take shelter in a culvert or in an enclosed space, especially in low elevations by rivers and streams. Always go to higher ground out of the flow of water.

· Never allow children to play around streams, drainage ditches, viaducts, or storm drains.
What residents can do to help:
· Please ensure that your trash or recycling container is not in the gutter flow line or obstructing a drain or inlet. Do not put lawn clippings or yard debris in the gutter.
· Pick up litter, branches or any other loose items that could potentially interfere with storm water drainage on the street.
To report significant flooding issues call 9-1-1 or 3-1-1 depending upon the level of the emergency.

June 1-15 Home Renovation Bonanza: City Council Waived Permit Fees
For a limited time, June 1 - 15, 2009, Denver is issuing FREE construction permits to homeowners and licensed contractors making qualified home improvements or repairs to existing one and two family dwellings, which can increase the value of the home.

The Home Renovation Bonanza is offered in order to encourage the improvement of existing 1 and 2 family homes, raise property value and encourage homeowners to stay in existing homes.  Construction permit fees are based on the value of the project.  For example, a project of $500 or less has a permit fee of $20.  A project such as a basement remodel have fees of $35 for the first $2000, plus $8 for each additional $1,000.  Permits protect the resale value of your home.  Permits add value to your project and require that inspections be performed to verify that work was done correctly.  
A variety of home improvements are covered by the Home Renovation Bonanza, including:

· Basic Interior Remodel of existing 1 or 2 Family Dwelling (existing Kitchen, Bath or Bedroom) 
· Basement Remodel of existing 1 or 2 Family Dwelling 
· Residential 1 or 2 Family Roof Covering Repair or Replacement 
· Wall Insulation 
· Replacement of water heaters 
· Change out central heating and air 
· Residential Photo Voltaic Systems 
· Stucco or siding home exteriors 

To qualify for a FREE HOME RENOVATION BONANZA permit, the following conditions apply:

· Projects in 1 and 2 family dwellings (Subject to International Residential Code) only 
· No new dwellings 
· No additions, garages, or accessory structures 
· Over-the-counter Quick Permits and/or 1 and 2 family walk-through plan review process only. 
· Permit shall be issued on the day of application 
· All permitted work shall be finished, inspected and approved within 180 days of permit issue 
· Any re-inspection fees shall apply 

· Permits will be issued from Downtown office only (201 W. Colfax Ave) 
Work issued under a permit must be completed within 180 days.  If it is not, the applicant will be required to reapply and pay for all inspections and permit fees.  The free building permits can be obtained between 7:30 a.m. and 4 p.m., Monday through Friday, at the permit counter on the second floor of the Webb Municipal Building, 201 W. Colfax Ave.

District 10 Construction Updates: Denver Public Works, Xcel, Denver Water and Metro Wastewater
Between regular Public Works maintenance and rehabilitation, projects funded by the 2007 Denver bond, and utility upgrades and maintenance District 10 will certainly stay busy this summer!  While I know construction can be a headache, please remember that each of these projects is creating more jobs for Denver citizens and improving our economy.  

13th Avenue from York to Colorado COMPLETED!
Beginning in mid-October 2008, Denver and began $ 2.5 million in asphalt and concrete improvements on 13th Avenue from York to Colorado.  These much needed improvements were made possible because of the November 2007 bond approved by Denver voters.  The work took around 6 months and the final layer of paving was completed this last weekend on May 30 and 31.  The new paving and curb and gutter replacements look great!  If you had driven down this road in the last few years, I’m sure you noticed the large hump in the middle of the road with significant slopes down on either side to the curb.  This crown caused serious drainage and safety issues during bad weather.  As part of this project, the crown was removed and a significant amount of curb and gutter concrete was repaired and brought up to current standards.  There were also significant drainage improvements to remedy prior problems.  In total, 10 drop inlets were redone and 6 siphons were removed.  Additionally, the storm sewer along 13th from Elizabeth to Columbine and from Jackson to Harrison was replaced with much larger pipes.  The new pipe and appropriate elevations from Jackson to Harrison will allow the pipes to be connected to the storm sewer during a project to the north of this project that is anticipated in the next few years.  By planning ahead, Denver Wastewater will not have to cut back into the new pavement on 13th Avenue.  I appreciate the coordination between Public Works and other city agencies and utility companies so that these street improvements remain intact and last as long as possible.  
Clarkson Street Improvements from 8th Avenue to Colfax 
As part of the yearly Public Works maintenance of Denver streets, Clarkson Street from 8th Avenue to Colfax has been identified for significant improvements.  Noraa Concrete mobilized in early May to start removing and replacing any concrete that is overlaid by asphalt.  They will be overlaying the gutter with concrete against the existing flagstone.  They will be replacing any alley entrance, driveways, or handicap ramps that have the gutter overlaid with asphalt.  The contractor’s representative and Public Works will hand out advance notices a week in advance to keep nearby residents informed.  To complete the work in a timely manner they will be closing the parking lane on one side of Clarkson for approximately 6 blocks.  Noraa will be able to refurbish approximately two blocks of concrete on one side of the street every day.  Once the concrete work is completed, Public Works street maintenance will refurbish the asphalt with a mill and overlay, probably in late July.  Mill and Overlay is a major rehabilitation technique used on streets that are showing significant surface distress and some minor full depth deterioration.  In the process, the top 2 inches are milled off (recycled in asphalt production later) and replaced with a new layer of hot mixed asphalt.  The pavement will last greater than 12 years under normal circumstances.
Metro Wastewater Cherry Creek Rehabilitation Project on University, Speer, and 1st

I am sure that you have been seeing traffic impacts from this project as you drive along Speer Blvd between Washington and University.  The Metro Wastewater Reclamation District (the wastewater treatment agency for metropolitan Denver) has a continuous program for the inspection and rehabilitation of its interceptor sewers.  This program is intended to identify and repair sewers before there is a catastrophic failure occurs.  The Metro District Board of Directors has contracted with Spiniello Companies for rehabilitation work on various sections of the interceptors in need of repair running along Cherry Creek starting near the Cherry Creek Mall & University and traveling west down 1st Avenue and Speer to Wewatta Street.  This project started in late-March and will move down the route throughout the summer months finishing near the Pepsi Center in October.  The entire process takes approximately six to eight weeks for lengths of 10 to 15 blocks.  Then they move west to work on the next 10-15 blocks.  The first section of the project near the intersection of University Blvd. and First Ave. is complete.  The next phase will start near Downing Street and Speer Blvd. and travel west to approximately Bannock Street.  Two lanes of traffic will be closed periodically between Bannock and Downing for the next 10 weeks.  Some noise from generators and other machinery will also be associated with the work.  The Metro District plans to spend about $1.3 billion on capital improvements over the next 10 years, with $128 million going toward sewer improvements. The estimated price tag for this rehabilitation project is $8.6 million.  The Metro District treats about 140 million gallons of wastewater a day and is the largest wastewater treatment agency in the Rocky Mountain West. East 1st Avenue/East Speer Blvd. from Corona to University
This area was selected by Public Works for improvements and made possible because of the November 2007 bond approved by Denver voters.  This work includes removal and replacement of curb and gutter in necessary locations and the removal of the top 3 inch of paving and replacement.  This project work will follow shortly after the Metro Wastewater project in the same area so that residents only feel an impact once.
2009 Xcel Energy Denver Gas Pipe Replacement Project

In June, Xcel Energy plans to wrap up its gas pipe replacement project along 14th and 10th avenues and aims to begin work in four other parts of District 10.  The projects are part of the company’s five-year, $350 million project to replace nearly 100 linear miles of natural gas pipeline in the Denver metro area that will result in continued reliable gas service for current and new customers.
 
Work along 14th between Harrison and Fillmore, and on Harrison between 13th and 14th avenues is scheduled to end on June 10th. Work on Madison between 14th and 17th avenues should be finished on June 26th, while construction on Cook between 11th and 13th avenues should be completed on July 2nd.  In May, Xcel Energy’s started replacing gas pipe along 6th Avenue between Colorado Boulevard and Downing Street. That project still is scheduled to be completed by the end of August.
 
This month, the company has plans to begin four additional projects in District 10 and has provided us with tentative start and end dates.  On June 15, Xcel Energy plans to start a two-week project on Jackson Street between Bayaud and Cedar avenues.  The following week, June 22, a project is scheduled to start along 4th Avenue between Jackson and Josephine streets, including work on Josephine between 3rd and 5th avenues. Construction may last until the end of September.  Two projects are planned to start on June 29. One will have Cook Street between 1st and Ellsworth avenues under construction for three weeks. The other will impact the area between Vine and Lafayette between 1st and 4th avenues until the end of September.
 
A week prior to each project, residents and businesses will receive a flyer describing the work, including a contact number for the project manager because each segment of the project may have a different manager and number.  Trenching or boring may be necessary to install the new pipe.  Dirt piles from construction will be surrounded by “socks” to prevent run-off into the sewer system, and regular street-sweeping will occur.  Traffic control devices and “No Parking” signs will be placed on the streets before work begins.  Permanent street and sidewalk repairs will be made after construction is completed.  
The public can track the progress of Xcel Energy’s Denver Gas Pipe Replacement project online by clicking here.  Residents also can sign up to receive email alerts and updates and ask questions about the project by sending an email to infocolorado@xcelenergy.com.  Questions also can be answered by calling Xcel Energy’s customer care line at 1-800-895-4999.  As a reminder, because natural gas has no odor, Xcel Energy adds a harmless chemical called mercaptan that has been described as having a rotten egg or sulfur-like smell.  If you think there might be a gas leak in or near your home, immediately leave the area.  When you are a safe distance away, call Xcel Energy’s emergency gas line at 1-800-895-2999 or 911.  Never use a phone, cell phone, electrical switch, lights, garage door openers, matches or anything that may create static or a spark in an area where there might be a gas leak.

Denver Water 2009 Pipe Rehabilitation Project

Starting at the end of May and continuing through October, Denver Water will be cleaning and lining water mains that supply water to the Congress Park area.  Prior to work on any street, residents and businesses will receive a flyer describing the work, including a contact number for the project manager.  While this work is in progress, residents and businesses along the route will be provided with a temporary water supply since the water main must be taken out of service for cleaning.  Denver Water and Xcel Energy are working in close communication with Denver’s Traffic Engineering Services team to make sure that they are not closing streets adjacent to one another at the same time.  Here are streets that should anticipate some work:

· Elizabeth from 7th to 9th
· Clayton from 6th to 7th and from 11th to Colfax

· Detroit from 11th to 13th
· Fillmore from 6th to Colfax

· St. Paul from 7th to 11th and 12th to 14th
· Adams from 6th to 14th
· Madison from 6th to 10th
· Garfield from 7th to 12th
· Harrison from 10th to 12th
· 10th from Clayton to Madison

· 12th from Josephine to St. Paul
