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Construction Alert:  Street, Bridge and Water Improvements around District 10
Council District 10 is receiving over $1.5 million dollars in street maintenance in the upcoming summer and fall.  At this point, this list does not include projects funded by the Infrastructure Bond Project voted for by voters in November.  Various areas of District 10 are going to be seeing some road construction and improvements using several different processes to smooth out our roads.  
· Mill and Overlay:  Mill and Overlay is a major rehabilitation technique used on streets that are showing significant surface distress and some minor full depth deterioration.  In the process, the top 2 inches are milled off (recycled in asphalt production later) and replaced with a new layer of hot mixed asphalt.  The pavement will last greater than 12 years under normal circumstances.
· Washington Street from East 8th Avenue to Colfax.  This area has been milled, but Xcel needs to replace a gas line that will delay repaving by 1 month.  Public Works has placed a thin corrective course of pavement down to keep things held together and then final paving will occur in June.
· East 8th Avenue from Downing to York and Steele  to Colorado
· Chipseal/Capeseal:  Chipsealing is a minor treatment where existing pavement is coated in a light application of asphalt oil, rock chips are placed and rolled into the oil and 24 hours later a second light application of oil is added to further glue down the rock.  This treatment lasts six to eight years and is suitable for streets with minor surface defects.  Capesealing is an extension of the chipseal process.  Instead of the final surface coating of oil, a thin lift of oil and sand is placed that fills in the voids of the chipseal process and creates a smoother surface with virtually no loose rock.  The following streets will have either chipseal or capeseal done:

· Alamo Placita area bounded by Grant, Downing, Speer, and 6th Avenue (not including most of Downing, Speer or 6th Avenue). 
· Cherry Creek North Area bounded by Steele, Colorado, 1st Avenue, and 6th Avenue (not including Colorado, 1st Avenue, or 6th Avenue).
· The work on the above two areas will begin at the end of May and beginning of June and will be completed by the DNC event.

· If you area is affected, you should be receiving a flyer distributed by A-1 Chipseal, the contractor for the project.  If you park on the street, you will have to move your car for two days.  Cars not moved will be towed (possibly to the north side of 6th Avenue from the projects).

The 13th Avenue Waste Water Project Public Works Wastewater Division will begin construction of this portion of the 2008 General Storm Sewer Program towards the end of May and construction is anticipated to last around 10 days.  Citizens who live in the area and may be impacted by this work will be given written notice of the when’s, why’s, and how’s before construction begins.  Additionally, the contractor will be placing a reader board in advance of construction to alert commuters who utilize 13th Avenue that one lane will be closed from time to time during the 10 day period.

Denver Public Works is rehabilitating the University Boulevard Bridge over Cherry Creek between Cherry Creek Drive North and Cherry Creek Drive South.  Construction will begin May 15, 2008 and is scheduled for completions in three months.  Signs will be in place informing residents of the lane closures and construction.  Scope of work includes:
· Removing and replacing the existing median
· Replacement of the joints in both bridges
· Reconstructing the traffic signals on the north side of the project
· Concrete pavement replacement on the south side of the project

The project will be built in four phases.  During each phase two lanes of traffic will remain open in each direction, as well as left turn lanes onto Cherry Creek Drive North and Cherry Creek Drive South.  The bike path under the bridges will remain open during construction with some minor closures. 

· Phase 1: The work zone will be located in the center area of the bridges and traffic lanes will be shifted to the outside of the bridges.  
· Phase 2: The construction will take place in the outside lanes of the bridges and traffic lanes will be shifted to the center area of the bridges.  
· Phase 3: The work will be located on the northbound bridge and traffic lanes will be located on each bridge.  
· Phase 4: The center area of the bridges will be closed and traffic lanes will be shifted to the outside of each bridge.  
Third Annual Post-News Colorado Colfax Marathon May 18 and Street Closures
Denver, Aurora and Lakewood are joining to support the third annual Post-News Colorado Colfax Marathon on Sunday, May 18, 2008.  This is an important event that celebrates the revitalization of America’s longest continuous street — Colfax Avenue.  The route this year has been redesigned in response to comments from runners in last year’s race. The course for the full-marathon will start and finish in Denver’s beautiful City Park, and will take walkers, joggers and runners along Colfax through Lakewood, and downtown Denver. The half-marathon will be run east along Colfax to Fitzsimmons and back to City Park. The course highlights interesting historic sites along Colfax and, of course, views of the majestic Rocky Mountains.  A one-mile fun run/walk event will be held in conjunction with the marathon on Saturday, May 17, 2008 for children in kindergarten through eighth grade. Training programs are available for different age groups that include nutrition and training tips.  
This year I invite you to join me at a water station I’m sponsoring at Colfax and Vine.  Marathoners will be running by between 6:02 am and 6:26 am.  So if you join me at 5:30 am, I promise to provide coffee, donuts, and t-shirts!  
The Post-News Colorado Colfax Marathon launched a new Charity Partners Program in 2008. Charity partners are nonprofit organizations that use the visibility and event management platform of the Post-News Colorado Colfax Marathon as a tool to fundraise for their own purposes.  

For those who want to participate but aren’t up to running, there are plenty of volunteer opportunities.  More than 2,000 people are needed to bring this event together from start to finish. Volunteer on your own or gather a group and work together.  The marathon is specifically still looking for volunteers for the Mayor’s Breakfast on Thursday, May 15 from 6:30 am – 9:30 am and for the Kids’ Mile on Saturday, May 15 from 9 am to 12 noon.  To volunteer for these positions, follow the steps to register online:

There will be some local traffic impacts and various street closures on Sunday, May 18 to allow for participant safety as they follow the route.  The Marathon is working closely with police and traffic managers in Aurora, Denver, and Lakewood to minimize the inconveniences and keep traffic flow as steady as possible.  Please keep in mind that travel restrictions will begin at 6:00 am with north and south bound intersections that cross Colfax being closely managed.  Race security will allow traffic through as much as distance gaps between runners will allow.  Drivers seeking to cross Colfax during the event are encouraged to seek alternate routes to avoid delays.  Race organizers anticipate Colfax between Colorado and Broadway to re-open after 7 am.  All streets will be reopened by noon. 
Below is the timing schedule of the runners and walkers at various District 10 cross-street locations so that you can go out and cheer and anticipate road closures.

· Wheelchair championship racers start in City Park at 5:55 am.  All other racers begin at 6:00 am and head towards Colfax Avenue.

· Half-marathon participants will be at Colfax and Hudson between 6:15 and 6:54 am they then continue up Colfax into Aurora to the Fitzsimons Medical Center and then return on 17th Avenue back to the finish at City Park. 

· Full Marathon Participant Timing Schedule:

· Colfax and Gaylord between 6:02 and 6:27 am.

· Colfax and Downing between 6:04 and 6:34 am.

· Colfax and Pearl between 6:06 and 6:41 am.

· Colfax and Broadway at the State Capitol between 6:08 and 6:48 am.

· Colfax and Speer between 6:09 and 6:54 am they then continue down Colfax into Lakewood to Simms return, go around Sloane’s Lake and then back through downtown Denver and up 17th Avenue.  

Denver Botanic Gardens Plans Parking Garage and Bridge – Upcoming Meeting
I hope you were able to join me at the April 26, 2008 Denver Botanic Gardens meeting to discuss Phase II of its Master Development Plan.  
Phase II will include the proposed construction of a 390 space parking structure on the site of the current parking lot between York and Josephine, and some type of pedestrian bridge to connect it to a new main entrance.  Phase II is being implemented with the use of approximately $18.6 million in bond funds approved by voters in November 2007 and includes the eventual construction of a new, publicly accessible greenhouse complex on the north side of the Denver Botanic Garden grounds.  Upcoming construction under Phase I will also include a new irrigation system, handicap access improvements, better garden light, and a public address system.  Other Phase II projects include a new Visitors’ Center adjacent to the parking, conversion of the former community garden north of the parking into a Children’s Garden, a new Cheesman Park entrance on the west side of the grounds, rehabilitation of the Boettcher Memorial Center connection the Waring Mansion south of the main grounds to the Gardens with a Romantic Garden and expanding the Japanese Gardens.  The three-level parking garage will have two underground levels and a “green” roof about ten feet above grade.  No designs have yet been created.  David Owen Tryba Architects was recently selected as the designers for the Phase II structures and GH Phipps, who built the Boettcher Tropical Conservatory in 1964, will be the contractor.  Many issues still need to be addressed such as the design of the bridge, slowing traffic speeds, ADA accessibility, location and number of garage entrances and exits, design and usage of the garage’s top level, and bus stop locations.

Cheesman Park Update

New this summer, Cheesman Park roads will be closed to automobile traffic one day a month to increase the pedestrian and biking experience in the park.  The first closure date of the summer is Sunday, June 1.  The park will be closed from 9:00 am to 6:00 pm.  I encourage you, your family, and friends to come and enjoy a safe, peaceful day in the park.  We anticipate one closure day in July and one in August as well and I will keep you updated as they approach.
In November, 2007, Denver voters passed 9 ballot initiatives aimed at maintaining the city's critical infrastructure now and into the future.  Issues 1A - 1I focus on ongoing yearly capital maintenance, health and safety, transportation, libraries and cultural facilities and parks and recreation.  Over the next few months you will begin seeing Better Denver signs popping up over the City of Denver so that you can recognize your tax dollars at work.  This summer, the road entries into Cheesman Park will receive an asphalt overlay which will complete the entire park road system repaving.  Additionally, better pedestrian signage will be posted at crossings.  The "Build a Better Denver" website will have continuous updates on progress in the areas of construction, new facilities, and maintenance.

8th and Colorado Hotel

You may soon start seeing some construction on the southeast corner of Colorado and 8th Avenue.  Demolition is planned to begin in late July or early August.  The development is being done by Buchanan Yonushewski Group, LLC.  They anticipate a six story hotel with around 160 rooms with the main entrance on 8th Avenue.  They are in the process of conducting traffic studies to determine the impact on 8th and Albion.  The 7-11 in staying in its current location and is not part of the development.  They are finalizing their PUD and hope to go to Denver City Council at the end of June for approval.  Don’t worry, Annie’s Café isn’t disappearing, they are relocating to the former Goodfriends space at 3100 East Colfax at St. Paul.  
Denver Neighborhood Marketplace Initiative
As a result of an initiative that Councilman Rick Garcia and I began over two years ago, Mayor John Hickenlooper, City Council members, and community and business leaders, celebrated the launch of the Denver Neighborhood Marketplace Initiative (DNMI) by the Denver Office of Economic Development (OED) aimed at strengthening business districts and their surrounding neighborhoods citywide on May 1, 2008.
OED has selected the following pilot districts for the initiative: 

· Morrison Road (Morrison Rd., from Knox Ct. to Sheridan Blvd.) 

· Welton Street Corridor (Welton St., from 20th St. to 30th St.) 

· Bluebird District (Colfax Ave., from York St. to Colorado Blvd.) 

· Berkeley/Tennyson Street Corridor (Tennyson St., from 38th Ave. to 45th Ave.) 

· Cherry Creek North (district boundaries include 1st Ave. to 3rd Ave., and University Blvd. to Steele St.) 
The initiative’s goals are to more fully support City’s many diverse neighborhood marketplaces, develop stronger public-private partnerships and build long-lasting relationships that connect neighborhoods with businesses. Through the initiative OED will annually select 2–5 districts for participation. Together with OED, each district will develop a long-term district development plan that outlines the district’s goals, work plan and benchmarks to gauge the district’s progress. Other elements of the initiative include the development of neighborhood marketplace profiles for selected districts throughout Denver featuring background information on the district, demographic data, businesses mix, development activity and other factors, partnership with Social Compact, a Washington, D.C. nonprofit organization, to develop a neighborhood market analysis plan to be used to attract investment and capture underserved market potential and formation of a Business District Alliance that will represent the diverse group of business and property owners’ interests in districts throughout the City. 

OED’s selection of pilot districts was based on many factors, including the district’s evidence of leadership, community investment, ability to leverage resources and neighborhood engagement. The districts represent a range of development stages, from challenged to thriving.  Beginning in 2009, a citywide competitive process will be initiated by OED, inviting neighborhood business districts to submit an application for inclusion in DNMI.  Districts will be selected based upon their ability to articulate goals and demonstrate committed private-sector leadership.

Recycling 8+ in 10:  District 10 Pilot Program Selected Buildings
Recycling Isn’t Just For Single Family Homes Anymore - “Recycle 8+ in 10” Has Arrived!  My office, in cooperation with Mayor Hickenlooper’s Greenprint Denver Office in conjunction with a $5,000 grant from Waste Management of Colorado’s Recycle America Division, launched a pilot multifamily housing recycling program in District 10.  The pilot program, entitled “Recycle 8+ in 10,” is intended to test recycling opportunities for apartment complexes and condominiums.  The program will monitor participation levels and user experience, while ironing out logistics and exploring long-term feasibility.  Currently, Public Works Solid Waste Management service parameters don't permit the collection of garbage or recycling from properties with more than 7 residential units.  Many folks who live in these buildings have contacted me about getting recycling.  Providing recycling for high-rises, condominiums and apartment buildings is a huge challenge, and I view this program as the first step toward addressing this issue.  Denver is a very conscientious community, and Recycling 8+ in 10 supports our efforts to divert more waste from Denver’s landfill.
Over 40 buildings applied to take part in Recycling 8+ in 10.  The number of applicants and the quality of the applications made the selection process extremely competitive.  The outpouring of interest clearly demonstrated the importance of multi-unit recycling to Capitol Hill residents.  We selected buildings of varying sizes so that the data can provide a better picture of the needs of District 10 constituents.  The selected buildings include:

Noise Ordinance Changes before City Council

City Council is considering amending the noise ordinance addressing noise levels and timeframes related to:  (1) festivals; (2) construction; (3) delivery vehicles; and (4) snow removal.    The first reading of the bill will be May 19th and the second reading is currently scheduled for June 2nd.  The changes are intended to reduce weekend construction noise, allow for more efficient snow removal after winter storms, and provide clarity for numerous short-term festivals that occur throughout Denver.  The changes:

· Add limited exemptions for festivals by defining 'Festival' as any event sponsored by a governmental entity, organized group of businesses, property owners, residents or combination thereof and conducted under a permit or permits issued by the proper City County of Denver authority; caps noise at 80 dB from 8am - 10pm.

· Suspends noise requirements allowing for unrestricted snow removal up to 36 hours after a winter storm warning (greater than or equal to 6 inches of snow).  Please note that commercial businesses are required to clear their walkways within 4 hours and residents are required to clear their walkways 24 hours after a snowstorm.  Please also note that this does not apply to snow removal on public right of ways or government property; which are already exempt.

· Specify delivery vehicle exemption that is synchronized with the exemption allowed for waste stream equipment (i.e. trash trucks) from 7 am to 10 pm every day.

· Shortens the construction vehicle exemption from 7 am – 9 pm (currently 7 days a week) to 8 am – 5 pm on weekends.  
GOCO Grant Awarded for Improvements along Cherry Creek in Denver
Through a partnered application to Great Outdoors Colorado (GOCO) from Denver’s Parks + Recreation and the Greenway Foundation, the Board of GOCO at its March 28, 2008 meeting, awarded a grant of $725,000 for trail improvements along the section of the Cherry Creek Greenway between Oneida St. (adjacent to Cook Park) downstream approximately 1.5 miles to Holly St. (adjacent to Garland Park).  These funds will be leveraged with additional funding from the City and County of Denver as part of the recent Bond package passed by the voters this past November, along with support from the Urban Drainage and Flood Control District and the Greenway Foundation.

This long-anticipated enhancement will construct a concrete bicycle/pedestrian trail along the only remaining “non-channel” section of the Cherry Creek Greenway and will eliminate six “at grade crossings” that currently exist.  Construction of this new 1.5 mile, 10’ wide trail is intended to begin later this year and is anticipated to be open for use in the spring of 2009. 
Red Light Cameras for 4 Intersections in Denver beginning in May
DPD in cooperation with Public Works Traffic Engineering Services will implement and test red light camera enforcement at four intersections in Denver. Over 339 individual communities in the U.S. utilize red light camera programs.  Red light cameras help communities enforce traffic laws by automatically photographing vehicles whose drivers run red lights.  The data from the red light camera program will be studied to see if it does reduce the number of red light violations and intersection crashes in Denver.  The system operates 24 hours a day to capture evidence of red light runners.  

Where will the cameras be?  These locations were chosen based on being among the top 100 locations in Denver for right angle crashes.  Warning signs will be installed so that drivers will be alerted to the monitored area of each intersection when they approach it.  Additionally, countdown pedestrian signals will be installed at the intersections.  Cameras will be posted at the following 4 intersections:
· Eastbound Sixth Avenue at Kalamath Street

· Eastbound Sixth Avenue at Lincoln street

· Westbound Eighth Avenue at southbound Speer Boulevard and 

· Northbound Quebec Street at 36th Avenue.
How do they work?  Red light camera operations have 5 steps:  
1. Road sensors: Road-embedded sensors detect a car moving toward an intersection.  Sensors calculate the car's speed and determine whether it will run the red light. 

2. Camera activated: Sensors connected to the traffic signal send a signal to the overhead camera to begin recording images of the car as it nears the intersection. 

3. 12 seconds of video shot: The camera records 12 seconds of video — 6 seconds before the car runs the red light and 6 seconds after.  Cameras record the date, time of day, time elapsed since the beginning of the red signal, vehicle speed, license plate, and an image of the driver.
4. Additional images captured: In addition to images of the car in the intersection, the system records a shot of the license plate and an image of the driver. 

5. Citation issued: Redflex checks images for quality and turns them over to the city's traffic law enforcement agency, which reviews it for a violation and mails a ticket to the vehicle owner. 

Pesticide Registry Available to Denver Residents
Denver residents who want Denver Environmental Health to notify them of the pesticide application schedule in the city’s parks have the ability to sign up for a pesticide notification registry by calling 720-865-5417 or by sending an email request to Sharon.Armijo@denvergov.org.    

Denver Environmental Health, with the support of the Denver Parks and Recreation Department, maintain the registry to provide people concerned about the health risks associated with pesticide exposure the opportunity to take precautions such as closing windows and keeping children or pets away from sprayed areas.  People with asthma, respiratory disease, multiple chemical sensitivities, or allergies might be especially susceptible to pesticides.  

In order to sign up for the notification registry, Denver residents must provide their full name, mailing address, telephone number and/or email address and the full name of up to three parks for which they are requesting notification.  Once entered into the registry, residents will be contacted at least 24 hours before outdoor application of pesticides.   Denver Parks and Recreation will also post signage in all parks and around lake shorelines for up to 24 hours after the application of pesticides

Denver-Boulder 1 of 40 Mega-Regions Worldwide
In a study titled “Who’s Your City?” Denver-Boulder is listed with 39 other metropolitan regions of the world that are considered mega-centers of economic activity, having particularly high concentrations of talent, innovation and creativity.  With nearly 4 million people and $140 billion in economic activity, it ranks as one of the top dozen mega- regions in the United States.  

The study specifically cites the importance of roads and transportation, as well as civic and business leadership, quality in design, and the beauty of the outdoors in defining the leading areas.  Further information is available at http://creativeclass.com/whos_your_city/ 

 Capitol Hill Task Force Update

I want to provide you an update about the Capitol Hill Task Force.  This is a group focused on decreasing crime in the area bounded by 17th Avenue, Broadway, 13th Avenue, and Downing.  For the target area, 2007 crime statistics decreased over 21% from 2006.  In contrast, crime in the total North Capitol Hill neighborhood didn’t change year-to-year, and crime in total Capitol Hill (South of Colfax) dropped 16%. Also, I want to welcome the new head of the Task Force, appointed by the Mayor, Dave Edinger!

Greenprint Denver Initiatives:  “Take Five” Environmental Pledge and 
Recycling Compact Fluorescent Light Bulbs
In the spirit of Earth Day, I want to encourage you to join in the Take Five Environmental Pledge, where local residents can pledge to take five easy steps for the environment.  The Take Five Pledge is part of the Mayor’s Greenprint Denver program to create an environmentally and economically sustainable community for generations to come.  
Here are five simple steps Denver residents can take for a better environment:

· ENERGY: Replace four light bulbs with compact fluorescent bulbs.  Doing so would save 1,760 kilowatts of electricity over the life of the bulbs and $20 million a year off of the combined electricity bills of all Denver residents.
· WATER: Shorten your shower by 45 seconds.  Doing so would save Denver residents two gallons a day – adding up to 400 million gallons annually citywide – about as much water as Denver’s five largest parks need in a year.
· AIR: Replace at least one car trip a week with walking, biking or public transportation.  Each Denver resident would reduce carbon emissions by 520 pounds a year.  Together, all Denver residents would eliminate 153,000 tons of emissions - the equivalent of removing 25,500 cars from the road each year.
· LAND: Plant a tree.  By joining other Metro Denver residents in planting one million trees over the next two decades, we can help remove pollutants from the air, create shade to reduce energy use and filter dirty stormwater runoff.
· WASTE: Replace plastic shopping bags with reusable ones.  Doing so would eliminate 208 bags per person a year, and citywide, residents would save the amount of petroleum required to drive a car around the earth’s equator 351 times.

Coloradans now can drop-off their used compact fluorescent light bulbs (CFLs) and mercury-containing thermostats for recycling at any Ace Hardware store in the state.  The recycling program is a collaborative effort of the Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment, Xcel Energy, EnCana Oil & Gas (USA) Inc., Platte River Power Authority and Ace Hardware Stores in Colorado.  Energy Star qualified CFLs use up to 75 percent less energy and last up to 10 times longer than typical incandescent light bulbs.  In fact, energy users who replace one incandescent bulb with an Energy Star qualified CFL can reduce their energy bill up to $30 over the life of each 60-watt equivalent bulb and protect the environment.  However, CFLs contain small amounts of mercury and must be recycled appropriately.  

Bins are in place behind the counters of the 104 Colorado Ace Hardware stores so residents can recycle their used CFLs and thermostats.  If a CFL or thermostat breaks, the Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment has advice at: http://www.cdphe.state.co.us/hm/mercury/index.htm
