Colorado History Museum Public Meetings

Denver Cafes and Coffee Shop Patios Can Go Canine November 1
Denver’s Board of Environmental Health gave unanimous approval to a rule change October 11, 2007 that will allow coffee shop and café owners to designate their self-serve patios as “dog friendly,” with some health and safety requirements.  My staff and Denver Environmental Health’s (DEH) Public Health Inspections staff researched options and proposed the rule change after various constituents raised concerns about the prohibition of animals from restaurants and coffee shop patios this summer, specifically in the Cherry Creek area.

I believe that this rule change allows the business owner to decide whether a dog friendly patio is a good option for their business and also allows the customer to choose whether or not to patronize the business.  Board members and citizens at the public hearing both praised the Public Health Inspections staff for proposing a solution that allowed dogs on some patios but protected the public health and safety. 

Café owners who want the dog-friendly designation will have to register with Denver Environmental Health and post clearly visible signs at the restaurant and patio entrances, so that customers know they will share the space with dogs.  

Registration would require the business to:

· No table service on the patio; self-serve areas only 

· Dog owners must obey Denver pet licensing, vaccination and leash laws 

· Provision of and use of sanitizing equipment and cleaning supplies on the patio

· Require employees to wash their hands if they touch or pet the animals 

· Dogs are not allowed on chairs, tables, countertops or any other furnishings 

· Have a separate, outdoor entrance to the outdoor eating area
Current Colorado law and Denver Environmental Health rules prohibit live animals (other than service animals) on patios, which are considered an extension of any food establishment. The new rule will create a type of patio that would be exempt from the law. Board members decided to make the new rule effective November 1, to give staff time to set up the registry and publicize the rule change. 

Seven people testified in favor of the rule change, one against at the October 11, 2007 evening hearing. More than 500 email comments were sent to the Department of Environmental Health during the review period. The new rule is posted on DEH’s Public Health Inspections website: www.denvergov.org/phi.

Getting Rid of Hot Air:  Evaporative Coolers and Air Conditioners
C.B. 477 Ground-Mounted Air Conditioner Units in Side Setback:  

Previously in Denver, a ground-mounted air conditioner could not be placed in the side setback unless a variance was reviewed by the Zoning Administrator, the property was posted, neighbors had the opportunity to submit comments, and it was approved by the Board of Adjustment.  However, if a homeowner went through this process, the variance was almost always granted.  Thus, a few years ago, City Council approved moving this type of request, along with others, from the Board’s review to administrative review.  Administrative review requires public notification but no hearing.  The zoning administrator must grant the request if the applicant meets the stated conditions.  After a few years under administrative review, records show that this type of request is routinely granted.  However, if a homeowner does not submit for administrative review at the time that they install the air conditioning unit in the side setback, they can still be cited by Neighborhood Inspections and then must go through a more arduous variance process by appealing at the Board of Adjustment.  

Community Planning and Development has proposed amendment C.B. 477 as a way to streamline the process.  C.B. 477 would amend the current zoning code to allow ground-mounted air conditioning units as encroachments up to 36 inches into the required setback in residential districts under the following conditions:

· Unit must be placed on the side and behind the front wall of the house;

· Unit must be screened from adjacent properties and public streets by a solid fence or masonry wall at least 4 feet in height;

· Unit must not generate more than 75 decibels of noise according to the manufacturer’s specifications; and
· Unit cannot exceed 48 inches in height.  
At Blueprint Denver Committee’s August 22nd meeting they approved filing this bill.  The bill was held in Committee until October 22nd at the request of Councilman Chris Nevitt, who was drafting what became C.B. 598 regarding evaporative coolers (see discussion below).  City Council will be considering C.B. 477 at a Public Hearing on Monday, November 26, 2007.  Anyone wishing to speak in favor or against the proposed amendment is encouraged to attend. C.B. 598 Evaporative Coolers Exempt from Setback, Height, and Bulk Plane Regulations
Councilman Chris Nevitt proposed C.B. 598 in order to make it easier for homeowners to install evaporative coolers than to install air conditioners.  He argues that evaporative coolers are more energy efficient, cool rather than heat the outside air, and are quieter than air conditioners.

The proposed amendment would exempt ground-mounted evaporative coolers from setback regulations and from height and bulk plane regulations in residential districts under certain conditions:

· The equipment is located behind the front of the residential structure and screened from adjacent properties and public rights-of-way; and
· The noise standards of section 36-6 of the Denver Revised Municipal Code are not exceeded.  For example, from a residential source of the noise to a residential receptor of the noise (with the noise being measured at a point along the property line), the noise cannot exceed 55 decibels between 7 am and 10 pm and 50 decibels between 10 pm and 7 am.
At Blueprint Denver Committee’s October 10th meeting they approved filing this bill.  City Council will be considering C.B. 598 at a Public Hearing on Monday, November 26, 2007. This five-year-old program offers kids lessons, as well as lift tickets and equipment rental, and has introduced almost 1,200 youth to the sports of skiing and snowboarding.  Outdoor Recreation is dedicated to providing interactive programs for Denver-area youth through educational and recreational experiences that connect them to the great outdoors.

 Justice Center Post Office and Parking Garage Building Officially Open

On October 9, 2007 Denver Postmaster Alan Catlin, representatives of the Golden Triangle Association, Mayor John Hickenlooper and I officially opened the first of three Justice Center buildings at a ribbon cutting.

Completion of the new Post Office allowed the City to clear the site of the old Post Office and build the new Courthouse there. When designing the Post Office/Parking Garage Building, the City was careful to choose materials and architectural vernacular that complement existing buildings in the Civic Center District. Besides the Post Office, 10,000 square feet of retail space has been constructed to enhance the neighborhood and pedestrian experience for those living in and visiting the Golden Triangle. 
With the Post Office as a major tenant, the City worked closely with the Golden Triangle Association and United States Postal Service to adhere to tight timelines and design guidelines. The result is one of the most efficient and effective neighborhood Post Offices in the region.

The Post Office/Parking Garage Building features 637 parking spaces on five floors. The total area of the building is 241,219 square feet.

The Denver Justice Center complex, which includes a new courthouse, detention facility, and U.S. Post Office and parking garage, is located in downtown Denver between West Colfax Avenue and West 13th Avenue and Fox Street and Delaware Street. Construction is scheduled to be completed in 2010.
Denver’s Climate Action Plan to Cut Greenhouse Gas Emissions by 2012
In October, Mayor John Hickenlooper and the City of Denver announced significant sustainability milestones as part of his ongoing challenge to Denver residents and City employees to dramatically reduce Denver’s vulnerability to climate change. 

Hickenlooper was joined by Greenprint Denver Advisory Council and City employees when he adopted the Council’s Climate Action Plan and announced certification of the Wellington E. Webb Municipal Office Building as a LEED Gold Existing Building. LEED (Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design) is a nationally recognized standard for sustainability.  Hickenlooper also signed Executive Order 123, formally establishing the City’s sustainability policy.

Denver’s Climate Action Plan is a series of steps intended to reduce the City’s per capita greenhouse gas emissions 10 percent by 2012.  This announcement is the culmination of over a year’s work by the 33-member Greenprint Advisory Council, which studied best practices from across the country to determine the top ten opportunities to cut greenhouse gas emissions.  The Council presented draft recommendations for public feedback in May 2007. 

Denver was an early signatory to the U.S. Mayor’s Climate Agreement aiming for a 10 percent per capita reduction in greenhouse gas emissions from 1990 levels by 2012.  The Climate Action Plan includes ten recommendations to help the City meet its commitment of reducing greenhouse gas emissions. These recommendations include:

1. Corporate and Residential Climate Challenges – Develop business and residential outreach campaigns related to energy conservation, purchase of renewable energy, support for multi-modal transportation, and waste reduction. 

2. Incentivize Energy Conservation – Subject to voter approval, apply a tiered rate structure to electrical and natural gas usage. Similar to water rate charges, tiered rates would impose a premium charge for excessive electrical and natural gas usage. Funds generated would support energy conservation and greenhouse gas reduction programs, especially for lower income neighborhoods.

3. Voluntary Travel Offset Program – Provide the opportunity to pay a small voluntary fee at the time of air ticket purchase or motor vehicle registration to offset the carbon emissions related to travel.

4. City Leading by Example – Pursue opportunities for energy efficiency and renewable energy at Denver International Airport, develop “carbon neutral” City buildings through purchase of renewable energy, and make additional City fleet improvements.

5. Enhance Recycling Programs – Support new and expanded recycling initiatives throughout Denver, including multi-family, commercial and green waste recycling.

6. Energy Efficiency Standards for New Buildings and Remodels – Adopt a set of mandatory building standards for commercial buildings and building codes for new homes and some remodels that incorporate energy efficiency standards and renewable energy requirements.

7. Increase Energy Efficiency in Existing Homes – Promote basic energy efficiency measures at residential properties as a way to improve the energy efficiency of Denver’s older housing stock. 

8. Communitywide High-performing Green Concrete Policy – Require the use of “green” concrete, consisting of at least 20 percent fly ash, in all public and private construction projects. 

9. Compact Growth Boundary with Incentives for Density in Urban Areas – Support maintenance of the existing DRCOG growth boundary and support additional population growth around transit in the Denver metropolitan area to promote denser, walkable, bikeable, and transit-friendly neighborhoods that will reduce the demand for motorized personal transport.

10. City Support for Alternative Transportation Strategies – Develop City policies that promote the transition to the use of alternative transportation sources and alternatively fueled vehicles, including parking subsidies for car share, high fuel economy or alternatively fueled vehicles, or access fee discounts for hybrid taxis at Denver International Airport.

Greenprint Denver is the City’s action plan for sustainable practices. Denver Homeowner Program Provides 1% Interest Loans for Energy Efficiency, Heating Repairs, and other Home Improvements
People say there’s nothing you can do about the weather.  Well, in this case, they are wrong.  As winter approaches, more and more Denver homeowners are faced with rising heating and energy bills; yet a solution to lowering these costs may only be a phone call away.

The Denver Urban Renewal Authority (DURA) directs two City of Denver programs which enable qualifying Denver homeowners to use low and zero-interest loans to make emergency home repairs and essential improvements.  DURA’s Housing Rehabilitation Loan Program helps homes become more energy efficient; saving the homeowner money and, in turn, improving the property’s safety and value.  Furthermore, DURA obtains three bids from certified contractors and oversees all construction including schedules, permits, payments and approvals.  

DURA, the redevelopment agency engaged in commercial revitalization and housing rehabilitation throughout the City and County of Denver, has managed the City’s Housing Rehabilitation Loan Program for over 30 years. In addition to helping homes become more energy efficient, the program allows for repairs to be made to heating, electrical and plumbing systems, roofs, kitchens, baths, handicapped access, floors, windows, and much more.
In 2006, over $2.5 million in loans were provided to Denver homeowners; with more than 15,000 residents receiving assistance since the programs began.  The funding source for this activity is the City and County of Denver, Division of Housing and Neighborhood Development and HUD Community Development Block Grant.  Without DURA’s involvement, these individuals may not have been able to make the needed repairs.

· Final Consideration of C.B. 477 (Public Hearing) Monday, November 26, 2007.  Language Amendment 1164 changes the zoning code to allow ground mounted air conditioners units and similar mechanical equipment that meet certain specifications to encroach up to 36 inches into the side setback.  Please see above discussion for more information.  
· Final Consideration of C.B. 598 (Public Hearing) Monday, November 26, 2007.  Language Amendment 1166 changes the zoning code to allow ground-mounted evaporative coolers (swamp coolers) meeting certain specifications to encroach up to 36 inches into the side setback and exempts evaporative coolers from height and bulk restrictions in most residential districts.
