Radium Streets Update
This summer has been busy for the Radium Streets Project.  All of the work on 9th Avenue is complete.  This means that all of the radium contaminated asphalt has been removed, the streets have been repaved and it has passed final inspection and cleanup.  On York Street, 50% of the pavement was replaced last week and the remainder of the pavement will be replaced the week of September 10th.  One lane on York Street is now open twenty-four hours a day seven days a week to ease travel through the project.  The 8th avenue intersection at York is currently scheduled for replacement on the 12th and 13th of September.  All of the work will be complete and the streets should be repaved by the week of the 17th of September.  All contractor equipment and traffic controls should be removed by September 21st. The bond package totals $550 million, reduced $100 million from the Task Force recommendations, and it will cost the owner of a $255,000 home roughly $12.50 a year.  

Denver’s Youth:  Playground Master Plan and the Friendly City Initiative

The Denver Police Department has informed us that information regarding sex-offenders is available for free and there is no need to subscribe to this service.  There are several sources that provide this information:

· -13.4% Part One Property Crimes (Burglary, Larceny, Auto Theft, Arson) 
· -13.3% Part One Total

· - 8.0% Part Two Other Crimes Against Persons (Other Assaults, Sexual Offenses, and Offenses        

   Against Family/Children)
· - 6.7% Part Two Public Disorder Crimes (Criminal Mischief, Prostitution/Commercialized Vice,  

   Disorderly Conduct)
· - 8.3% Part Two Drug/Alcohol Offenses (Drug Abuse Violations, Liquor Law Violations)
· - 5.2% Part Two White Collar Crimes (Forgery/Counterfeiting, Fraud, Embezzlement) 
· -13.1% Part Two All Other Crimes (Stolen Property, Weapons, All Other Offenses)
· - 7.7% Part Two Total

In District 10, total reported crime was down 20.9% from January through July 2007 compared to 2006.  The Part One total was down 23.2% and the Part Two Total was down 16.9%.

The Public Hearing closed on 7-9-07.

· Final Consideration of C.B. 405 – Monday, September 10, 2007.  Language amendment 1158.  Changes the zoning code requirement for open space in a Planned Building Group (PBG) located in R-2 or R-2-B zone district.  
· Final Consideration of C.B. 433 – Monday, September 10, 2007.  Language amendment 1162.  Changes the zoning code to allow temporary uses on the site of nonconforming or conditional uses (i.e. parking lots) without jeopardizing the legal nonconforming or conditional status of the sites.
· Public Works Snow Plan Update – Tuesday, September 18, 2007 1:30.  Public Works will present the updated Snow Plan to Council’s Public Works Committee.  Part of the plan entails modifications to the emergency route parking restrictions.  This committee meeting will be aired live on Channel 8 and can be watched anytime after Tuesday evening online at http://www.denvergov.org/Default.aspx?alias=www.denvergov.org/denver8tv.  
· Final Consideration of C.B. 447 – Monday, September 19, 2007.  Changes the zoning of the 2.267-acre parcel at 100 Detroit and 2800 E. 2nd Ave. (between Detroit and Fillmore on 1st Avenue) from PUD #280 to PUD for a mixed-use development in Council District 10.
