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Early Voting Begins October 20
The general election will be held on Tuesday, November 4, 2008.  There are three ways that you can cast your vote: 1) Vote Early at an Early Voting location available Monday- Saturday, October 20-25 and Monday-Friday, October 27-31; 2) Vote by mail, if you have requested a mail-in ballot; or 3) Vote at your polling location on Tuesday, November 4th. The election is quickly approaching and contains many important issues.  If you are not currently registered to vote, please click here to learn more information about registering to vote.  Remember, the last day to register to vote for the General Election on November 4 is Monday, October 6.  
1) Early Voting – October 20-25 and October 27-31, 11 am to 7 pm
Denver residents who want the convenience of voting in person before the November 4 General Election will have more than double the number of early voting locations compared to 2006.  At these locations, people will cast paper ballots, and there will be at least one electronic voting machine available for use by voters to comply with the federal Help America Vote Act.  The Denver Elections Division will offer extended early voting hours at its new headquarters at 3888 East Mexico Avenue from 8 am to 7 pm on those dates.  Thirteen other early voting locations will be open from 11 am to 7 pm on early voting days.  The locations in and closest to District 10 are the Wellington Webb Building, 201 West Colfax Avenue and Christ Church United Methodist Church, 690 Colorado Blvd.  To see a list of all the early voting locations please click here.
2) Voting by Mail

Denver voters will see an improved, easy to read ballot layout along with clear instructions on how to properly fill out the ballot.  Voters should make sure to follow the instructions on how to properly complete their ballot.  Ten percent of the mail ballots from the November 2007 election were improperly marked with check marks, circles and other marks that could not be counted by electronic ballot counters, and contributed to a delayed vote count.  Most voters will mail in their ballots to the Elections Division.  They must be received at the Elections Division no later than 7 pm on Election Day in order to be counted.  Voters who choose to drop their ballots off before Election Day can bring them to the Elections Division at 3888 E. Mexico Ave. or any of the early voting locations.  On Election Day, the Elections Division will have a drive-through mail-in ballot drop off in front if its offices from 7 am – 7 pm.  
 
If you have not requested a mail ballot and would like one, please try the following: 

1. Call the Elections Division at (720) 913-VOTE (8683); OR

2. Complete a form to receive a mail ballot (mail ballots are only provided to voters who make a request in writing for them);

a. If you have not completed a form, you may do so by obtaining a mail ballot request form by clicking here  --The last day to request a mail ballot via postal service for the General Election is Tuesday, October 28.  The last day to request a mail ballot in person for the General Election is Friday, October 31. In the later instance, the voter will have to obtain the mail ballot from the Elections Division located at 3888 E. Mexico Avenue.

3) Voting on Election Day, Tuesday, November 4th
Election Day voting hours are 7 a.m. to 7 p.m. There are 186 assigned precinct polling places for the 2008 elections.  Each polling place will serve one to five precincts. Polling places tend to change from year to year, and where you voted historically may not be where you will vote in 2008. New Cherry Creek Post Office Location
You’ve probably already heard but I’m happy to announce that the US Postal Service has worked out a leasing arrangement to re-locate next door to 201 Columbine Street.  
The owner of the building that has been home to the Cherry Creek North Post Office since 1963 decided not to renew the lease after September 30, 2008.  
The Postal Service has approved and reached agreement with Charmar, LLC of San Francisco, CA for a one-year lease, with additional renewal options for two more years at the discretion of the Postal Service, and expects to transfer its full retail mailing service and Post Office Box operations there with no interruption in service.  Construction activity has started.  The new post office will have 2,700 sq. feet of space, three customer counters, approximately 800 Post Office Boxes and parcel lockers, and a new self-service Automated Postal Center unit.  In addition, it will offer convenient street and nearby public garage customer parking.  The drop-off mailboxes will stay in their present location.  Letters to Cherry Creek zip code 80206 will be sent out to customers informing them of the new Cherry Creek retail postal site before its opening date.     
Keeping the post office in Cherry Creek was a priority for the business and residential community.  Special thanks to Congresswoman Diana DeGette, Cherry Creek North Business Improvement District and Cherry Creek North Neighborhood Association for their diligent advocacy and to the Postal Service for quick problem-solving.
Democratic National Convention Wrap-up
I want to thank you, the citizens of Denver, and the many city and regional workers for making last week’s Democratic National Convention a huge success for the city of Denver.  After 18 months of planning and preparation, Denver was on the world stage for a week.  I think our community can be very proud of what the world saw of Denver and our role in hosting this historic event.  While it takes some time to put together all of the data collected about the economic impact and other important statistics that City Council will review, I already believe that Denver has been enhanced on the worldwide stage significantly.   

What most visitors didn’t see this week were the months and months of work by so many city and regional workers behind the scenes. In the next Phase, listings of creative space vacancies and sale properties will be solicited.  When completed, a full, searchable site will be launched and made available to the creative sector and public.

City Back in the Zone:  Draft Code Expected this Fall
Blueprint Denver, adopted in 2002, the city’s long-range land use and transportation plan, promotes the preservation and creation of urban patterns of diverse land use, multi-modal streets, and unique places.   Blueprint Denver recommended an update and reorganization of the City’s 50 year old, unwieldy zoning code.  An initial draft of the code is expected this fall, and the final version is expected to go into effect in 2009. I would encourage you to click here to learn more. 
I’ve been serving on the Zoning Code Task Force for three years.  At our meeting this week, I hope to learn more about “Neighborhood Contexts.”  The goal behind neighborhood context is to create zoning that more closely matches each of Denver’s unique and often eclectic neighborhoods.

In the meantime, Denver City Council continues to face neighborhood rezonings on a nearly weekly basis.  In the past year we’ve passed a zoning overlay (height limits) for City Park West, rezonings from R-2 to R-1 in Sloan’s Lake and West Highlands, and of course, the block by block R-3 to R-2 rezonings in Congress Park.  Stay tuned for a proposed R-2 to R-1 rezoning in southwest Park Hill and a proposed R2 to R-1 rezoning in West Washington Park. 

At the end of this year or early 2009, the Zoning Code Task Force and the Planning Department will be hosting meetings and taking input on a draft zoning code.  Learning about zoning can seem like learning a new language, but it’s important to what you and your neighbors can and cannot do with your properties.   If you have questions about your zoning, my staff is knowledgeable and would be happy to answer your questions.
Community Emergency Response Training (CERT)
Have you ever wondered what you would do if a disaster hit close to home?  If so, I would encourage you to attend Community Emergency Response Training (CERT) on September 20 and 27 from 8:00 am – 5:00 pm at Denver Police District 3, Community Room, 1625 S. University Blvd.  This 16-hour disaster preparedness and response training will include how to plan for a disaster, and teach basic response skills such as fire safety, light search and rescue, team organization, and disaster medical operations.  At the completion of this training, participants are encouraged to support emergency response agencies by taking a more active role in emergency preparedness projects in our community.  This training is open to anyone and will accept up to 40 participants.  The training is being provided at no cost to participants.

Changes in Police Termination Processes
While I have great confidence and pride in the Denver Police Department, at times, complaints do arise regarding officer behavior or handling of certain circumstances.  In these situations, the Office of the Independent Monitor (OIM) steps in to provide fair and objective oversight of the Denver Police and Sheriff’s Departments.  The Monitor’s mission is directed at transparency and accountability in order to ensure public confidence in Denver’s sworn Safety personnel and the policies which govern them.

Recently, the OIM with collaboration from the PPA and others made a recommendation for a Denver Safety Department policy change of termination for officers who are found to stray from the truth during an internal affairs investigation.  This recommendation has since been accepted by the Denver Police Department and Sheriff’s office and will be added as part of the new discipline matrix.  I believe that this policy change will increase officer credibility in the community.

Denver Composts:  The Next Generation of Recycling
Thanks to a grant from the Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment, Denver will be launching a dual, concurrent pilot program to test residential composting collection and composting collection from Denver International Airport. The grant award was $215,000.  Additionally, the City has secured more than $100,000 in equipment and staffing donations from its grant partners who include Rehrig Pacific, HDR Engineering, A1 Organics, BG Janitorial and DMJM Aviation, to help ensure the project’s success.  
The residential composting collection is scheduled to begin this October and will test collection services at 3,000 Denver homes.  Each home will be provided with a green, 65-gallon compost cart (the same size as the purple Denver Recycles cart) and a small kitchen pail to collect organic material inside the home. The green carts will be serviced weekly during the growing season, then every-other week through the winter. Residents in the pilot neighborhoods are being asked to subscribe to the program.  The areas eligible for the pilot program have been selected to provide a representative sample of the City and County of Denver based on a number of different factors.  DenverRecycles is working to set up an online database that allows you to check your eligibility.  Residents in the pilot areas will be asked to subscribe to the program.  A postcard is being mailed to those eligible for service inviting them to participate and was expected to begin arriving in mailboxes in the last week of August 2008. Are you concerned about odors or have other questions?  Come to the Denver Recycles neighborhood meeting on September 10, 2008, 7-8 pm, at Mitchell Hall inside the Denver Botanic Gardens at 1005 York Street.  
 

The organic material that will be collected includes yard debris such as grass clippings, plant trimmings, small branches and leaves; food such as fruit and vegetable trimmings, meat, dairy, bread and other processed food; and soiled paper such as used paper plates, paper coffee cups, tea bags, paper milk cartons (no foil lined cartons), paper ice cream cartons and much more. The program will strictly prohibit any type of plastic materials, as these are contaminants that prohibit the ability to compost the organic material.  The Denver International Airport project will begin in early 2009 and will test composting collection from food vendors in the main terminal and in the Airport Administration Building.  The pilot program will test the economic feasibility of implementing an airport wide program as well as determine collection and hauling logistics of the material.  
If you are interested in learning how to compost, Denver Recycles and Denver Urban Gardens is offering free, two-hour, hands-on composting classes at the Gove Community Garden at 13th and Colorado.  Just one class will teach gardeners all they need to know to create “garden gold.”  While some classes are full, the remaining open classes are Saturday, September 20 and 27, 9-11 am, Saturday, October 4 and 11, 9-11 am. New Two-Megawatt Solar-Energy System at DIA
Denver’s continuing effort to reduce its carbon footprint and promote environmental sustainability took another step forward this month with the dedicated a two-megawatt solar-energy system just south of Denver International Airport’s Jeppesen Terminal.
 
The system is situated on 7.5 acres of land, and consists of more than 9,200 solar panels that follow the sun to maximize efficiency and energy production.  The system – designed and built by WorldWater & Solar Technologies, and owned and operated by MMA Renewable Ventures – will generate more than 3 million kilowatt hours of electricity per year.
 
That amount of electricity is about half of the power required annually to operate the airport’s people-mover train system.  DIA will buy the electricity at a set rate, reducing its carbon emissions by an estimated 5 million pounds per year.  
Reducing Denver’s carbon footprint is a key goal of the Greenprint Denver sustainability initiative.  It is exactly the type of public-private partnership that will ensure we continue towards this goal.  DIA also was the first U.S. airport to be accepted into the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency’s National Environmental Performance Track program to track airport footprints.  
New Denver Website for Disabled Visitors and Residents
Helping visitors and residents with disabilities navigate in and around Denver remains a high priority in the city.  To make it easier to find resources and relevant services, the City and County of Denver teamed with the Denver Commission for People with Disabilities and a number of volunteer organizations to consolidate information at www.denvergov.org/accessibledenver.

The website managed to launch in time for the influx of visitors attending the Democratic National Convention.  The site offers visitors suggestions on what to pack for each season, managing the high altitudes and helpful tips on getting around the city.  In addition, tactical information is readily available for both visitors and residents such as a list of places to take a service animal for recreation or in an emergency, along with hundreds of listings of disability-related businesses and organizations. 

The site was created by members and friends of the Denver Commission for People with Disabilities, Denver Office of Disability Rights, and City’s Technology Services Department, Human Rights and Community Relations, Denver Center for the Performing Arts, Denver 2008 Convention Host Committee and St. Barnabas Parish-Denver.

Denver Water Board to Consider Rates Adjustment for 2009
Denver Water staff presented to the Board of Water Commissioners last week a preliminary proposal to adjust water rates for 2009 and maintain the utility’s conservation-oriented pricing structure that provides lower rates for low water use.
Under the current proposal, Denver residential customers would see their bills increase by about $19.14 a year, on average.  Suburban residential customers served by Denver Water would see an increase of $33.12 per year, on average. (Residential water bills are issued bi-monthly.)  The effects of the proposed changes on customer bills would vary depending upon the amount of water the customer uses and whether the customer lives in Denver or is served by a suburban distributor under contract with Denver Water. The more customers use, they more they will pay.  Adjustments also have been proposed for commercial, industrial and government customers.  Denver Water serves over 1.3 million people in the city of Denver and many surrounding suburbs.  Established in 1918 as a nonpolitical municipal agency independent of Denver city government, it is Colorado’s oldest and largest water utility.
If the proposed adjustments are approved, they would take effect Jan. 1, 2009.  Rates for Denver Water customers living inside the city would remain among the lowest in the metro area, while rates for Denver Water residential customers in the suburbs would still fall below the median among area water providers.

Preliminary estimates indicate that in 2009 the water department will need an additional $18.5 million in revenue to cover rising costs associated with maintaining and improving the city’s water system.  Next year’s projects include the replacement and rehabilitation of aging infrastructure, Hayman Fire watershed recovery work, potential enlargement of Gross Reservoir and expanding conservation education, rebates and incentive programs. 

Denver Water is primarily funded through rates and system development charges (commonly referred to as tap fees — charged to new customer “tapping” into the water system).  No tax dollars are directed to Denver Water or its projects.  The independent municipal agency’s rates are designed to recover the costs of providing reliable, high-quality water service and to encourage efficiency by charging higher prices for increased water use.  The majority of Denver Water’s costs are fixed and include maintenance of the system’s 2,650 miles of distribution pipe and other assets such as reservoirs, pump stations and treatment plants. 

This fall, Denver Water also will look at ways to revise its rate structure to encourage more efficient use. Beginning in mid-September, customers will have the opportunity to provide feedback on new rate structure options for 2010. 

The Board is expected to vote on the proposed changes on Wednesday, Sept. 24, after considering public comment.  Public comment will be taken at the Sept. 10 9:15 am and Sept. 24 9 am Board meetings. The meetings are open to the public and held at Denver Water, 1600 W. 12th Ave.  Public comment also will be taken at Denver Water’s Citizen’s Advisory Committee meeting, Thursday, Sept. 18, 5 pm at Denver Water.  Comments also may be sent to the Board via e-mail at dbwc@denverwater.org.  Once the Board votes on the proposed changes, a direct mail piece about Denver Water rates will be sent to all customers in October.

· Final Consideration of C.B. 456 - Monday, September 22, 2008.  This language amendment (LA 1180) clarifies the intent of the “zone of transparency” requirements for non-residential buildings in Main Street zone districts and requires that any interior or exterior signage, tinting, furnishings, fixtures or equipment within 3 feet of windows not reduce minimum transparency standards by more than 25%.
