I hope you have seen the news on the Mayor’s Structural Financial Task Force Report., but if you haven’t click here to view the task force recommendations. Many of you have already commented on recommendations highlighted in the press – fees for trash collection for example. While valid, the discussion of solutions is premature. We need to understand the problem

The problem in a nutshell:  City revenues are growing at a slower rate than  the cost of city services.  This means that every year, since the downturn in 2008, the City has cut the budget deficit with one time reductions but we have not been able to cut the gap between the growing cost of status quo city services and the slower growth in our main revenue sources – sales and property taxes.  Further, our growing population, as reflected in the 2010 census, demands additional services with limited increased revenue to provide those services.  

Interesting statistic:  Using inflation adjusted dollars the per capita annual growth in spending for the past thirty years was less than 1%.  

Demand for services:  Every day I get lots of requests for additional services – more enforcement on vacant and abandoned buildings, more crime enforcement, more homeless solutions, more dog parks or improved turf at dog parks, and by the way, both more and less parking enforcements and parking districts. Our growing population demands expanded services. But the city is struggling to maintain current services.

For example, District 10 Parkway Plantings:  The proposed reduction for annual plantings on city parkways is illustrative.  I believe that our parks and parkways are a stellar quality of Council District 10.  That’s because Mayor Speer after a couple of failed attempts to create a Civic Center Park was finally successful by asking East Denver residents to fund bonds for the Civic Center Park as well as the east district parks and parkways.  

But that’s nearly 100 years ago.  Here’s the current situation:
1. During the 90’s in light of growing population in the Central Platte Valley, Lowry , Stapleton and the Far Northeast, the city added acres of open space.
1. In tough economic times, since I was elected in 2003, the City has added at least 400 acres of open space as a result of citizen demand. That list is available on my website.  
1. At the same time, Parks maintenance staff has experienced a 20% reduction during the summer season and a 40% during the winter season (when tree and shrub trimming could occur).
Given input from me, District 10 neighborhood associations, and other council districts, Parks is revising their planting cutbacks.  Their revisions could include some reallocation of limited parks resources as well as reorganization of and further recruitment of private/public partnerships efforts. But as much as the Park Department strives to meet the current year desires of District 10 residents, which I share, any interim solution is not sustainable.

Believe me, this planting issue is a symptom of the illness and short-term reactions are not a cure.   The problem only expands with other priorities in our district (planning, transportation, crime enforcement and housing needs, for example) as well as similar demands citywide.  

All concerned District 10 residents need to be informed.  Public meeting schedules have not yet been developed.  No doubt the future financial discussion is bigger than parkway plantings or trash collection.  Thanks for reading this long commentary

[bookmark: photoredlight]Photo Red Light Ordinance Amended 

Council Bill 12-0044, lowering the fee for photo radar red light stopline/crosswalk violations from $75 to $40, passed on January 17, 2012. The bill was signed and recorded by January 20.  So if you got a ticket for stopping beyond the stop line in the cross walk before Jan. 20, the fee is still $75.  

To avoid a stop line violation, you must make a complete stop with your front wheels behind the white line. Then you can creep slowly forward into the crosswalk watching for pedestrians and oncoming traffic to make a right turn on red.  PLEASE NOTE:  If all four of your tires have crossed the white stop line, you will get a $75 ticket as you have stopped too late.  

Here’s a link to the Council committee meeting where these processes were explained and where we discussed a proposal to issue warnings before fines for stop line violations. I would encourage you to watch the meeting for any clarification of the changes.

Recently, a hit and run accident occurred in District 10 and progress in that case was helped significantly by the assistance and willingness of citizens in the community to get involved and to provide information. Detectives with Denver Police Traffic Investigations Bureau were successful in locating the suspect vehicle after the accident due to the willingness of community member to come forward with information. The list below identifies the locations where Parking Operations and Right-of-Way Enforcement are scheduled to remove parking meters. Since University Hospital relocated, the need to manage the on-street parking with meters has significantly declined. The parking areas will be posted with 2 hour time limits - Sat, Sun, & Holidays excluded.  

The locations are:

[bookmark: dogscheesman]TO DOGS AND DOGOWNERS in Cheesman Park

This week a dog owner in District 10 mentioned to me that there is “a look the other way” policy on enforcement of our off-leash regulations. That is not the case. To the chagrin of many park users (and probably the relief of some dog owners), the City does not have the resources to enforce the off-leash rules at all times.  But it is indeed illegal to have a dog off-leash, and any owner who does so risks getting a ticket from a park ranger, an animal control officer, or a police officer.   

This week our office also received several reports of confrontations in the park involving off-leash dogs jumping on park users.  We also heard of one case where an off-leash dog nipped a woman.  Further, these park users were yelled at for asking the dogs be put on a leash.  In one instance, the police were called.   Considering these threats to personal safety, I’ve asked the Police, Animal Control, and Parks to pay extra attention at Cheesman. You can avoid getting a ticket for running your dog off-leash by using the interim dog park at Colfax and Josephine.
