Highlights of Use Changes in the New Zoning Code

· The new code includes new and revised limits on noise, outdoor lighting, outdoor storage near single unit and two unit districts.  
· The current code contains restrictions (hours) and a BOA process for outdoor patios/seating areas within 50 to 100 ft of R-1, R-2 and R-3 districts.  In the new code, this provision remains but is applied to the SU, TU, RH, and MU-3 districts.
· New primary uses of “urban garden and greenhouse” have been added to all zone districts, but on-site sales from garden/greenhouse are not allowed in residential zones.  Council declined to include the right to have 6 chickens, as a use by right, in the new code.   But a language amendment to that effect is anticipated either before or after passage of the new code.
· Community Centers (for recreation cultural activities and not operated for profit…) will be allowed with limitations in all zone districts.  See Section 11.3.2.2 for a list of the limitations.
· In the new code R-0 and R-1 uses are rolled together and transferred to the SU districts.

· Now all R-1 home occupations will be included in the SU district. Examples of uses previously allowed in R-1 but not in     R-0 include beauty shop, craft work, custom dressmaking, fine arts studio, laundering, clock/watch repair, tutorng, and rooming/boarding.  

· No more than 2 boarders will be allowed.                   

· New home occupations allowed in SU districts include Animal Care Services, and professional studio.
