 Your Mail Ballots Are Due by Tuesday, June 7!
By now you should have received your mail ballot for Denver’s Municipal Run-Off Election.  This is a mail-only election. The ballot contains candidates for Mayor, Clerk and Recorder and City Council Districts 1, 5 and 8. You should mail your ballot no later than this Saturday with 64 cents postage or drop it off at a Voter Service Center by 7 pm Tuesday,
There are 13 full-service Voter Service Centers across Denver for the convenience of voters. At a service center, voters can drop off their ballot, obtain a replacement for a lost or spoiled ballot, complete an emergency registration affidavit, or request a ballot if they have not received one.

Parks Bond Projects

Cheesman
We are all suffering from project fatigue as we anxiously await the completion of the Cheesman Park Bond Improvements. I drive through the park daily and it is indeed still a construction site.  Replacing an 80 acre sprinkler system was a major undertaking.  The new trails are in place and the irrigation system is complete.  But the seeding, sodding, and on-going maintenance and mowing sure look rough at this stage – though just today I noted that they look a whole lot better than last week. 

The original contract had an end date of May 24th, but with the removal of Franklin Street, it was extended to July.  Parks tells me that they now anticipate the work to be done by the end of this month  Parks says that within the next two weeks we will continue to see improvement..  As far as the lack of maintenance on the perimeter, the contractor has asked that mowing not be conducted as it could ruin some of the work that is in place.  I’m sure the Park will look much better for the Fourth of July Parade.
The historic Cheesman Pavilion repair and preservation bond project started construction April 1.  The work is funded with $150,000 in Better Denver Bond funds. $195,000 from the State Historic Fund has been granted; this additional funding expands the scope of stone and mortar repair and other related work.  Several of the marble stones will be replaced with marble from the historic quarry in Marble Colorado, the original source for the pavilion.  Mechanical ventilation and electrical code upgrades for the basement are included.  Foundation surveys have been completed and selective repairs to them will be made.  Completion is planned for August and the structure will be open for business September 1, 2011. 

The general contractor, JEDunn Construction was selected through a competitive process and their stone subcontractor, Premier Specialty Contractors, Inc., is well versed in the art and science of marble preservation. This project has focused repair to the most urgent and critical areas of the building, primarily the roof balustrade and cornice; however preservation work should be undertaken on other areas within five to ten years. 
Sealing and repairing the roof membrane was completed during a related project last year. 
Civic Center

Thursday morning, I attended a celebration of the bond improvements in Civic Center Park.  Historic structures – the Greek Amphitheater, the Voorhees Memorial, and the Balustrade were restored last year.  This year the Broadway Terrace has received new irrigation, walks, and other upgrades.  New sod has just been laid and is protected by fencing for now.  

Enjoy Movie Blockbusters in the Park-2011 Summer Movies Schedule

Bring the whole family out to see some of the brightest stars, both on the screen and in the sky, at one of the Blockbuster Movies in the Parks. Entering the series’ sixth year, Denver Parks and Recreation, along with partners and sponsors, will host 14 free movies in parks across the city. Denver Animal Care and Control will be hosting seven low cost cat and dog vacciantion, license and microchip clinics in area parks throughout the summer.

· June 26 - Garfield Lake Park (on the corner of S. Newton St. and W. Arizona Ave.) 11 a.m. to 1 p.m. 

· July 10 - Harvey Park, (in front of recreation center on S. Tennyson Way and W. Warren Ave) 11 a.m. to 1 p.m.

The cost is $35 for cat or dog vaccinations and includes a one-year pet license.  To renew an expired pet license, the cost is $15 for one year or $40 for three years.  Microchips will also be available for $25 per animal. Additionally, Denver Animal Care & Control offers pet vaccination clinics weekly at the Denver Animal Shelter on Wednesdays (dogs) from 2:30 to 4:45 p.m. and Thursdays (cats) from 3:30 to 4:30 p.m. at 678 S. Jason St.
NOTE: In preparation for the NEW HOME for Denver Animal Shelter, the shelter located at 678 S. Jason Street, will be closed June 5-7 while the shelter moves over to the newly built Denver Animal Shelter facility at 1241 W. Bayaud Avenue. While the shelter will be closed, Animal Care & Control Officers will be responding to emergencies on June 5, and responding to calls as usual on June 6 & 7.  June 8 will be the first day of business for the Denver Animal Shelter located at 1241 W. Bayaud Ave.

Come see Denver’s new state-of-the-art animal shelter less than a mile north of our current facility.  Weekly vaccination clinic hours will remain the same at the new facility.    

All cats and dogs over 6 months old residing in Denver or using Denver dog parks must be licensed and vaccinated.  Licenses can be renewed online.  Denver Animal Care and Control is dedicated to providing education for the protection of pets and people, providing humane animal care at the Denver Animal Shelter, reuniting lost pets with their owners and finding adoptable pets new homes, the enforcement of laws relating to animals in the City and County of Denver, and insect and animal disease control.

City Council Issues and News….
Chickens, and Ducks, and Goats, OH MY
With the new zoning code in place and development a little slower these days, we haven’t had a good, long public hearing on zoning in awhile. That could change on Monday, June 13, when Council will be debating to allow up to 8 chickens or ducks and 2 pygmy goats in Denver backyards, without a zoning permit.  Currently, if you want chickens, ducks, or goats, you must apply for a zoning permit ($100), post your property, and reach out to your neighbors.  

I’ve heard from a number of District 10 constituents on both sides of the issue. A survey I conducted in the fall of 2009 asked about allowing just 3 chickens without a permit. Respondents were split about 50-50 on the issue, but my recent e-mails show majority support 8 chickens, and the CHUN Zoning Committee and Board have supported the proposal.

Perhaps that’s because the sustainable food community is organized on this issue.  Many of the e-mails in favor are similar. Keeping food-producing animals is a growing trend and a rewarding avocation for a number of Denver residents, but I don’t think it’s a huge number of residents. I’m also aware that many people are skirting the current zoning permit process.   

Proponents cite the benefit of growing your own organic food and educating children about where our food comes from. They say the cities with a similar ordinance get only a handful of complaints each year. They also say that they had hoped for a more “generous” ordinance. That’s because based on input Council made changes to the original bill in committee. 

Here are some of the key provisions of the committee amendments with changes we made noted in bold:
· A requirement for a one-time permit from Environmental Health to allow:

· Up to 8 chickens and/or ducks combined per zone lot (or per dwelling unit in a Row House); and 
· Up to 2 dwarf goats (and any number of their offspring younger than 6 months, per Zoning; per Chapter 8, intact male offspring may only be kept up to 6 weeks of age; sorry, boys). 
· No structure used to house the animals may be closer than 15 ft. (instead of 10 ft.) to a structure on an abutting zone lot containing a dwelling unit. 
· On residential zone lots, animals shall be maintained in the rear 50% of the zone lot depth. 
· Slaughtering is prohibited on any residential zone lot or in any residential zone district. 
· Requires at least 16 sq. ft. of permeable land for each chicken/duck (instead of 10 sq. ft.) plus adequate shelter space. 
· Requires at least 130 sq. ft. of permeable land per goat plus adequate shelter space. 
· Adequate shelter must protect animals from the elements and prevent predators from getting to them. 

· Adequate fencing must prevent escape. 
· A review and report on the ordinance after one year.

Even with those changes, those who oppose the ordinance say that chickens are a 365-day a year job, requiring “baby-sitting” when the owner leaves town and lots of care.  They are skeptical about whether Animal Control can properly oversee poorly-kept animals and yards. They express concerns about predators and disease. Several e-mails refer to animal protection and shelters that are filling with unwanted chickens.

Some question the number of chickens or ducks that should be allowed without zoning review. Numbers of chickens allowed in other Front Range communities and across the country vary, for example:

· Fort Collins 6 
· Longmont 4 
· Littleton 4 
· Arvada 2 
· Colorado Springs 10 

· Portland 3 
· Seattle 8 
· LosAngeles – unlimited 
· Chicago – unlimited 
· New York - unlimited

What Neighborhoods Need to Know about Medical Marijuana Licenses

Since Colorado voters passed Amendment 20 in 2000, numerous medical marijuana businesses have developed in Denver. Both the City and State of Colorado have passed several ordinances and statutes designed to balance the rights of these businesses with neighborhood concerns. Denver passed its original licensure ordinance to regulate medical marijuana retail dispensaries in January 2010. Prior to this ordinance, the hundreds of medical marijuana dispensaries that had sprung up were not specifically regulated. The Colorado General Assembly passed H.B. 1284 later in that same year--prompting Denver to revise its original licensure bill to comply with provisions related to retail sales operations (dispensaries/centers) and to add two other categories of licensed medical marijuana businesses—grow operations and infused product manufacturers. This ordinance was passed February 2011.  

Most recently, the Colorado legislature passed revisions to the state law which Denver has yet to incorporate into its local law, although most of these provisions are “clean up” measures which do not necessarily conflict with local law. The state law did extend the moratorium on licensure of new medical marijuana business startups through July 1, 2012, giving the state and city more time to implement the new dual state/local licensing system envisioned by the state Legislature. The Legislature also removed the confidentiality provisions related to grow operations and, in fact, required public posting of notices at locations seeking approval as grow operations.  

Licensure provisions on both the state and local level have evolved over time, with transitional requirements and deadlines for existing businesses to continue their operations. That is, businesses that are currently operating must have met certain deadlines and criteria to stay in business during the current transitional moratorium stage. The local licensing authority-the Department of Excise and License—is the expert on whether any given location is operating within the confines of existing law.  Neighborhood groups should work with their City Council representatives if there are questions about legal requirements and whether medical marijuana businesses are operating legally.  
Neighborhood Notification

For all types of medical marijuana businesses or license applicants, Excise and License must notify registered neighborhood organizations (RNOs) within 200 feet of the locale under the following circumstances: new applications, and/or major modifications to premises, and/or transfer of medical marijuana center, medical marijuana optional premises cultivation or medical infused products manufacturing license; or any action for which a public hearing is required by state or city medical marijuana licensing laws. Similar to the requirements for other RNO notices, notice is required within 10 days after the agency gets the appropriate paperwork. There are additional notice requirements for certain grow operations. 
Visit my website for a complete summary of select provisions of Chapter 24, Articles XI-XII of the Denver Revised Municipal Code which contains the local licensing requirements for retail centers, infused product (such as tinctures and food containing medicinal marijuana) manufacturers, and grow operations. 
Council Endorses COMPLETE STREETS POLICY
On May 23, Council formally endorsed by proclamation a Complete Streets policy.  We applauded Denver’s Department of Public Works adoption of this policy.  The policy “supports visions and strategies to invest in a more sustainable, balanced, and multimodal transportation system.”  It means that Public Works will incorporate safe and convenient access for all users into routine planning, design, implementation and operation of our streets and right-of-way.  
Great improvements have been made throughout the city to advance bicycle mobility in the Mile High City.  Denver is known for its active lifestyle and multi-modal focus, and increasing bicycle facilities is vital to the growth and sustainability of the city.

Denver has been recognized as a Bicycle Friendly Community by the League of American Bicyclists for over 10 years. The improvements include the unveiling of new “Bicycle Friendly Community” and bicycle directional signage. Additionally Denver’s first “cycle track;” a new bicycle facility that designates space for bicyclists off the street and adjacent to the sidewalk has just been completed The cycle track was recently installed on Bannock Street as part of the Better Denver Bond Program, and it borders Civic Center Park, across from the City and County Building. 
Denver Moves; the city’s bicycle action plan and the bicycling component of the Denver Strategic Transportation Plan (STP), set a vision for Denver’s bike network and aligns with the Complete Streets policy. Based on those plans and policy, the city of Denver has added and will continue to add bicycle amenities and improved bicycle connections through out the city.

Denver Public Works will implement the following infrastructure improvements:

· By Bike to Work Day, June 22nd 
· Bike lanes on Bannock Street and 46th Avenue

· Bike sharrows on 23rd Avenue

· Bicycle striping improvements to 16th Avenue/Broadway intersection, including a bike box, which is a designated area for bicycles to wait at an intersection

· By late summer 
· Bike lanes on West Florida from Lakewood to Ruby Hill Park

· Bike lanes in both directions on Larimer Street

· Improvements to the Cherry Creek Trail crossing of 1st and Gilpin Streets

· By the fall 
· Bike lanes on 14th Street

· Separated bike facility on 15th Street

· Knox Court bike lanes from Alameda Avenue to coming West Corridor light rail transit station.

      Summer Safety Tips

Summer Weather Brings out Impersonators
Denver Water is issuing a reminder to customers not to allow people claiming to be water department employees or contractors working for the water department to enter their homes without proper identification. Denver Water does not conduct random water pressure or quality checks. 

 

The utility has a lot of projects going on in the spring and summer, and in the past, persons claiming to be water department employees have gained access to customers’ homes on the pretext of checking for water pressure or water quality, for example. Then, they go through the homes looking for cash or valuables. Some have asked for money from customers.  

 

All Denver Water employees carry photo-identification cards. Service personnel wear shirts, jackets or caps, and drive vehicles clearly marked with Denver Water’s logo. The utility’s “Water Savers” who enforce watering rules are in bright orange and white cars or bicycles and also carry photo-identification cards.

Beware of Summer Rainstorms on Denver’s Streets and Trails 

Summer rainstorms in Denver are common throughout June, July and August. Please remember that floods caused by the rain can occur anywhere, with floodwaters rising gradually or flash floods striking suddenly.  Water's powerful force can easily overtake vehicles caught in a flood. Denver is experiencing higher than normal water levels in our rivers and streams as a result of the recent weather conditions, and many of our urban trails are flooding to varying degrees. 

Safety tips for walking or cycling on urban trails:

· When rain is falling, it’s best not to walk or bike near a river or stream, even on Denver’s paved urban bike and walking trails; water flow can quickly increase and flooding can occur without notice. 
· Never take shelter in a culvert or in an enclosed space, especially in low elevations by rivers and streams. Always go to higher ground out of the flow of water.

· Never allow children to play around streams, drainage ditches, viaducts, or storm drains.

What residents can do to help:

· Please ensure that your trash or recycling container is not in the gutter flow line or obstructing a drain or inlet. Do not put lawn clippings or yard debris in the gutter.
· Pick up litter, branches or any other loose items that could potentially interfere with storm water drainage on the street.
To report significant flooding issues call 9-1-1 or 3-1-1 depending upon the level of the emergency.
