Re: Mail Ballot Proposed for Denver’s 2012 Primary Election

Should Denver Clerk and Recorder Debra Johnson conduct the June 2012 Primary Election as a polling place election or as a mail ballot election?
Denver’s Clerk and Recorder is proposing to conduct the June 2012 primary as a mail ballot election and is seeking public input through a hearing and survey.  The hearing will take place Tuesday, November 8, 2011, 5:30 p.m., at the Denver Elections Division, 200 W. 14th Ave. 
The public may offer responses until 5 p.m. on November 8 by taking a short survey posted on www.DenverVotes.org, or by offering a comment on the Elections Division’s Facebook page, www.Facebook.com/DenverElections.  Alternatively, voters may submit written comments by email to electionscomm@denvergov.org, by fax to 720-913-8600, in person, or by mail to the Denver Elections Division, Attn: Communications Office, 200 W. 14th Ave., Suite 100, Denver 80204.
A polling place election would offer three options for Denver voters: early voting; mail-in ballots; and voting on Election Day at a polling place; and cost approximately $1.5 million. A mail ballot election would offer voters multiple voter service centers across the city for ballot drop-off and voter assistance, and cost approximately $1.1 million; a savings of about $400,000.
The decision will affect only the 2012 Primary Election.  The November 2012 General Election, by law, must be conducted as a polling place election.


[bookmark: colfax][bookmark: leafdrop]Denver LeafDrop Accepts Pumpkins!

Denver Recycles’ LeafDrop, is accepting Halloween pumpkins at all LeafDrop sites in the City. The LeafDrop program is a FREE service to Denver residents providing them a location to drop off leaves and pumpkins for composting. 

What To Do:
If you have an un-carved pumpkin, you have the option of removing the seeds for roasting and scooping out the insides for cooking. Ideas include using the flesh for making soup and the seeds for snacking. The insides can also be left intact and added to the compost.

For a carved pumpkin, remove any candles or wax from the inside of the pumpkin. Also remove other plastic or other materials or decorations that may have been added to the pumpkin.

Leaves may be brought to the drop-off sites in plastic bags, or even better, in brown paper yard debris bags. Unlike plastic bags, brown paper bags can be composted with your leaves. Many hardware and home improvement stores sell paper yard debris bags. Leaves dropped off on weekdays must be bagged. 

On Saturdays and Sundays, leaves can be brought in reusable containers or tarps that we will empty and give back to you. Bagged leaves are also accepted on weekends.  It’s important to make sure leaves do not contain branches, trash or other materials.

Keeping leaves and pumpkins out of the trash reduces the amount of waste in the landfill and “overflow trash,” and recycles these resources into a nutrient rich soil amendment (compost).
 
All the leaves and pumpkins collected at the drop sites will be composted over the winter and available for purchase at a deep discount in the spring at the Denver Recycles’ annual Mulch Giveaway and Compost Sale.

Council has two special issue committees this year – Redistricting and National Western Stock Show (NWSS).  Since I wrote about re-districting last month, I’d like to write about the National Western Stock Show this month.  My key take-a-ways from our committee discussions are pretty basic:
1. The National Western Stock Show needs to upgrade, renovate, and replace buildings because of life safety issues, customer attraction and the placement of the new light rail line.
1. NWSS desires 300 acres of property – in large part for surface parking.
1. The economic study commissioned by the Downtown Denver Partnership showed a significant economic impact to Denver.  Loss of off-site visitor spending alone was estimated to be $31.3 million with $2.2 million in taxes.  Loss of on-site tax revenue was estimated at $712,000.
1. We also heard an analysis of the Gaylord Hotel presence on the Convention Center, downtown hotels and area hotels.  But the move of the NWSS is Council’s main focus.

Recently the NWSS Committee has discussed whether Denver should withdraw from the application for Regional Tourism Act tax increment financing.  Denver’s portion of that financing package is $6.1 million while the economic impact of the stock show move is much greater.  I support a Council recommendation to the Mayor that Denver withdraw from the RTA application

City and County of Denver offices will be closed on:

1. Thanksgiving Day, Thursday, November 24th, trash and recycling will not be picked up.  Solid Waste will work on a delayed schedule (Thursday on Friday, Friday on Saturday) following the Thanksgiving Holiday. 
1. Citywide Furlough Day, Friday, November 25th, trash and recycling will be picked up as regularly scheduled.  Services will not be delayed for the furlough day.  However, services will operate on a one day delay caused by Thanksgiving Day. 

Denver parking meters will be free on Veterans Day, Friday, November 11th and Thanksgiving Day, November 24th.  Denver parking meters are free on all City-recognized holidays and on Sundays.

[bookmark: election][bookmark: snow]Snow Season in Denver:
What to Know When the Snow Falls

As the weather turns colder, the City of Denver wants our residents to know what to expect when snow falls. 

Snow Removal from City Streets
Main streets, or most streets with stripes, are the priority for Public Works and their 68 largest plows. These are the streets that carry most of the city’s traffic as well as emergency vehicles and public transportation.  Denver Public Works removes snow from Denver city streets; CDOT’s orange plows address state highways. 

Materials Applied to the streets by the plows:
· Anti icer (liquid magnesium chloride) is used when snow starts to fall to prevent the snow from bonding to the pavement.
· Weather conditions dictate when we can use this material: 
· If rain precedes snow or if pavement temperatures are too high, the liquid material will not stick to the street. 
· Optimally, humidity levels should be high and pavement temperatures should be at, or just below, freezing.
· De Icer (“Ice Slicer,” a dry, naturally mined mix of chlorides) is used after snow has accumulated on the pavement to prevent the snow from building up and turning into ice, and can be used effectively in very cold temperatures.

Snow Removal from Residential or “Side” Streets
The Residential Snow Plow Program was created by Public Works during the blizzards of 2006-07 to keep residential streets, or side streets, passable. 

Criteria for calling out the residential plows:
· Between November 15 and March 15 only 
· 12 inches or more of snow predicted
· Accompanied by prolonged freezing temperatures
· The Manager of Denver Public Works recommends this program to the Mayor when necessary. 

About the Residential Plow Program:
· 90 pieces of City-owned equipment will be deployed each shift; “equipment” refers to the 4x4 pick up trucks with plows on them (residential plows) and other pieces of heavy equipment used to address side streets. 
· Deploy to simultaneously clear side streets throughout the City. 
· The trucks come from Public Works, Parks & Recreation and one private contractor. Adding the contractor allows us to add more resources to each sector of the City.
· Over 275 employees from Public Works and Parks & Recreation operate the residential plows after completing a four-hour training course; a special driver’s license is not required to operate a residential plow.
· The contractor provides additional plows and/or heavy equipment to address their sectors, supplementing our resources.

What to expect from the residential plows:
· The residential plows take one swipe down the middle of every side street to prevent deep ice rutting and to keep the streets passable.
· Because the residential plows are deployed when 12 inches or more of snow is on the ground, it is not realistic to expect these plows to expose bare pavement when they plow. 
· The residential areas will not receive any anti icing or de icing material.
· The deployment typically takes three days.

History of deployment of the residential plows:
The last official deployment of the residential plows was in 2010, and once before that in 2007. The concept of deploying light plows into the neighborhoods was brought into action during the blizzards of 2006-07. 

This is not a budgeted program and therefore comes out of supplemental funds.

Sidewalks
Denver requires property owners to clear their walkways so that EVERYONE has safe access throughout the City! Senior citizens, people with disabilities, parents with strollers, and mail carriers -just to name a few -struggle to negotiate hazardous walkways...we need to do our part to make our community safe and accessible for all. 
· Homeowners:  Once snow has stopped falling, residences have twenty-four (24) hours to remove snow from public sidewalks adjacent to their property. 
· Businesses:  Once snow has stopped falling, businesses have four (4) hours to remove snow from public sidewalks adjacent to their property
· **Note: Apartment buildings are viewed as “businesses”, so the 4 hour period after snow stops falling applies to them.  Please note that Denver’s requirement relates to the public sidewalk, not interior walkways in the apartment or commercial complex.  
· Report A Problem:  Please contact Denver 3-1-1 to provide the address of unshoveled sidewalks.  
· Enforcement:  Denver performs proactive inspections in business districts, and we rely on citizen complaints to help us identify those property owners that need to be educated about sidewalk safety requirements.  

The vast majority of people comply with the first sidewalk safety notice issued by the City.  In the rare instances where a property owner refuses to comply, Denver takes escalating legal action, which can include issuing an Administrative Citation that carries a $150 penalty.  Denver manages 3,000 sidewalk safety cases a year. 


Snow Removal on Park Property/Other Public Property
Denver Parks + Recreation perform snow removal on park property and select sidewalks, such as bridges and underpasses within the City. During normal snowfall, the snow will be removed as usual, including around recreation centers. Recreation Centers will also be plowed and shoveled for Saturday and Sunday hours as needed. 

Trash &Recycling During Snow Season
To keep your trash and recycling service running smoothly during snow season, follow our easy tips below: 
· DO shovel a path to your recycling cart and trash barrel 
· DO keep these containers off patches of ice for safety
· DO make sure recycling carts and trash barrels are clear of snow
· DO put your cart and trash barrel as far in the street as possible - not behind snow banks
· DO leave a 4’ space on either side of your barrel and recycling cart allowing easy access by our trucks automated arms.
· DON’T - use cardboard boxes as a trash container. This is always a “Don’t” no matter what the weather conditions.
· Don't pile snow beside dumpsters.  

Be A Good Neighbor
· Get to know your neighbors - keep a list of phone numbers on hand for emergencies.
· Check on elderly and/or disabled neighbors during major snow storms to be sure they do not need help. 
· Always clear your sidewalk of snow as soon as possible - it is difficult for pedestrians to walk down sidewalks full of snow and ice but it is nearly impossible for wheelchairs.
· Go the extra step to make sure the sidewalk on your block is clear of snow so it can be accessible to all.
· Visit the Denver Office of Emergency Management to get more information on how neighborhoods can prepare for emergencies in Denver.

Beginning in January 2012, Denver Water rates will increase by 5.5 percent, which averages out to about $19 more per year ($1.62 a month) for residential customers. Why is this increase necessary? What will it pay for? Denver Water owns and maintains more than 3,000 miles of distribution pipe - enough to stretch from Los Angeles to New York - as well as 12 reservoirs, 22 pump stations and 4 treatment plants. In 2011, Denver Water reprioritized and delayed projects, and implemented additional efficiency measures, but the cost of maintaining this vast and critical infrastructure continues to rise. Contrary to what many people think, Denver Water is funded through rates and new tap fees, not taxes. The increase will pay for funding capital projects and ongoing rehabilitation and replacement of infrastructure which is badly needed. Much of the water distribution system dates back to post-World War II installation. On November 14, Council will hold two public hearings on proposed zoning changes in District 10.  
· Gove Middle School (1325 Colorado Blvd and 4050 E. 14th St.) – National Jewish Hospital has applied to rezone this site which they are purchasing from Denver Public Schools.  The current zoning along Ash Street on the eastern side of the site is U-SU-C (Urban neighborhood, single family), while the zoning on the rest of the site and along Colorado Boulevard is G-MU- 5- (General Urban Multi-Unit, 5 stories).  The proposed new zone districts are CMP-H2 along Ash Street and CMP-H along Colorado Boulevard.  The site west of Colorado that is presently used by NJH for parking is currently zoned under the old code as H-2 with waivers and the proposed zoning is CMP-H.  National Jewish Hospital has been talking with neighbors about a buffer zone and landscaping along Ash Street and is committed to keeping the Denver Urban Gardens on the site west of Colorado Boulevard (with the likelihood the garden will abut 13th Street)

· MHCD (4455 E. 12th Ave) – The building on this site is the a former University of Colorado medical office building which Mental Health Corporation of Denver has purchased.  It was zoned CMP-EI2 (Campus Educational/Institution) under the new zoning code. Now MHCD is proposing to rezone a   portion of the vacant lot they own north of the building from E-SU-Dx to CMP-EI2.  The rezoning would accommodate a lower, less obtrusive parking structure.
