Monday, October 3rd** 

The deadline to register to vote or to change an address for the November 1, 2011 Coordinated Election is Monday, October 3, 2011.

Denver voters who have recently moved should verify that their address information on file with the Denver Elections Division is correct.  The Elections Division needs current address information to ensure that all election materials, including ballots, are sent to the correct address.  Ballots are not forwarded by the U.S. Postal Service.

Voters can visit www.GoVoteColorado.com and register to vote online, update an address or simply verify that address information is correct.  Alternatively, voters can call the Elections Division to verify their information, or they can go to www.DenverVotes.org and download a paper form that can be used to register to vote or update an address.  The paper form can be scanned and e-mailed to voterregistration@denvergov.org, returned by fax to 720-913-8600, or mailed to or dropped off at 200 W. 14th Ave., Suite 100, Denver, CO 80204.

Mail Ballots will be mailed to voters in mid-October, and voters have the option of mailing their ballots back or dropping them off at a Voter Service Center. 

Denver elections officials have spent three years working on enhanced mail ballot procedures to make them cost effective and convenient for Denver’s voters. Efforts have included: establishing Voter Service Centers across the city, developing Ballot TRACE technology to provide voters with a method to track their ballots through the postal system, and procedures to maximize efficiency, accuracy and transparency.

On your mark, get set, go! The Rock ‘n’ Roll Denver Marathon & ½ Marathon is coming up on Sunday, October 9.  The race will welcome 15,000 runners from around the country, including many Denver residents and some of your neighbors.  

Members of the community are encouraged to get involved throughout race weekend!   Line the course to watch the race, gather with neighbors at an entertainment stage near you, or volunteer throughout race weekend.  Race Crew volunteers receive a T-shirt and goodie bag. Sign up online. 

Road closures associated with the race may affect normal access to your home or business on race day. With any event that runs along 26 miles of Denver’s streets, there will be street closures and traffic impacts throughout the route. To mitigate the impact, Traffic Engineering Services is working with the event organizers to provide information to those groups and organizations that will be most affected.  For example, TES is providing various churches on the race course with alternative routes for the morning of the race, so they can prepare their congregants for the traffic closures. 

Visit the race website for detailed information on road closures, alternate routes and band locations. The October 9th marathon begins and ends at Civic Center Park and has a 7am start time. While generally located in Central Denver, by my count the route goes through 5 Council Districts!   Our office has heard from people inconvenienced in the past by this race and we have communicated concerns to the Rock “n Roll Marathon.  The event organizers continue to reach out to neighborhood groups and businesses about the race.

[bookmark: streetscape]Colfax Streetscape Bond Project

Project Description:
The Colfax Streetscape Project is part of the 2007 City-wide bond projects and will begin in Spring 2012. However, prior to that, this Fall Xcel will be undergrounding the overhead wires between Sherman St and Steele St. This project consists of the installation of new underground secondary distribution to feed new street lighting that will replace the overhead street lighting that is currently located along Colfax. This work is estimated to take 3 months to complete. The impact should be minimal along Colfax although there will be some sidewalk closures, some Colfax side street block closures, and some parking restrictions.

Preliminary Details about Streetscape Project to occur in Spring 2012:

1. Colfax East - (Columbine to St. Paul) Improvements – Greektown
1. Approximately six blocks in the designated “Greektown” area
1. Improvements will help to create an enhanced transit corridor
1. 28 new pedestrian lights will be installed that are painted a special “Greektown Blue” (these poles match the existing blue street furniture/bins in the area)
1. Improve sidewalks and curb ramps
1. Install 14 trees with irrigation

These improvements will be maintained with funding from the Greektown Local Maintenance District. Some traffic impacts are anticipated during construction as work on the sidewalk/crossing ramps could constrict traffic and turns while improvements are being done. The irrigation street taps will affect Colfax traffic, and closure of the parking lanes will be needed at times.

1. Colfax East  - (Grant to Columbine) Improvements – CBID
1. Approximately 20 blocks
1. Improvements will help to create an enhanced transit corridor
1. Upgrade pedestrian sidewalk lights, adding 127 new pedestrian lights with better light coverage to make the area safer and more welcoming:
1. Replace old light posts and add pedestrian lights on several dark stretches where none previously existed
1. The 1960s-era “hairdryer type” light posts with constricted light coverage will be replaced with new classic-looking acorn glass/dome lights. The new/additional lights match the recently installed pedestrian lights (between Corona and Franklin)
1. Pedestrian lighting will be maintained by the Colfax Business Improvement District
 
Project construction will have minimal traffic impacts; however parking meters will be bagged in the immediate area of construction while light pole improvements are being done.

[bookmark: Leafdrop]Fall is Coming and so is the 2011 Denver LeafDrop
Fall is upon us and so is the annual ritual of raking leaves.  Did you know that organic materials such as food, food-soiled paper and yard debris account for 58% of what is thrown away in Denver?  Denver Recycles’ LeafDrop program once again will be providing options for Denver residents to compost their leaves and avert them from the dump. In 2010, over 455 tons of leaves were collected and composted through LeafDrop! By participating in this program, Denver residents help better their neighborhoods by keeping leaves out of the streets and storm drains, reduce trash and greenhouse gas emissions due to burying organic material like leaves in a landfill, and create compost which can be used locally to improve our soils.
If you can, try and reuse and recycle your leaves by digging them into the garden, composting them or using a lawn mower to mulch small amounts into the lawn.  This adds nutrients and helps the soil retain moisture.  Home composting and mulching information can be found by clicking here.  Remember to never sweep your leaves into the street. This clogs up storm sewers and street sweeper vehicles.  If you can’t reuse your leaves at home, take them to a LEAFDROP site this fall and Denver Recycles, a program of Solid Waste Management, will ensure they are composted.  Please note that leaves must be tied or secured in bags.  If you can use paper yard debris bags (found at most hardware and home improvement stores), they can be composted with the leaves.  You can also treat your Halloween jack-o-lantern to a second chance and compost it with LEAFDROP. Then, reclaim your leaves next spring in the form of rich compost at the Treecycle Mulch Giveaway and LEAFDROP Compost Sale. The 2012 budget marks the fourth year in a row we have had to close a deficit between projected revenues and expenditures to balance the budget. In 2009 we closed an $86 million deficit, in 2010 we closed a $160 million deficit, and in 2011 we closed a $100 million deficit. Add to that the $100 million deficit we are closing in the 2012 budget and we will have closed a combined $446 million shortfall over four years. That equates to approximately 13 percent of the budget each year in 2009, 2010, 2011, and 2012. 

The budget runs on a calendar year (January-December) and by City Charter the mayor must present council with a balanced budget in September.  Council then must make any revisions or amendments in October.  The approach to this year’s budget process is to focus on maintaining core services that are most critical to residents, while at the same time identifying sustainable savings that strengthen the City’s ability to deliver services more efficiently and effectively. 

Where does the City and County receive its revenue?  2012 overall General Fund revenues are projected to be $908 million, an increase of 2.1 percent from the revised 2011 projections of $889 million.  The revised 2011 projections represent a 2.2. percent increase over 2010 actuals. The City and County of Denver’s Main Operating Fund receives revenue from various sources including:
· Sales and use tax - 50 percent
· Fees, permits and fines - 28 percent
· Property tax - 7 percent

What does the City and County of Denver spend its money on?  Like most governmental entities, more than 70 percent of the budget is personnel.  The city relies upon staff to deliver services.  Almost 50 percent of all expenditures are for safety services, which include police, fire, sheriff and courts.  Then, 24 percent of the budget is allotted to services such as internal infrastructure (finance, technology, human resources), community planning and development, and elections.  Less than 10 percent of the budget is for parks, recreation and cultural services.  Public Works, which collects trash and maintains city streets, is also allocated just under10% of the general fund revenue.

The largest savings in 2012 (approximately $12.5 million) comes from reducing the size of our workforce by abolishing 95 positions in the General Fund. Most of these positions are now vacant.  We continue to selectively fill only critical vacancies that may occur in the remaining budgeted positions in order to maintain core services. The reduction in positions will bring the total reduction in workforce across all funds to 7 percent since 2009.

Personnel costs make up 70 percent of the General Fund budget. To achieve the savings of the magnitude the City needs, there will be some impact on our workforce. In 2012: 

1. There will be five furlough days for Career Service employees and appointees.  Furloughs provide savings flexibility and can be cancelled if the economy improves beyond expectations through 2012.

1. Funds have been reserved to potentially provide wage increases for Career Service Employees delivered through the Career Service merit system.  The state of the economy will be monitored closely over the next several months and a determination will be made in early 2012 on whether to proceed with increases.

1. City and Employee contributions toward health care premiums will increase by an average of 7 percent, which is below the national average of 10-12 percent.

1. Based on the annual actuarial analysis of the Denver Employees Retirement Plan (DERP), the Plan will require increased contributions of an additional 1.5 percentage points to maintain the fiscal health of the Plan. The contribution will be split equally between the City and Employees. In early 2011, changes were made in the pension benefit structure for new employees to begin the process of reducing future pension costs.  The focus of both the City and DERP will continue to be on minimizing or eliminating future growth in contributions and to reduce present contributions by carefully evaluating all aspects of the Plan.  

How budget reductions affect you? Changes you may see or experience include longer repair cycles for curb and gutter and other street repairs, similar reduction in large item trash pickup as in 2010, fewer perennials planted in flower gardens next spring. (Fortunately, there will be no reductions to the present library and Rec center hours although there may be some rearrangement of hours.) 

There are many people to thank for their hard work in preparing the 2012 budget. But it’s the entire City workforce that deserves the most credit. The creativity and dedication to providing high-quality services make Denver better every day. We also appreciate the community for understanding the challenges we face. We must live and work within our means just like you. That’s why we will continue to focus on using taxpayer dollars as efficiently as possible and keeping Denver a City we all can be proud of. 

If the City has a deficit, why does it continue to build things?   Funds that are designated for construction, such as The Better Denver Bond Program, can only be used for construction.  The bond funds were approved by Denver voters in 2007 and must be used in accordance with those wishes. (Will INCLUDE A LINK TO THE Bond Project Reports)

What’s next for the 2011 Budget?  On Monday, October 17, the Mayor will submit his final budget to City Council. On Monday, October 24, City Council holds a public hearing on the budget.  Following the public hearing, but no later than the end of the first Council meeting in November (November 7), Council members may offer motions to amend the budget – 7 votes are required to amend.  The Mayor may accept or reject these by Thursday, November 10.  On Monday, November 14, Council may override the Mayor’s rejection of any amendment – 9 votes are required to override a veto.  Council votes on a motion to adopt or reject the budget.  If Council rejects the budget, the Mayor may put the budget, as amended, into effect.

[bookmark: Update][bookmark: onewayst]Upcoming Conversion from One-Way Street to Two-Way Street--
Delaware St and Cherokee St in the Golden Triangle

What is the background for this deciding to convert these streets?
The 1998 Golden Triangle Plan recommended studying converting one-way streets in the area. But nothing could really be studied until the Justice Center was up and running. Traffic Engineering Services staff (TES) has been working with our office and the Golden Triangle Neighborhood Association over the past three years.  The Golden Triangle Neighborhood Association with my support requested that Delaware St. from 11th Ave. to 13th Ave. and Cherokee St. from 10th Ave. to 13th Ave be converted to 2-way traffic to help mitigate anticipated traffic impacts from the new Denver Justice Center

TES conducted a review of the traffic conditions and volumes on these roadways to determine if a two-way conversion was feasible. The daily traffic volume of traffic on both Cherokee and Delaware is below 5,000 vehicles/day, which can be accommodated with a two-way street design. In addition, the upcoming reconfiguration work planned for the Colfax-Galapago-Welton intersection will provide an alternate route for traffic on northbound Speer Blvd to enter the downtown street grid which will further reduce traffic volumes on Cherokee St.  

What exactly are the changes?
In order to convert these two roadways, new traffic signals are being constructed at 13th-Delaware and 11th-Cherokee.  The current white dashed lane line will be replaced with a double yellow centerline along the converted section of each roadway.  The parking signs and parking meters will be realigned to face the new direction of traffic.  Both roadways will remain in their current configuration from 13th Avenue to Colfax.  This is based on a number of factors including traffic management for special events, impacts to the traffic signals on Colfax Avenue, and operations adjacent to the Mint and City and County building.

What is the timeline for this project?
TES is currently expecting these signals to be installed in mid to late October with the conversion occurring immediately after that.  We are currently planning to convert both roadways during October and hope to be complete with all work by the end of the month.

“The Upper Colfax Halo Effect”

The Upper Colfax halo camera system gives surveillance a whole new meaning. Early reports are in, and the cameras are clearly doing their work.

Here’s how. Most security cameras are passive. They are set up, then left alone, and become essentially useful for review after the crime. They do not have an active monitoring system to deter or change patterns of crime.

Upper Colfax halo cameras are different. They are installed and then monitored on real time. The data from the cameras drives active deterrence. The District 6 police force, plus incoming dispatch calls from the community, combined with the use of halo cameras provide an invaluable tool for ongoing prevention, the arrest of crimes in progress, and investigation after the fact.

Denver Police Lieutenant, Ernest Martinez, is an authority on the halo system along the Upper Colfax corridor. In the first four months the cameras have been running, Martinez states there has been a “30 to 50% drop in crime” within the camera’s view. Martinez calls this an “initial disbursement.” He notes that crime is hard to eradicate completely, but points out that the active monitoring system drives it into “predictable pockets, and with police partnerships and active follow up in the community, the live data drives the solution.”

Once thought of as secret weapons, halo surveillance cameras now work best on center stage. Lt. Martinez states that community talk is key. The more residents know where the cameras are, the better they work. Currently, Upper Colfax’s halo cameras line the intersections of Colfax Avenue (see map). And as crime moves off camera, more halos will be installed to catch the flow onto major side streets of the district. Martinez refers to this next phase as “cameras in clusters.” They actively and intentionally keep crime moving away from the district.

Halo cameras pave the way to a safer business and residential community, to enhanced pedestrian traffic along the length of Upper Colfax Ave., from Grant Street to Josephine Street. Future Upper Colfax improvements will include continued investment in halo cameras in partnership with the ongoing efforts of the Denver Police.

Don’t Forget to Obtain Your Permit for Outdoor Patio Seating

Outdoor patio seating is taking off at Denver restaurants – don’t forget to obtain your permit through Denver Public Works to continue to offer this fabulous amenity to your patrons!

Outdoor seating has become an integral part of the restaurant/bar/nightclub experience in Denver. Most establishments find excellent value in the addition of tables and chairs on a patio, as patrons naturally gravitate towards the views and outstanding Colorado weather offered in open air seating areas. Google even has a distinct category for “Outdoor Dining,” as does Open Table.  

Outdoor seating areas require a permit.
Holding a permit for your outdoor space means that you have followed the City’s rules regarding the existence of an outdoor seating area adjacent to your establishment. *The type of permit necessary for outdoor seating is a “Tables, Chairs and Railings” permit, or a “TCR” permit.  

The “TCR” permit simply ensures best practices.
For example, the “TCR” permit requires certain common-sense practices that will protect your patrons and the public, such as ensuring that railings define the space and are bolted into the ground so that chairs and tables aren’t a danger to people during high winds or flooding; secured railings also create boundaries for the space containing the tables and chairs so that people can easily walk down the sidewalk, including those who have strollers and those in wheelchairs…when there are no railings, street furniture can “wander” onto the sidewalk, creating obstacles for those trying to pass. Further, it’s important to have consistency among all outdoor seating areas across the City.

Because of the growing popularity of outdoor seating areas, The City realizes that business owners may not even realize that they need a permit for this kind of outdoor space. The hope of Public Works is to help you with this process so that you are in full compliance with the City’s regulations.

Outreach:
To manage this, a special team of Public Works Right of Way Agents will be visiting all locations that have street furniture to check on their permit status. If an establishment does not have the proper permit, they will work with them to identify what needs to be done to their outdoor area to obtain the permit. Once the outdoor area has been made to reflect the standards of the permit, an inspector from our Construction Engineering division will visit the establishment and approve the area for a “TCR” permit.  

Fees and application process:
New applications can take as many as 15 days to process to allow time for a field inspection of the proposed new location by a City Inspector. The initial processing fee of $150 (non-refundable) is due at the time of application, and there is an annual fee of $100.00 per location. Renewal of existing TCR permits generally can be done on a walk-thru basis (some exceptions apply). In both cases, a Certificate of Insurance for the location is required. New and renewing applicants should check the City’s website (link below) for complete information, including a checklist of required documents.

Sign-up for Denver 911 Emergency Cell Phone Notification Program

One of the community services Denver 911 offers is an Emergency Notification System. The system is used to distribute important information about emergency events occurring within the City and County of Denver.  Generally, these are targeted notifications about incidents occurring in specific areas, like your neighborhood. 

The system relies largely on land-line telephones, which are hard-wired into Denver residences. Over the past few years Denver911 has seen a decrease in the number of land-line telephones as more and more people disconnect traditional telephone service and migrate to cellular telephone service.  

Denver 911 is addressing this by offering residents the opportunity to include their cell phone numbers in the Emergency Notification system. The system has the capability to send thousands of messages in a very short time based on the location of an incident. The land-line based notification service will continue; however, Denver911 is offering this service for cellular phones so they can communicate critical information to as many residents as possible. 

To register your cellular telephone with the Denver 911 Emergency Notification system, and receive important information if your address is impacted by a disaster or emergency, please follow the link to the registration form. Please note, each telephone number can only be associated with one address and your information will remain confidential.
