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Pilot High-rise Recycling Program to Launch on Earth Day 

 Winning “Recycle 8+ in 10” program participants announced 

Denver, CO (April 15, 2008) – On April 22, Councilwoman Jeanne Robb, in partnership with Greenprint Denver and Waste Management Recycle America, will launch Recycle 8+ in 10, a one-year multifamily housing pilot recycling program.  Currently, multifamily complexes are not serviced by Denver’s recycling program.  This program aims to explore the long-term feasibility of institutionalizing a recycling program for apartment complexes and condominiums in Denver.  
“Providing recycling for high-rises, condominiums, and apartment buildings is a huge challenge, and this program is the first step toward addressing this issue,” said Councilwoman Jeanne Robb.  “The desire is there; we had over 40 applications for just eight spots.  This program is intended to determine how we can provide recycling to all Denver residents.”

To participate in the program, interested buildings were required to submit an application to Councilwoman Robb’s office, Greenprint Denver, and Waste Management Recycle America for review.  Winning buildings were selected according to size - small (30 units or less), medium (31 to 40 units), and large (over 41 units) - location, and commitment to instituting a recycling program. 

The winning buildings are:  Washington Irving (1029 Pennsylvania Street), Cheesman Condo North (1436 Gilpin Street), East of East
 (1666 Detroit Street), and The Mentone (125 East 11th Ave) in the small building category; The Elaine Apartments (1424 Pennsylvania Street), Stevens School (1140 Columbine Street), and The Parkville (1175 Vine Street) in the medium building category; and Cheesman Park Condominiums (1223 Race Street) in the large category.  

“We wanted to participate to ‘go green’ and set a good example for our neighborhood,” said Lynn Haner of The Parkville condominiums.  “It is an important start for our building to not only recycle, but to become more environmentally friendly.”

Participating buildings will be required to monitor participation and commodity levels, and user experience, and report the findings to Greenprint Denver on a monthly basis.  Upon completion, Greenprint Denver will evaluate the results in order to determine the program’s carbon footprint, and long-term feasibility.     

“We are pleased to partner in this effort and applaud Councilwoman Robb’s leadership in building momentum around sustainable community practices, such as recycling,” said Michele Weingarden, director of Greenprint Denver.  

“We have 14 units in our building and all of the tenants are excited to get started with this recycling program,” said Jodi Kopke, resident of East of East.  “We want to help lessen our impact on the environment and this is just one way we can contribute to our community.” 

The program has been provided free of charge courtesy of a $5000 grant from Waste Management’s community relations fund.  Waste Management Recycle America, a subsidiary of Waste Management, Inc., will supply the equipment and service the buildings.  The equipment, ranging from curbside 96 gallon toters to three yard bins, was determined in accordance with the specific needs and layout of each building.

Currently, the City and County of Denver’s Public Works, Solid Waste Management service parameters do not permit the collection of garbage and recycling from properties with more than seven units.
