[bookmark: photoradar]Information about Photo Radar Tickets

From City Council Staff:  
Media stories are often misleading to the public regarding photo radar tickets. According to research done by our legislative analysts, a photo radar ticket is just like any other criminal or civil case in that the summons and complaint (what people refer to as a “ticket” in this case) must be served upon the individual. Service can be effectuated either through the mail with a return receipt or via personal service. If an individual is personally served then the law provides that the city can assess the actual costs for having the summons and complaint personally served via a process serving company. If we wanted, the city could make the decision to personally serve every photo radar ticket. It would result in a higher cost assessed against each violator as a result. Instead, we chose to mail the citations to the violators. If they voluntarily comply, the City does not personally serve the citation and the violator avoids the additional costs. If they don’t voluntarily comply, the City will attempt personal service of the citation. It is true that if the citation is not served at that point through either personal service or return receipt the case will be dismissed. If the City does effectuate service then the violator will be on the hook for both the penalty assessment as well as for the cost of personal service. The cost is $29.00 generally in Denver area—higher in outside jurisdictions depending on zone--with $10 added in if contractor has to go to another address due to move.

[bookmark: ccplan]Update: Cherry Creek Area Plan Process

During June and July, the Planning Department and Cherry Creek Steering Committee members met for three focus group sessions. Thank you to the many people who spent three hour evenings at these meetings discussing Mobility and Connectivity, Urban Form and Public Realm, and Economic Development. And thank you to the Cherry Creek Mall/Taubman company for providing dinner and space in the former Saks store.    

As a result of these sessions, the Planning Staff has posted recorded notes and “Key Findings” from each focus group.  You can see this information and various power point presentations on the Community Planning and Development website. If you take the time to delve through this information, you may find some variations or slightly conflicting statements from the groups.  That’s because these are findings and not yet recommendations. The findings were presented to the Cherry Creek Steering Committee in July and the Plan Leadership Team has been meeting since then to discuss questions we have about the findings, what further information is needed to answer remaining questions, and how to give informed feedback so that Planning Staff can meld the findings and write a plan with draft recommendations.  

The next Cherry Creek Steering Committee will be September 21. Continue to follow plan progress in this newsletter and also on the Community Planning and Development website.


[bookmark: parkingcitations][bookmark: Back_to_school]Back to School!—How to Avoid a Parking Citation

New teachers, new friends, new clothes and books…it’s “Back to School” in Denver! With new routines and the changes each school year brings, parking restrictions are likely the last thing on parent’s minds. Denver Public Works reminds parents to please read the posted parking signs around your child’s school to avoid a parking citation. Two of the most popular overlooked parking restrictions around schools are street sweeping and bus lane restrictions.

It’s important to understand why these parking restrictions exist.
Street Sweeping: 
Street sweeping is a critical part of keeping our community clean and green; Street sweeping prevents pollutants and debris from ending up in Denver’s rivers and air. Federal regulations related to water and air quality mandate scheduled street sweeping in Denver. Last year, Denver street sweeping crews prevented 41,338 cubic yards of dirt and debris from entering our waterways and air!

We ask that parents and caretakers show their pride in the Mile High City by following the posted street sweeping restrictions when dropping off children and/or attending school meetings and events. Many schools are located in residential street sweeping areas where red and white signs posted on the street list parking restrictions (not every block has restrictions, only those with this signage). Residential street sweeping restrictions are in effect only one day per month from April 1 through November 30, 2011. 

Bus Lanes:
Bus lane parking restrictions are clearly important to the safety of the children boarding and exiting the buses. Bus lanes are meant for bus use only in order to decrease traffic congestion around schools, keeping the buses, and therefore the children and parents, on time and on schedule.

You may Pay-by-Phone at 1-866-280-9988, Pay-by-Web at www.denverpvb.com, or pay in person at the Webb Building at 201 W. Colfax Ave., Denver, CO 80202 at the Parking Cashier Counter. We also have two payment kiosks available to expedite the process: one kiosk is located in the lobby of the Webb building and the other is outside of the Webb building on Court Street. Both accept Visa and MasterCard credit cards, debit cards and personal and business checks. (Please note: There is a 2.5% transaction fee for online transactions and for using credit/debit cards in the kiosks.) 

If you would like to contest a parking citation, please visit the Parking Magistrate, located in the Webb Building, between 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m., Monday-Friday (the Magistrate is closed on all City of Denver holidays). The “Basic-Only” or B1 service is Comcast’s lowest tier of service and consists of approximately 20 channels (broadcast TV stations, Denver 8, Denver Open Media, and a few others). It is popular with Denver’s senior population and those on fixed income as it provides these channels for less than $20/month. It also has been the only tier of service which has not transitioned to digital. This means it has not needed any additional equipment connected to one’s TV to receive service….until now. That service is now changing.

Starting in September, that transition to digital will begin. As during last year’s “World of More” campaign which transitioned all other levels of service to digital only, Comcast will provide up to three DTA boxes per household at no cost.  Starting with the fourth box per house there will be a $1.99 per box per month charge. Comcast will send out mailers and billing inserts to the affected subscribers—about 10,000 customers in Denver—and will reach out via telephone to those who do not respond to explain the process to get the DTA devices. After mid-October, a subscriber will HAVE to have a DTA box connected or they won’t be able to receive cable service.

It is a concern is that seniors and the other basic-only customers may get confused or frustrated with the DTA connection process. To that end, Comcast will set up a special section of their Customer Care Center to assist people and will even send out technicians to homes to help a subscriber connect the device to their TV.

[bookmark: redistricting]City Council Re-Districting Process

Every 10 years Denver City Council is required to change the boundaries of the 11 council districts based upon the most recent United States census. The last redistricting map was adopted in May 2002. The goal is to complete the redistricting by next May. The timeline for re-districting can be viewed on the Denver City Council website.   The council president named a “redistricting committee” which will establish principles and procedures for the redistricting plan. This may seem early since the next Council election is not until May of 2015, but the Charter requires that potential candidates live in their districts for one year prior to the election so redistricting in 2012 adds predictability.  Some other requirements/guiding principles include that no incumbent can be “re-districted” out of his or her district, that lines should not be drawn in a way that marginalizes any nationality or ethnic group, and that districts be compact and contiguous with lines drawn as much as possible along geographic boundaries. The target population goal per district for 2012 is 54,560 with the variation between the largest and smallest district being no more than 10%.  Once a map has been drawn and vetted through public process, Council will advance an ordinance and hold a required public hearing.
