As of the beginning of the survey covered by this report, fewer tH&oBthese buildings had been
surveyed for historical and architectural sificance. In 2016, the City and County of Denver received
and approved more than 00 demolition permits. Consequently, Denver is at risk of losing many

Investigative Phase The initial phase ofDiscover Denver (2012011) focused on developing a
methodology and funding plan for the project. During this phasaff $tom Historic Denver, Inc., the

City and County of Denver, and the Colorado Office of Archaeology and Historic Preservation worked
with consultants Winter & Company and an advisory committee comprised of community stakeholders.
The report Denver Histdc Survey: Citywide Survey Strateggs the result of these efforts.



Recommendations in the report included the use of survey sofivemd methodologies developed by
the City of Los Angeles for use in its own citywide survey, SurveyLA.

Pilot Phase; The goal of the Pilot Phase (202P15) was to test out recommendations made in the
Investigative Phase. To test the proposed methodglotipree distinct pilot survey efforts were
undertaken. Pilot 1 focused on a péatorld War Il developeplanned residetal subdivision, Harvey

Park. Pilot 2 looked at 1920s small homes in two geographically distinct areas, the Berkeley
neighborhood innorthwest Denver, and the Park Hill neighborhood in easitral Denver. Pilot 3
focused on streetcar commercial distscembedded in two residential neighborhoods, Cole and
Globeville. Approximately 3,000 properties were surveyed across these thregsedfo a part of the

Pilot Phase. An agreement with the City of Los Angeles allowed Discover Denver to use survey softwa
developed for its own citywide survey, SurveyLA. The software was used in Pilot 1 and Pilot 2 of
Discover Denver, but by Pilot 3vias determined not to be a good lo#tgrm fit for the project. Costs
associated with hardware, and administrative sugp@quired by the software, brought into question

the scalability of the solution. Field survey efforts ended in Fall 2014, andtirggppon the Pilot Phase

was completed in Spring 2015. Since the SurveyLA software was not viable for the Discover Denver
project, proprietary survey software that runs on inexpensive handheld tablets was developed and used
in the subsequent phases of Diser Denver, Phase One and Phase Two.

Phase One The first nonrpilot survey phase of Discover Denver, Phase One, beg&pring 2015 and
focused on three Denver neighborhoods. The first neighborhood surveyed, Jefferson Park, is a primarily
residential area located just northwest of downtown Denver. The second survey area covered the
remainder of the Globeville neighbdoood not surveyed in the Pilot Phase. The ElSn&ansea
neighborhood, a large mixedse neighborhood located along the northern dityits, was the third area
surveyed. Field survey efforts ended in Fall 2017, and reporting on Discover Denver PhagasOne
completed at the end of 2017.

Phase Twe Survey efforts irPhase Twpthe most recent phase of Discover Denver, focused on three
statistical neighborhoods (Virginia Village, City Park West, and Capitol Hill), as well as sections of two of
5 Sy @S MExamméicial corridors (East ®Avenue and South Broadway). Because of its proximity

to Capitol Hill, the westernmost portion ofi¢ Cheesman Park neighborhood was included as a part of
the Capitol Hill survey area. Phase Two used largely the sarmdoéogy employed in Phase One of
Discover Denver. This report covers survey efforts énMinginia Village neighborhood, and subsent

reports will cover efforts in the other survey areas.



2. INTRODUCTION: VIRGINIA VILLAGE SURVEY

5Sy @SNDA lageAndihhoyhdol is todatied in southeast Denver, and bounded roughly by South
Colorado Boulevard (west), East Mississippi Avenue f{no@herry Creek South Drive (northeast),
Quebec Street (east), Evans Avenue (south), and % freeway (southwest). Virginia Village
comprises the largest area surveyed in Phase Two of Discover Denver.

The consultant team of Corbett AHS, Inc. and Maad Hunt were contracted to lead field survey
efforts for Phase Two. As with prior Discover Denver surveys, the btllke properties were surveyed

by trained volunteers, with areas of more complex building types, such as industrial and selected
commerdal zones, surveyed by Corbett AHS or Mead and Hunt personnel and volunteers selected for
expertise in the field of ardtecture. Field survey in the Virginia Village neighborhood took place
between July 2016 and July 2017, with a small number of bgdd#urveyed in August and December,
2017. Data for a total &&,497 buildings was collected.

While the Discover Denveusrey area included the entire neighborhood, churches and schools were
excluded from this survey and will be covered in future citywidEmatic surveys. A thirtjour building
gated development of singifamily homesconstructed from 1985 to 198&as ale excluded due to lack

of access.

Purpose

The purpose of this project was to survey all buildings within the statistical boundartbe &firginia
Village neighborhood. A hybrid reconnaissaimtensive approach to the survey was taken, where
limited information was collected on buildings that were less than thirty years of age or that had major
modifications and no longer retained thehistoric physical integrity. More detailed information was
collected on buildings that were greater than thirty yeafsage and that retained architectural integrity.

See the Research Design and Methods section of this report for more detailed infemmegarding the
survey approach taken by Discover Denver.

Funding
Thisprojectwasmade possible bfunding and supporfrom the History Colorad&tate Historical Fund,
the City and County of Denver, and Historic Denver, Inc.

Project Results

The surveyesulted in the documentation d3,545 properties in the Virginia Village neighborhood. Of
that total, 3,298 buildings retained sufficient historic physical integrity to record their full architectural
details in the field. 146 buildingsno longerretained their historic physical integrity and only basic
attributes werecollected. Fifty-three buildings vere under thirty years of age; these buildings were
logged and photographed, but no architectural details were describemtty-eight vacant parced were
noted in the survey area.



The histories oforty-nine individual buildings were researched as ajpar2 T 5A a8 02 @3SNJ 5SSy @SN
Virginia Village. Of thesajne buildings were determined to havpotential individual architectural,

historical or cultural significance. Four areas within Virginia Village were identified as having a
concentration ofbuildings with good historic physical integrity and historical or cultural significance.



3. PROJECT AREA

Description

Virginia Village is a statisticneighborhood in the southeast area of the City and County of Denver. It
covers an approximately 13@tre area that is roughly wedghaped, measuring about 1.25 miles
north to south and 2 miles east to west. A small, digmuous twaeblock outlier abait .13 miles to the

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Landscapes

The landscapes of Virginia Village are indelibly inscribed with the layers of nearly constant change that
has taken place within these boundaries since the end of Warlh Il. A small number of late
nineteenth and early twentieth caary houses scattered across the neighborhood are what remains of
the farms, truck farms, and greenhouse growers that once comprised the economic core of the area.
Also sporadically visiblare the railroad beds that represent the economic engines thaught this
agrarian settlemenaindthe remnants of the irrigation ditches that sprang framFollowing the end of
World War Il, as developers in the Denver metro area attempted to addihesdesperate demand for
housing Virginia Village again became titr ground in another way to meet this need. The vast
majority of property types in Virginia Village are comprised of siffghmily residential properties
constructed in the posWorld Warll period. Incremental changes in housing types can be seen as one
moves through theseventyfive subdivisions platted from the early 1890s through the +h&¥0s, with

the bulk (47) platted in the 1950s.

Aimed at a growing middle class, these housings$ypre very like those constructed across the United

States at thidime. Ranch houses predominate, with other common forms like Cape Codd, &ydis,

trending chronological development. As is common in pstrld Wa |l developments, schools occupy

large parcels, often entire blocks.

Evans Avenue, commercial development tends to be similar,
although the building stock is older and incidence ddigttie reuse is higher, with younger businesses
occupying storefronts and buildings originally constructed forotinses, such as the cannabis shops on

E. Evans Avenue, one of which occupies a former bank building. Commercial developmeStiatoiyg

and E.Florida is generally concentrated nearEvans and at th&. Holly/E. Florida intersection and is
containedin smaller shopping centers as well as convenience stores and automobile service stations,
with scattered office buildings also present. Il#elE.Evans and.Colorado,S.Holly andE. Florida also
contain long stretches of residential development, bathlti-family and singléamily.

Residential Landscapes: Mukamily

Multi-family housing is strongly present in Virginia Village, and irstnoases these properties
apartment buildings and rowhousesact as a buffer between the commercial and residerd@ies. Tall
multi-story apartment complexes and rows of two and thhstery apartment block buildings date to the
postWorld War |l period ath are present near the sites of the commercial zones that were part of

Residential Landscapes: Sindtamily

The residential streets of Virginia Village are generally quiet, with setbacks sufficieravofail large

front yards shaded by large trees. As was common in-Y6atll subdivisions, streets frequently cunee t

calm traffic. With little infill or residential redevelopment, the blocks are rhythmically repetitive,
providing consistency in building igéts, form, and materials that invokes the feeling of the pa&irld

War Il suburban landscapes. Within filingse thouses also carry similar materials and design elements,

and these similarities support the sense of assimilation and commonality thattise heart of any
GBLIAOKE !

4. RESEARCH DESIGN AND METHODS

Survey Objectives and Scope of Work

The primary objective of this survey was to identify buildings within\tfirginia Village neighborhood

having architectural, historical, or cultural significance.

A hybrid reconnaissandatensive approach to the survey was taken. In this approaciidibgs were

surveyed at one of four levels: Foundation, DescriptivaJuation, and Enhanced. Increasing levels of

At the Foundation level, electronic data eerding physical location, address, year of
construction, and use was collected from the City and County of Denver. All properties were
surveyed at the Foundation level.

Descriptive Level:

At the Descriptive heel, all buildings thirty years of age odel, regardless of historic physical
integrity, were field surveyed. One to three photographs were taken of each building, and
limited information, such as architectural style, building type, and level of neatiidn, was
collected. Buildings less th&® years of age were logged and a photograph was taken, but no
additional data was collected.

Evaluation Level:

At the Evaluation Level, detailed information regarding architectural style, building type,
architedural features, and setting were collectech duildings greater than thirty years of age
that retained their historic physical integrity. Field evaluations were made for each of these
buildings based on thepotential forindividual architectural signdfance, and on whether they
were located in aluster with other buildings havingjignificance or special interestDiscover
Denver survey forms were generated for each of these resources and provided to the State
Office of Archaeology and Historic Presgion.

Enhanced Level:

Historical researchwas performed on selected buildings having potential architectural,
historical, or cultural significance, or that were good representations of the greater building
stock of the Virginia Village neighborhood. r Each building researched, a Discover Denve
Enhanced Survey Form, basedlo& & (i 2 NB  Aréhite@uxdl IRv2rbdy Form (1403), was
completed. Each property was evaluated in terms of individual significance and significance as a
part of a cluster ofbuildings having architectural, cultural, distorical significance at the
National, State, and local levels.

Survey Exclusions

Churches and schools were excluded from this survey and will be covered in future citywide thematic
surveys. A thirtfour buiding gated development of singfamily hones constructed from 1985 to
1988was also excluded due to lack of access.

Public Outreach

Public outregh occurredprior to beginning fieldworkn Spring 2016 Discover Denver staff met with

the city council representative for the Virginia Village neighborhood to discuss the survey projeot and
answer any questions. In September 2016, a presentatiordabo 5A & 02 GSNJ 5Sy SN
neighborhood was given to the Virginia Village Neighborhood Association.

Survey Software and Database

Field survey data was collected on handheld tablets, ioppetary survey software designed for
Discover Denver. Survelata collected in the field was stored in a SQL Server database, and used for
later reporting. Before survey work began in the Virginia Village neighborhood, the database was pre
populated wth parcel data acquired from the City and County of Denvee-pBpulated data included

After survey data had been collected ah properties in the Virginia Village survey area, data frbm t
SQL Server database was exported. This survey data was then imported into an Access database to
facilitate the generation of survey forms. For properties surveyed at the Enhanced Lstaiicéi

background and property evaluation information wasgd to the survey data and a Discover Denver
Enhanced Survey Form was generated. For all other properties surveyed at the Descriptive or
Evaluation level, a Discover Denver Survey Data Fogrgesserated.

Survey Fieldwork

To facilitate organization of theurvey, Corbett AHS personnel divided the Virginia Village neighborhood
into seven approximately equal areas, following section and quadetion lines as delineated by the

Public Lands Suey System (see maps below). The benefits of this organizatethau were several.
CANRGXE AG (1SLIWG RFEAfeEe adz2NBSe NBlFra gAGKAY GKS 0O2y1
publicuse and/or commercial properties), because the more Hgatraveled streets tend to follow
section and quartesectionlines. This was beneficial for safety reasons, as it minimized the need for
crew members to cross busy streets in the course of survey. Second, because the size of the survey was
large and thenumber of buildings to be surveyed was very high relative teeoproject areas, having
shorterterm goals allowed the volunteer crews and other personnel to have an ongoing sense of
accomplishment. Third and perhaps most importantly, because buildingstgften shared character
defining features within a particulagubdivision, and subdivisions rarely cross section or quarter section
lines, this allowed the surveyors to understand consistencies in building elements, which helped to
increase survey speed.

Survey fieldwrk was performed between July 2016 and July 2017 by groups of trained community
volunteers supervised in the field by Corbett AHS, Inc. and/or Mead and Hunt staff. Weather
permitting, the volunteers documented buildings three days each week during thoeg shifts.
Additionally, a graduatéevel historic preservation class from the University of Colorado Denver, as a
part of its curriculum, spent a Saturday surveying several blod¢kéwthe survey area.

Volunteers used Discover Denver survey software to document buildings in the field. This software
stepped surveyors through arses of field containing droglown lists prepopulated with valid values.

If the drop-down list values were not adequate to describe a buildmgveyors could also make nate

in text fields in the softwas. GlSgenerated maps showing the outlines ofrpals and budings were

used by the volunteers to verify addresses and help confirm the existence oftdvask accessory
buildings. Field survey guides depicting architectural styles and features were used by the volunteers to
help correctly document lildings. Siff from the consultant team was on hand for each survey shift to
answer questions from both volunteers and neighbors.

As described previously buildings were documented in the field at threevéls Foundation,
Descriptive, and Evaluationdepending on age and integrity. Buildings less than thirty years of age were
logged in the software and photographed, but no additional information was cetlect

All buildings over thirty years of age, redkss of historic physical integrity, were surveyed at the
Descriptive level. Basic information, such as use, architectural style or type, exterior cladding, and level
of modification was collected. Orte three photographs were also taken of each of shebuildings.

Volunteers were required to get clearance from the consultami® hefing this
option.

For buildings over thirty yas of age that retained their historic physical integrity, volunteers logged
detailed information in the software. Information documented included architectural style, building
type, design elements, bding materials, setting, and alterations to theilding. Landscape features

and accessory buildings were also noted. After each survey shift, Corbett AHS/Mead and Hunt staff

reviewed data collected by the volunteeasidd made required corrections befruploading it to the
master database.

Approximatey 11,000 photographs were taken for the survey of Virginia Village. A minimum of three (3)
photographs of each building was taken by a member of the Corbett AHS / Mead and Hunt team. These
consisted of ondront facadephotograph and two oblique photogragh In many instances, such as
corner parcels, more photographs (four to seven) were taken in order to maximize information collected
photographically.Photographs were labeled with both address and Hitewumber.

Historical Research

Historical researchvas performed on a select number of properties in the Virginia Village survey area.
Properties were chosen for historical research based on their potential architectural, cultural, or
historical significance, or on the ability of thesource to convey # unique history and architecture of

the neighborhood. In several cases, properties were chosen based on anecdotal information provided
to Discover Denver by residents of the neighborhood. Graduate students from the University of
Colormdo class that partipated in field survey also researched properties under the guidance of
university and Discover Denver staff.

Historical research included the use of Denver assessor records to determine a chain of ownership, and

city directories todetermine residentsor businesses associated with a given property. Resources

Challenges Encountered

Prior to its annexatioin 1954by the City and County of Denver, the Virginia Village neighborhood was a
part of Arapahoe County. Researching the histories of buildings constructed pri@s4optoved to be
chdlenging, as early records are located in the Arapahoe County archwss, later records (those
after annexation), are found in the City and County of Denver.
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5. HISTORICAL OVERVIEW

Virginia Village contains one of the largest concatbns of housing anstructed in the postVorld War

II period in the City and County of Denver. Compared to other-Ystd War Il neighborhoods, it is

also one of the most architecturally diverse, with a broad representation of housing types and styles
With approximatey 3,300 single family homes and an additional approximéat@8multi-family housing
buildings and/or complexes, the cultural landscapes of Virginia Village have, relative to similar
neighborhoods, held steady since its developmenthia 1950s, 1960s anti970s! Today, most new
buildings are multfamily housing or commercial buildings. Compared to other §stld War I
Denver subdivisions Virginia Villalgas had few instances of singkmily homes being demolished and
replaced although this has andioccurring.

3. Architectural similarity Methods of standardization in construction, developed to serve the
military, were applied by builders to house construction. Tract houg#slittle variation could
be built and sold quickly and at a lowost relative to custom homes and other types of
residential construction. Jackson notes that this resulted in the erosion of regional architectural
traditions, but that the homeébuying public was enamored of the newness of the Ranch, Cape
Cod, and othesuburban housing styles.

Virginia Village is, in most waye classic case study in p&8brld War 1l suburbanizatio In Denver, the
housing crunch in the years immediately following the war was every bit as bad as it was in the rest of
the nation, and this would mean a sea change for the &eawn as SullivanMore than 18,000
servicemen had come home to Denver fraheir military posts by the end of 1945, and 22,000 more
were expected?® Additionally, more than 14,000 workers were employed locally in defeelsted
facilities, many of them workers who had conweDenver for the jobs but had decided to stay and make
amore permanent homehere. Added to them were the military personnel who had been stationed in
Denver at one of the several bases and other military facilities, and had chosen Denver as the city to
which to return and raise their families. By 1950 thepplation of Denver County had increased by
more than one third, and the metro Denver area as a whole had increased by more than one duarter.
Available houses were few and prices in some cases load than doubled.

In December of 1945, more than 400 vetes and their families attended a Denver City Council meeting

to protest the shortage of affordable housing. Two months later, a study by the State Planning
Commission announced that Denver Coungeded 9,308 new dwelling units. But it took time for

housing starts to begin to catch up with demand. For one thing, materials were often in short supply, as
manufacturing had, for the first half of the 1940s, been focused on the war effort. For anetimgty

Colorado Boulevard, as a nostlouth artery that runs the full length of Denver, has a variety of
landscapes, from City Batiful housing to towering apartment blocks to the more sexelity Park. The
southern stretch that connects Virginia Village to its neighbor to the south, University Hills, and its
neighbor to the north, Glendale, has its own character, one born ofitite trush of nearly unfettered
commerce that took place in ¢hpostWorld War Il period. Today, little remains that connects Colorado
Boulevard to that period, as one business replaced another, over and over, and the buildings they
occupied were continugt remodeled and replaced.

The Denver Planning Board recognized this reality, and on December 19, 1973, approved a
neighborhoal plan for Virginia Village, noting problems in circulation and enwrent, and noting the

shift away from singldamily residential housing to commercial construction and rfaltiily housing.

The plan outlined a number of solutions, such as increasgglesiamily housing, additional parks and

bike paths, including a keékpath along the former rail corridor following East Evans Avenue, and de
emphasizing traffic on South Holly and South Monco.

Although in some cases the recommendations were not implaed, those that were enabled Virginia

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6. RESULTS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Summary

3,545 parcels were surveyed in the Virginia Villaggghborhood with the vast majority being single
family dwellings. Vacant parcels and buildings less than thirty years of age weeyed at the
Foundation level, while more information wgathered on those buildings that were over thirty years of
age. Because of the relatively good historic physical integrity of most of the buildings in the survey area,
the majority (2%) were sureyed at the Evaluation level. Fortine individual buildngs were surveyed

at the Enhanced level, and were evaluated for historical, architectural, or cultural significéoce.

Farmhouses and Early Homes: 1892 to 1918

These houses, while rare in Virginia Villagmgresent the early settlement of the area. Most were
farmhouses and occupy parcels close to section or quaeetion lines. Although several are scattered
across Virginia Village, many more were doubtless razed to make room for thaMookst War I
housing stock. Of those that remain, no single style is dominant, but most can be understood to fall into
vernacular categories, generatlye front-gable formor sidegabled bungalows with Craftsman style or
stylistic influence. As isolates, these houses ot discussed as property types for Virginia Village, but
notable examples are as follows
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The oldest remaining house in Virginia
Village, located at ta corner of E. Jewell

Rarities are also represented in a concentration of older houses scattered along E. lowa Avenue in the
area once known as Denver Gardens.

rare type in Denver, as most Classic Cottage homes were constructed of brick as mandated by a city
ordinance that was in place at the time of their constion (Denver Gardens was part of Arapahoe
County in 1905).

Interwar Forms and Styles: 1918 to 1944

Between the end of World War | in 1918 and the onset of World War II, new house construction in the
Virginia Village area was minimal. A smattering of1¥80s housesra found throughout the area, and
were generally farm houses, such as the 1918 Crafitsbungalow that served as the farmhouse for the
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Christian Noealairy farm. Craftsman bungalows continued to be represented in Virginia Village well into
the 1920s. Amonghe older homes in the former Denver Gardens area is a 1929 brick Craftsman
bungalow.

Contemporary Style

Throughout Virginia Village are concentrations of Contemporary style homes. The best known of these
are in Krisana Park and Lynwood Filing 1, but the Contempdaka MidCentury Moderi style was

used in other developments and by other developers as well. Within this style vocabulary we see four
style groups:

To understand
what areas of significance exist in Virginia Village, it is useful to explore two underlying concepts that
must be addressed when areas of significance are identified: the first is the period ohi@tntheé area
attained sgnificance, and the second is the ability of an area to tell its story.

When was significance attained?

The Secretary of Interior Standards for Archaeology and Historic Preservation defite& physical
integrity as the ability of a propay to convey its significancdt further identifies seven aspects of
integrity: location, design, setting, materials, workmanship, feelingd associatior®® To be able to
convey its history, an area must contain buildings for which these elemastsyplicable,are intact
enough that passersby may understand that they are in a historicafigrtant place.

The Multiple Property Documentation Forfor PostWorld War 1l subdivisions in the Metro Denver
area Historic Residential Subdivisions of Denver, 119885, advocates for a generous approach to
integrity consderations for these properties:

Common alterations to properties in postwar subdivisions include changes to features of the
porch, replacement of doors and windows within the original openings, replacement of roofing
tiles, covering of original sidinggar additions, and addition or alteration of landscape features.
These types of alterations generally do not diminish the historic physical integrity of the
resource. Alterations that change the height, setback, or massing are more significant, as are the
removal of character defining features, changes to the roofline, or additions incompatible in
scale to the original constructioithe combined impact of several less dramatic alterations after
the period of significance may also negatively impact intedeityphasis added)

Replacing or enclosure of a carport to gain a garage or its conversion into living space would not
render the dwelling noncontributing if executed in a compatible manner. Examples of
incompatible changes include lateral expansion of thember of bays in the carport or
extension of the carport from the house toward the street. For enclosures, the use of
incompatible wall materials, windows at odds with the type and scale used elsewhere on the
house, or the addition of a doorway in the foer garage door opening represent changes that
might impact integrity. By the same reasoning, the conversion of a garage into living space
would not necessarily render a house noncontributing. However, expansion of a garage laterally
or toward the street wuld negatively impact the historic physical integrity afveelling®’
