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Design Standards
	 •  Minimum parking area landscaping standards for all new parking 	
                areas shall be governed by the Section 10.5.4 of the Denver 
	    Zoning Code.

•  New surface parking areas shall have a minimum 42” high 
perimeter wall, not to exceed 48,” along all sides facing a street.

Design Guidelines
•	 All new surface parking areas with sky exposure exposed to view 

from the street, should be landscaped.

•	 Landscaping within a new parking area should be evenly 
distributed.

•	 New parking areas should accommodate safe and direct 
pedestrian passage between building entrances, through the 
parking lot, and from the parking lot to the street. REPEALED
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
